GOV.4 [CEO] ESTABLISHMENT OF AN
INTER-MUNICIPAL CO-OPERATION
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
MUNICIPALITIES OF WINDHOEK,
WALVIS BAY AND SWAKOPMUND
(3/1/6/9/2)

Introduction

The Municipal Council of Windhoek signed Co-operation Agreements with the
Municipalities of Walvis Bay and Swakopmund in October 2002. Both
agreements subsequently expired in 2007, however, during the years, the
three (3) local authorities maintained co-operation at various levels. Following
build-up consultations on the renewal of the respective Agreements, Walvis Bay
Municipality in a letter dated 19 October 2015, attached as page 115(a) to the
agenda, proposed that the three (3) Part 1 Municipalities should pursue an
Inter-Municipal Agreement, through which they can share experiences and also
support other upcoming local authorities, within Namibia.

Brief profiles
- Walvis Bay

Walvis Bay is the second largest Local Authority in Namibia and the
largest coastal municipality in the country. The town has sixty two
thousand and ninety six (62 096) inhabitants and covers 1 124 square
kilometres of land. The port bay is a haven for sea vessels because of its
natural deep water harbour, protected by the Pelican Point sand spit,
being the only natural harbour of any size along the Namibia sea coast.
