1. Rezoning of Portion 160 (a Portion of Portion 29) of Farm
Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a density of 1
dwelling per 5ha to ‘industrial’ with a bulk of 0.5
2. Consent to use the portion for industrial purposes while
the rezoning is formally being completed.
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ROADS PLANNING & TRAFFIC FLOW COMMENTS:

You memo dated 3 July 2020 regarding the above application has reference.

The roads within the larger Brakwater area are not yet developed, traffic volumes are still low and no
traffic flow problems are currently experienced. The proposed rezoning to the allowable bulk of 0.1 will

not generate additional trips to the current road network.

1. This Section has objections to the proposed Rezoning of Portion 160 (a Portion of Portion 29) of
Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a density of 1 dwelling per 5ha to ‘industrial’ with a

bulk of 0.5; due to the following:

1.1 Applicant should take note that as per Council Resolution 281/09/2013, it was resolved
that the ‘Industrial’ zoning be replaced with the ‘Restricted Business' zoning.

1.2 Presently, the City can only support a bulk factor of 0.1 for the entire Brakwater area
due to lack of developed access roads and to remain consistent with previous similar
applications. However, in this instance the arterial road is already tarred, and a bulk of
0.5 can only be supported provided the current collector road is upgraded and tarred.
Further indication is that as part of the upgrading of Mix, this collector might be tarred.
Funds will be availed by Government, and at present it is still unclear if all roads will be
tarred. Under the circumstances is only a bulk of 0.1 recommended.

1.3 The applicant must register a 12 meters wide building restriction along the entire

eastern border of the plot affected by the collector road.
1.4 No access will be allowed from the B 1 National road.
1.5 Parking requirements for Restricted Business is 1 bay per 50 m? of utilised bulk.

2. This Division has objections to the proposed Consent to use the portion for restricted business
purposes while the rezoning is formally being completed: due fo the following:

2.1 That the applicant notes that only a bulk of 0.1 is recommended..
