OTJOMUISE FIRE/STATION
COMMISSIONED

The Otjomuise Fire Station located at the
corner of Kronswell and Otjomuise Street
in Khomasdal north is one of many
efforts by the City of Windhoek fo bring
the services closer to the people. The
station was officially commissioned by
the City of Windhoek Mayor, Clir. Agnes
Kafularon the 03rd of October 201.3.

The Otiomuise Fire Station has been built
in response fo the ever increasing fire and
emergency risks occuning in the City. In
2004, the City caried out an emergency
risk assessment which indicated the City
needed three (3) additional fire stations
fo be built at strategically located sites.
The Ofjomuise station was prioritised
based on thehigh level of vulnerability,
high risk and distance from the existing
fire fighting facilities. The station is indeed
strategically located at the centre of the

extended landmass on Sam Nujoma -
Dan Vijoen Road; Otjomuise Road up
to Monte Christo road and the Westermn
Bypass.

The location of the station will provide
a quick and easy access 1o many
areas,.thus_improving emergency
response  time- to-.accidents that
are occuring on these roads. "l am
convinced that the Otjomuise Fire
Station will bring about better service
delivery in ferms of emergency
response to the residents, especially
the western suburban areas. [t will
improve our emergency response
capability: that will be reduced from
the current approximate ten minutes
from the Head Quarter fire statfion to
as low as five minute to an accident
scene”, said the Mayor.

The Ofjomuise Fire Station  will
complement the three (3) existing
stations such as Head Quarters, Diaz
Fire Station and the Nathanael Maxuilili
Fire Stations, thereby increasing
the general emergency response
capacity in the City. Council however
remains mindful of the general need
of fire stations in other parts of the City;
particularly deeper in the informal
settlement where fires are common.

It is on that background that two fire
stations in Olympia and Klein Windhoek
are being planned as part of the
City’'s 5 year Integrated Business Plan.
Another risks assessment will be carried
out to include areas that have never

The 11th of October each year is
celebrated as Arbor Day in the world,
and since 2010 the commemoration
of this infernational day has become an
annual event on the City of Windhoek's
calendar.

Arbor Day derives from a Latin word
arbor which means “tree”, and it is an
international day on which individuals
and groups are encouraged to plant
and care for frees.

This years Arbor Day took place just
a few weeks affer Namibia .has . just
successfully hosted the United Nations'
COP 11 Conference that was held in
Windhoek. The conference focused on
desertification and land degradation,
the subjects which are closely related
to the importance of trees.

Last year, the City of Windhoek planted
3000 trees throughout Windhoek's urban
area in a program; driven’ by schoals.
This year another 3000 trees have been
planted. The City is working fowards its
godl, to plant more than 10,000 trees

by the year 2015, of which 8500 frees
have been planted thus far. Due to the
maijor role they play in our everyday life,
frees are regarded as vital community
properties just like water, housing and
recreational facilities.

Speaking at the free planting ceremony
at the School of Visually Impaired in
the capital, Her Worship, Mayor of the
City of Windhoek, ClIr.

City of Windhoek Fire Fighters demonstrating how fo put out the fire

The City of Windhoek through the
Disaster Risk Management Division held
public awareness campaigns since
the beginning of the year in different
locations with the objective to educate
the public on how 1o prevent, prepare
and respond to fire emergency. The
campaigns were carried out in a form
of a play, as the residents withessed
demonstrations of real case scenarios
of how what precautious measures to
take in case of fire.

The key message for the community

through the play was:

1. Never leave cooking appliances
unattended;

2. Make sure cooking appliances are
on a flat, firm surface.

3. Do not put or leave a cloth under a
cooking appliance;

4. Aways have a bucket of sand
nearby when using a paraffin
applionce

5. Keep lighters, matches and all fire
sources away from children.

It has also been noted that most of the

fire statistics especially in the informal

sefflements main cause is the use of

candle. Below are some of the general

safety fips on candle usage.

1. Put the candle on a heat resisted
surface;

2. Place them in a proper holder (must
be firm and in upright position);

3. Don't place a candle under shelves
or near your wall or window curtains;

4. Maoke sure there is atf least three
feefs (one meter) between the
buning candle and flammable
material.

5. Always remember 10 put candles
out before you sleep.

Residents are urged to always provide
accurate information (i.e. location and
street) when reporting emergencies. It
is also very important for all residents
to have the emergency numbers at
hand, where residents can call directly
in case of emergency.

FAQ: BUILDING EXTENSIONS AND SALE OF PROPERTIES:

1. What are the municipal
requirements before the. sale. of
property by a private individual?

The Sale of private properties is an entirely
private arangement, and the City of
Windhoek wil only get involved with
regards o the approvals for fransfer of
the property. The City of Windhoek needs
fo issue a Compliance Certtificate for
fransfer 1o be effected. A Compliance
Certificate will not be issued if the
building plans do not corespond 1o the
improvements made on such property.

2. What are municipal requirements
for an individual who wants to alter
their property?

The process of making structural
amendments to the property starts
with drawing a new building plan,
which must be submitted to the City

of Windhoek for approval, and only
after.the approval has been granted,
may the client 'go ahead! and _do
alternations to his/her propery as per
the approved building plan.

3. What are the rules pertaining to
alternations of properties?

The rules are that, if you have a structure
that is not corresponding with the plan
approved by the municipality, you will not
beissued a Compliance Certificate, until
you have rectified the discrepancies.

4. How long does the City of Windhoek
take to approve/ disapprove the
plan submitted?

The City has the responsibility to ensure that
the plans are scrutinised and approved
within a period of 28 working days as
per the Buiding Regulations. However, it

should be noted that sometimes there
are corections-that need 1o be made in
the plans by-the clients and if that is the
case, the clients is informed to collect the
plan and amend it accordingly before re-
submitting for approval. In all such cases,
the City always endeavours to approve/
disapprove such building plans submitted,
within the above stipulated time period.

5. What advice can the City of Windhoek
give to someone whose structure is not
conforming to the approved building
plan by the Municipality, and what does
one have to do to avoid such cases?
To comect the  discrepancies,
ensure that the building structure
conforms to the approved building
plan, and ensure that construction/
improvements always comply with the
approved building plans.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW SIDEWALKS TARIFF

Due fo great concern of the uses of the
sidewalks against the applicable laws
and regulations, the City of Windhoek
has infroduced the New Sidewalk
Rent Permit as approved by Council
to address and control the manner in
which the sidewalks are being used.

The tariff will be calculated as 1% of the
municipal site value to be multiplied
with the lease area and divided by the
area of the Erf (1% of municipal site
value x lease area of Erf = monthly
sidewalk rent fariff).

The tariff will not apply in areas where
the sidewalk is only 2 metre or less, as in
such instance, dll building and storing
activities are prohibited on the sidewalk.

The public is once again reminded
that no mixing of concrete will be
allowed on the sidewalks. Further to
the above, as per the new sidewalk
Rent Permit, the storage of all building
material on the sidewalk should be
more than 1 metre from the edge
of the road, and all building rubble
should be contained in 200 litre drums

or skip containers.

The new Sidewalk Rent Permit will be
calculated as part of all new building
plans to be approved and will be
enforced as from the 1st of November
2013, meaning that building work
cannot be inspected and approved
without the valid Sidewalk Rent Permit,
