CITY OF WINDHOEK HANDS OVER 
DONATED SOLAR EQUIPMENT TO 
ITS INFORMAL RESIDENTS  
On 14 August 2015, the City of Windhoek 
handed over the donated solar system 
to the beneficiaries. The donation of 
110 sets of solar energy lights, is born 
out of a sister City relationship between 
the City of Windhoek and Municipal 
People’s Government of Nanjing, 
following the signing of a Letter of 
Intent in Windhoek on 16 April this year, 
under the framework of the Namibia-
China friendship that had started long 
time ago, during the dark days of our 
country’s history. 

The identification process for the 
potential beneficiaries was not an 
easy one; but was carefully done, 
using the data from Social Economic 
Survey of 2014 conducted by our 
Community Services Department, and 
the assistance of community leaders.  
The beneficiaries include people living 
with disabilities, pensioners and child 
headed households from Windhoek’s 
informal settlements, who are without 
electricity. They are drawn from the 

informal settlements of Tobias Hainyeko, 
Moses Garoeb and Khomasdal 
constituencies.

Her Worship, Cllr Hangapo Veicoh, while 
addressing the gathering, called upon 
the beneficiaries, to take maximum 
care of the donated solar equipments.  
“It is our sincere hope that this donation 
will go a long way in improving your living 
conditions. In the same vein, I would 
like to assure our esteemed residents 
in the informal settlements that we are 
working very hard to find solutions to 
the general provision of basic services, 
which include electricity”.

As part of strengthening the City-to-City 
relationship, the City of Windhoek and 
Municipal People’s Government of 
Nanjing signed a formal cooperation 
agreement in Nanjing China that 
will give way to the implementation 
of projects in the identified areas of 
cooperation.

THE NATIONAL FEEDING SCHEME 
LAUNCHED IN THE CAPITAL

Pupkewitz Foundation and the City 
of Windhoek, have embarked upon, 
as part of the pilot phase, identifying 
six (6) registered Early Childhood 
Development (ECD) Centres within 
the informal settlements of Windhoek 
to benefit from the National Feeding 
Scheme. At its initial and pilot phase, 
the project will accommodate four 
hundred and ninety (490) children 
under the age of six (6). 

Current beneficiary centres are Jonas 
Haiduwa ECD Centre owned by the 
City of Windhoek, Dr Elia Ngurare, Add 
More, Maria, Dr Sam Nujoma and 
Future Leaders Kindergartens located 
in Okuryangava, Okahandja Park, 
Otjimuise and Havana. The project 
will be targeting an overall number of 
three thousand (3 000) children under 
the age of six (6) at  selected ECD 

Centers countrywide. One of the pre 
requisite of benefiting is that the centre 
should be registered with the relevant 
authorities and should be in existence/
operational for at least one (1) year. 

Children from disadvantaged 
backgrounds, orphans and 
vulnerable children as well as the 
San Community will be the specific 
targeted beneficiaries. This special 
project between the City of Windhoek 
and Pupkewitz Foundation will have 
great spin off of  a balanced growth of 
the children in the long run if partners 
across the land would forge links for 
a broader participation to secure 
resources in order to benefit more 
children especially in the informal 
settlements, the project launch took 
place on 19 June 2015.

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REGISTRATION FOR LAND ON THE CITY’S WAITING LIST
Since the announcement by the 
government on the Massive Urban Land 
Servicing Project that has commenced 
in the three (3) towns including 
Windhoek for servicing two hundred 
thousand (200 000) plots country wide, 
the City has since started experiencing 
a high rate of application submissions, 
particularly at our Katutura offices. The 
waiting list registration process is an 
existing ongoing registration program 
of prospective purchaser / tenants. This 
program does not have a due date..
Before the 13th August 2015, the 
normal situation of the registration 
process has always been observed 
that an average of 10 people was 
registering per day. Since the 13th, a 
high number of people have been 
storming at the municipal buildings and 
the situation became cumbersome, 
a situation that affected a number 
of other services. A chaotic situation 
always erupts and constant Police 
presence is required whilst other duties 
and service provisions are disrupted 
or neglected by this chaotic situation. 
The City’s clients visiting the Katutura 
Customer Care Centre for making 
payments were severely affected thus 
delaying revenue collection to the City. 
Following the high number of people 
turning up for registration, the following 
interim arrangements were brought 
into place with the aim not to neglect 
other duties and service provisions:

The registration days will be only 
The registration days will only be 
on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and 
Thursdays, with registration time 

being  08h00 until 11h30 (note 
should be taken of the fact that the 
last batch of 20 people is taken in at 
11h30 which would take until 13h00 
to register on our database. 

The rest of days of the week are left 
for other duties other than registering 
people. Information of the people 
who are registered needs to be 
captured on the system which is also 
voluminous; and we cannot only 
devote time to registering. 

REQUIREMENTS FOR QUALIFYING 
TO REGISTER AS A PROSPECTIVE 
PURCHASER/TENANT:
1.	 Copy of id (only Namibian bona 

fide citizen)
2.	 Copy of payslip (latest)
3.	 Police declaration supported by 3 

months bank statements for those 
who are self-employed - indicating 
income

4.	 To register at our Katutura offices, 
your gross salary must be between 
N$500 - N$8000 (for lease /tenants 
to be between N$500 - N$3000 
and for prospective purchasers 
between N$3000 and N$8000. It 
should be noted that the maximum 
qualifying amount of N$8000 is 
currently under review for possible 
increments).

5.	 If married, must provide spouse`s 
copies of ID, payslip and marriage 	
certificate

6.	 If you own or previously owned 
a house in Windhoek, you don’t 
qualify to 	 register (unfortunately 
this can only be verified at the time 
of allocation)

It has been realised that some people 
who registered before this program 
are re-registering again which is not 
necessary as the city has the names 
of the applicants in its database. Thus 
people who are already registered 
should not come to register again.  At 
our Customer Care Centre in town, 
we are tasked with the receipt of land 
applications for prospective land 
purchaser earning more than N$8000-
00. We do receive applications on a 
daily basis, although the frequency 
of submission may differ from time to 
time. The statistics below shows how 
the submission of land applications for 
the past three months, namely; June, 
July and August 2015 varies. 

June 2015	 plus 100 land 
applications were 
received.

July 2015	 plus 100 land 
applications were 
received. 

August 2015	 plus 250 land 
applications were 
received.

There was an increase of about 
150 application received in August 
compared to June and July 2015. This 
could be attributed to the servicing of 
land taking place country wide. We 
therefore would like to once again 
inform the public that, there is no 
need to queue up or overnight at our 
offices for registration, because this 
is an on-going (non-ending, no due 
date) process, therefore there is no 
need to come in masses.

UPDATE AND PROGRESS MADE WITH THE CREMATORIUM REPAIRS AND OPERATION.
The City of Windhoek hereby informs the public 
that, the old crematorium repairs has been 
partially completed and it is now operational. 
It should however be noted that, the 
crematorium is provisionally being operated 
manually in order to attend to the cremation 
backlog dating back from January 2015.

Under normal circumstances, we cremate 
up to eight (8) bodies a day. Currently, we 
are cremating up to 4 bodies daily to prevent 
the furnace from overheating, while waiting 
for the replacement of the old furnace to be 

finalized. The construction work for the new 
building that will accommodate the new 
furnace is progressing very well and installation 
is expected to be concluded by April 2016. 

The public’s patience and understanding 
during the period when the crematorium was 
down, is very much appreciated. And we 
would like to request for the same, while we 
are finalizing the repairs and installation work. 
The public will be kept abreast of the progress 
being made at this facility.The crematorium extension to the old

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NOTICE TO ALL THE BUSINESS OWNERS IN THE CITY 
OF WINDHOEK  

The City of Windhoek is mandated 
to control all business activities (both 
formal & informal) in Windhoek by 
ensuring that all business activities 
for gain are registered and renewed 
annually; in terms of the provisions of 
the General Health Regulations, GN 121 
of 14 October 1969 as amended, and 
Regulation relating to the Registration 
of Businesses, GN 202 of 2006.  

The attention of the business 
community and the general public 
is drawn to additional requirements in 
terms of the provisions of all applicable 
municipal by-laws and regulations 
which must be complied with before 
the issuance of a Certificate of Fitness/
Registration.  More information in this 
regard can be obtained from the City 
of Windhoek.

It is therefore important to note that 
in terms of regulations 2(1), and 6 
of the Regulation relating to the 
Registration of Businesses, GN 202 of 
2006, all businesses operating within 
the jurisdiction of the City of Windhoek 
are required to register with the City of 
Windhoek.   

It is also important to note that should 
a business cease its operations 
in terms of regulation 12 of the 
Regulation relating to the Registration 
of Businesses, GN 202 of 2006 written 
notice of such closure must be 
submitted to the Business Registration 
Counter in the Customer Care 
Center (Rev Michael Scott Street or 
c/o Independence Avenue & Sam 
Nujoma Drive) within 30 days of such 
closure.

Please take note that, the business 
owner has the sole responsibility 
of ensuring that his/her business is 
registered with the City and renewed 
annually.Contravention of the above 
provisions carries a penalty upon 
conviction of a fine not exceeding 
N$ 2 000.00 or to imprisonment for a 
period not exceeding six (6) months or 
both.

GENERAL RE-VALUATION OF ALL REAL PROPERTIES
The City of Windhoek will as from 31st August 2015 commence with the 
General revaluation of all rateable property within it jurisdiction. The primary 
purpose of the general revaluation program is to provide equalization 
among all property owners as well as among all classes of property. The 
Local Authorities Act 1992 requires a general revaluation to be completed 
every five (5) years for all rateable properties in the municipal area.

The general revaluation is a systematic, in-depth process of revaluing 
(determining new property values for rating purposes) all the immovable 
property in the municipal area of Windhoek. The exercise is a requirement 
as per the Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of 1992) PART XIV.

There are about 57 000 registered rateable properties in the municipal 
area of Windhoek. The owners of these properties pay rates based on a 
value of their property determined by the Valuer. The values appear on a 
municipal property valuation roll. The values on the current Valuation roll 
were determined as at 1st  February 2010.

The program is not intended to increase revenue as it has been claimed 
by some quota of property owners, but seek only to equalize values as 
each property is compared to all others. The real estate market is always 
changing based on the prices achieved as a result of the interaction 
between buyers and sellers. The changes vary from one class of property to 
class of property and from township to township because some properties 
appreciate in value more rapidly than others. This creates an inequitable 
situation in valuations among owners of property and also inequity among 
types of property. This situation thus has to be corrected periodically (every 
5 years) by way of a general revaluation.

The bases on which the valuation should be done are clearly prescribed in 
the Local Authorities Act, Act 23 of 1992 PART XIV as amended as follows:

A valuer shall value any rateable property -
(a) in the case of the land portion of such rateable property, at a 

price which in his or her opinion a willing buyer will be prepared 
to pay and a willing seller will accept, both acting in good faith;

(b) in the case of any improvements (buildings and any structures) on 
such land, on the basis of the estimated costs of the construction 
or erection of such improvements had such improvements 
been constructed or erected at the time of such valuation with 
due regard to any structural depreciation, obsolescence or any 
change of circumstances in the vicinity of such improvements.

It has to be understood that in arriving at the land value the valuer does 
not ‘set’ values; he/she simply researches the values being set by buyers 
and sellers in the market. He/she then applies his knowledge of the local 
real estate market, together with international recognized and proven 
methods and procedures for analysing comparable properties taking into 
consideration all the factors affecting value.

In determining the improvements value the valuer researches and 
analyses construction costs of the different types of buildings/structures. 
This means arriving at build cost rate which as at the date of valuation 
will afford you a chance to construct improvement of the same nature. 
Different properties are constructed according to certain specification 
or as per individual specification. However, in the general revaluation a 
reasonable average price per square meter is always used for equity and 
consistence reasons.

The Valuation Process

In the first phase, valuers and data collectors verify and update data on 
each and every property by inspecting each and every property. The 
main objective of the on-site inspection is to collect information, which 
will be used by valuers to establish the value of each property. The more 
accurate and correct the information, the more accurate the value 
determined.

Data Collection

Who will do the inspection?

Valuers and Data Collectors will visit each and every house; they will be in 
different areas at different times.  

How to recognize valuers and data collectors

The data collectors will visit houses between 08h00 am and 17h00, 
Monday to Saturday. They will have identity cards, which have their 
names and clear photographs of them. If you are in doubt about the 
authenticity of the data collector you can call 290 2195.

What the data collectors are supposed to do when they arrive at your 
house/property
• They will identify themselves first,
• They will confirm the details of a sketch of the house and all structures 

on the property if they already have it OR they will measure the house 
and draw a sketch of it

• The data collectors will also note down some information needed 
to help determine the correct value of the erf, the house, and all 
structures on the erf.

The information includes:
• The type of construction,
• The quality and condition,
• The interior finishes,
• The exterior finishes,
• All improvements - e.g. Swimming pool, Lapa, Flat, Garage
• When additions were made.

By allowing the data collectors access to your home, accurate information 
relating to the construction and value of your property can be collected, 
and in this way you will be assured that an accurate valuation will be 
arrived at. If you are not at home when the data collectors visit, they 
will leave a note advising you that they came around. The note will also 
provide information for you to make arrangements for a second visit to be 
scheduled. If Data collectors are unable to gain access to your property, 
the final valuation of your property will be based on available information. 
All information noted down by the data collectors is confidential and will 
be treated as such.

Obstruction

The public’s co-operation in the valuation process is very necessary. 
Obstructing a valuer or data collector in the exercise of their duties is a 
criminal offence.

How does the property valuation relate to rates (the monthly bill)?

It should be understood that the revaluation does not always result in a 
large increase in the rates bill.

Rates (property taxes) are always revised every year depending on the 
needs informed by the budget, therefore taxes can go up whether there is 
a revaluation or not.

In undertaking the revaluation the valuer’s primary responsibility is to 
determine the fair value of your property so that you pay only your fair 
share of the taxes.

The actual amount of tax (rates) you pay is determined by a TARIFF (TAX 
RATE) applied to the value determined for your property. The tariff (tax rate) 
is determined by council every financial year depending on the budget 
needs in that particular financial year.

The City of Windhoek is therefore calling upon all its citizens to cooperate 
in this regards.
