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Departmental Comments for Farm 1028 Ptn A

1. Department of Urban and Transport Planning

1.1Roads and Storm Water, Planning, Design & Traffic Flow

SUBJECT: REQUEST FOR COMMENTS ON THE PROPOSED SUBDIVISION AND TOWNSHIP
ESTABLISHMENT OF PORTION A OF FARM 1028 (A PORTION OF FARM RE/508).

The request for comments dated 07 June 2022 on the proposed Subdivision and Township Establishment on
Portion A of Farm 1028 (A Portion of Farm RE/508), refers.

A storm water investigation was done and the following is reported:

1. The proposed Portion A of Farm 1028 is indicated to be approximately 28.46 hectares in size and is located
appproximately 15 kilometers North West of the Windhoek CBD with Portion 1030 situated along it’s
eastern boundary while Portion RE/1028 is situated along it’s southern boundary.

2. Access to the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028 is indicated to be obtained from an access point situated
along it’s north western boundary (intersecting with adjacent Farm 1029), and another access point
situated along it’s eastern boundary (intersecting with adjacent Farm 1030), as well as two other access
points situated along it’s south eastern boundary (intersecting with the proposed Remainder of Farm
1028).

3. All the above referred (proposed) access points appear to intersect with Monte Christo Road.

4. The proposed Portion A of Farm 1028 is situated along relatively uneven terrain with various storm water
courses forming and flowing over it, flowing over proposed public open spaces, streets and erven.

5. Thereis ariver flowing along the eastern boundary of the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028, flowing from
the south into a northerly direction, changing direction to flow along the northern boundary of the proposed
Portion A of Farm 1028, flowing into a north westerly direction.

6.  Another river flows across the western part of the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028, flowing from the
south into a northerly direction.

7. There are a few other major and minor stormwater courses forming on various parts of the proposed
Portion A of Farm 1028 flowing into various directions, flowing towards the rivers as referred to in points
5 and 6 above.

8. There are existing gravel roads and tracks with some stormwater structures on the proposed Portions A
and Remainder of Portion 1028 that does not form part of the proposed development.

It should be noted that the following erven on the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028 are affected by
rivers and other stormwater courses: Erven 294, 296, 299, 298, 297, 296, 300, 301 (all public open
spaces), 180, 181, 182, 183, 198, 191, 190, 77, 76, 61, 62, 78, 82, 2, 30, 31, 32, 19, 18, 17, 16, 15, 246,
245, 244, 243, 242, 241, 289 and 293.

The proposed roads layout plan indicates some horizontal curves in excess of 90 degrees, where some
proposed road splays-may not provide sufficient turning movement i.e. in front of erven 128 and 94.

The proposed layout does not provide the required splays along some erven, i.e. along Erven 115, 190
and 192 in proposed Portion A of Farm 1028.

There appears to be some sewer treatment ponds situated in the most northern part of the proposed
Portion A of Farm 1028

The proposed road layout plan indicates some accesses and intersections of which the road reserves
do not align, i.e.:

a. The proposed access along the northwestern boundary of the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028,
b.  The proposed access along the eastern boundary of the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028.

c¢. The proposed access along the southern boundary of the proposed Portion A of Farm 1028,

This Division has no objection to the proposed Subdivision and Township Establishment on Portion A of Farm
1028 (A Portion of Farm RE/508), provided:

L.

That the applicant appoints a registered professional Engineer to compile a detailed 50-year flood report
of the rivers and major stormwater courses, at own cost and risk.

That the applicant applies the conditions as stipulated in the detailed 50-year flood report.

That the applicant accepts the outcome of the detailed 50 year flood report, and if allowed by the flood
report, appoints a registered professional engineer to submit detailed engineering plans as to how the
proposed erven is to be protected against any potential flood damage.

That no adjacent or opposite properties be negatively affected by the proposed development along the
river and other stormwater courses.

That no development be allowed within the 50-year flood level of the river and other stormwater courses.
That no development will be considered onto or over any stormwater system or structure.
That any major stormwater or river crossing be accommodative of at least a 50-year flood, and that

any river crossing be designed by a registered professional Engineer.

That the applicant, through the detailed flood report, verify the extent of public open spaces to
accommodate the required stormwater flow.

That surface storm water runoff be accommodated according to Clause 35 of the Town Planning Scheme
(see Info 35 of the Town Planning Scheme) stating:

(1) That no stormwater drainage pipe, canal, work or obstruction (except stormwater drain pipes, canal
or works which have been authorized in writing by the local authority or which have been or may
be built, laid or erected in terms of any law) may be constructed on or over the property or located
in such a way that —

(a) the flow of stormwater from higher lying property to lower lying property is impeded or
obstructed and through which any property is or may be endangered; or

(b) the flow of a natural watercourse (in which the local authority allows flood water to run off,
be discharged or to be canalised) is or can be changed, canalised or impeded.

(c) the maintenance of such stormwater pipe, channel or work shall be the responsibility of the
owner of the concerned property.

That prior approval must be obtained from the Chief Engineer: Planning, Design & Traffic Flow if the
accommodation of the stormwater on the proposed erven is contemplated.

That Engineering drawings on how the stormwater would be accommodated to the satisfaction of the
Chief Engineer, Planning, Design & Traffic Flow be submitted for approval simultaneously with the
building plans.

That all existing stormwater pipes, outlets and inlets or any other stormwater system be clearly indicated
on all building plans submitted prior to the approval thereof.

That no building plan will be approved until the above stormwater conditions are met.

That a condition for the resale of properties be included into the Title Deeds, whereby transfer to a third
party only take place with approval of the City of Windhoek. [Approval will only be granted afier the
Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning has certified that the stormwater has been
accommodated satisfactorily.]

That roads and stormwater be planned, designed and constructed to municipal standard.

That it be recommended that Erven : 180, 181, 182, 183, 198, 191, 190, 77, 76, 61, 62, 78, 82, 2, 30,
31,32, 19, 18, 17, 16, 15, 246, 245, 244, 243, 242, 241, 289 and 293 of the proposed Portion A of Farm
1028, as well as any other erven on the proposed portion A of Farm 1028 that is affected by stormwater,
be sold with the relevant stormwater conditions as listed in items 9 to 14 above.

1.2 Sustainable Development

The Division has no objection to the proposed layout provided that all Technical Departments also

support the proposed development.

2. Department of Water infrastructure and Technical services

Portion A:

‘Water:
The northern portion (erven 1, 295 and 296) of Potion A falls within the future Augeigas reservoir pressure

zone. These erven may be provided with a temporary connection to the Katlo reservoir pressure zone until such
time that the Augeigas reservoir is constructed in future. Existing services within the Katlo reservoir pressure

zone can therefore be extended to provide water services to Portion A.
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Sewer:
The north eastern Havana ponds are situated on the north eastern portion of Portion A on erf 296. It should be

noted that no developments may take place within 250 m from the ponds.

Only approximately 25% of'the area of Portion A, which is the eastern portion of Portion A, will be able to be
served by the north eastern Havana ponds by means of a gravitation sewer system. The remainder area of
approximately 75% of Portion A, which is the westem portion of Portion A, will therefore not be able to connect
to the existing sewer system by means-of gravitation. The remainder area of Portion A has to connect to the
new Ongos Waste Water Treatment plant that still needs to be constructed in future. It will therefore only be

possible to provide sewer services to the remainder area of Portion A after the Ongos Waste Water Treatment

plant is constructed in future.

3. Department of Electricity

Bulk electrical services are not available to Erf 1028, Havana at this stage,
Three to four miniature substations will be required for the development. Undetermined land or Open
Space Areas can be utilized for this purpose.
Servitudes for Nam-Power and the future 11 kV line to Ongos must be respected.
Where MV/HV overhead lines are in close proximity and servitudes have not been registered, the following
horizontal clearing width applies for allowing access to the line and for safety reasons:
220/132 kV — up to 30 meters either side of the overhead line structure
66/33/22/19/11 kV —up to 20 meters either side of the overhead line structure; and therefore no permanent
structure is to be erected within the stipulated area.

1. Background
Please Note: The aim with the paragraph on the background of the Portion and the activities is to
motivate the application for the rezoning based on the acfivities that were already of an industrial and
noxious nature since at least 1971 (52 years ago) and was subsequently wrongly indicated as Light
Industrial’ in the Aris Town Planning Scheme which was nof under the Jurisdiction of the Cily of Windhoek
up to 2012. The aim is also fo correct the cadastral info and zoning maps as per the current, fegal Aris
Town Planning Scheme.



[
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Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk No, 30 is located + 25km south of Windhoek at Aris - in the previous Aris
Settiement Area. The portion was subdivided from Portion 6 of the Farm Krumhuk No. 30 which was part
of Portion A of the Farm Krumhuk No. 30. Portion 17 was made up of Portion 13 and Portion 14 of the

Farm Krumhuk No, 30 as indicated on the attached diagram for Portion 17 (A 376/2007).

With the drafting of the Aris Town Planning Scheme (between 2005 and 2007), Portion 17 of the Farm
Krumhuk No. 30 was subsequently included in the Aris Town Planning Scheme and zoned as ‘Light
Industrial’ even though there have been 'industrial' activitles of a noxious nature established on the
portion since at least 1971. The Scheme was approved by the Minister of Regional Local Government
Housing and Rural Development and promulgated in the Govemment Gazette of 15 February 2007

1.1 Industrial Activities
Portion 17 was used since the late 1960's/ early 1970/s as a brickmaking plant which recycled used ol
generated by the railways and other industries. The oil was transported by rail fo Portion 17 where it was
used for firing the brickmaking plant. The brickmaking plant initially operated under the name of
Kalksandstein Works SWA (Pty) Ltd and the name later changed to Sprengel Bricks (Pty) Ltd.

The brick factory with its massive steam boiler autoclaves and 83m? tank, was specifically designed to
bum used oil as fuel. There still is an unused pipeline that goes under the B1 from the Aris ratiway
siding to the 83m® burner fue) tank. Used oil was brought from Windhoek to the Aris railway siding via

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train tank car. The used oil was then pumped mipeline under the B1 to the 83m? tank feeding the
Rotating Cup Bumer (specifically designed to bum used oil} for the steam boiler for the brick factory which
was in existence since.1971. Although the brick factory is not in use any more, remnants of the brick
factory and oil burners can still be observed on the site. The photo collage below shows the remnants of
the brick factory as wel! as the pipeline that was used to pump the oil to the burner.

it was also brought to our attention that prior to this there was (the building and remnants of generators

are still there) two massive generators that fed Aris with electricity and ran on a type of used oil stored at
the site.

The current owner, Mr Carstfans provided our office with the Burner lnspectit}n Book that was issued in
terms of the Factories, Machinery and Building Work Ordinance, 1952, the oil—iﬁred boiler was installed on
25 June 1971 with Factory Number 71195 for Messrs Kalksandstein Works SWA (Pty) Ltd. See below.

The oil burner was then regularly serviced between 1971 and 1997 according to the service record book.

Mr Carstens confinued with the brickmaking operations on a small scale for the past years and
subsequently let the premises to OiiTech for their ol recycling operations.

It is thus evident that the activities were more of an-industrial' nature for many years, and it should have
been included as such in the Aris. Town Planning Scheme. it was also in existence before the portion was
incorporated into the municipal‘aréa of Windhoek.
2. ErfInformation

Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk, Windhoek is + 25km south of Windhoek at Aris, directly east of Trunk Road
B1 which link Windhoek with Rehaboth. Portion 17 is 8,2265ha in extent and zoned ‘light industrial’. The
raiiway line linking Windhoek with the south of Namibia passes directly west of the Portion. See below
and attached plan showing the locality of Portion 17.

* The storge of sand and building stone
e Cold storage facilities -

» Storage, recycling 4nd cleaning of oil
 Parking of construction vehicles :
The site is linked to the Nampower Power grid. Water is obtained from an onsite borehole and the sewer
generated on site is treated and contained in a French Drain system. !

3. Registered Conditions
The conditions registered against Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk, Windhoek are contained in the Deed of
Transfer T2567/2009. See.copy of Title Deed attached. There are no conditions registered against
Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk No 30, preventing it from being used for light industrial or ‘industriar
purposes,

Paragraph B, D and E refer to servitudes in favour of Nampower to convey electricity over Portion 17. The
Notarial Deeds K106/1986S, K114/1975S and K115/1975S are attached to the application. The 20m
Powerline servifude is also indicated on the attached plans.

Since no cadastral changes are to be made to Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk No. 30, the conditions can
remain as is.

4. Development Proposal
Qiltech has been renting and operating from plot 17 as of 2013 for the recycling and cleaning of used oil.

This site was specifically chosen by Ofitech as it was previously used to recycle used oil. As mentioned in
paragraph 1, Portion 17 of Farmn Krumhuk No. 30 was used for industrial noxious activities even prior to
the brick making factory from 1971. See below photo of Oiltech’s site on Portion 17.

Used oil is transported to the site by road by truck and pumped into storage tankers whereafter it is
cleaned to be recycled. Cleaned oil is collected from the site and then transported to the clients.
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Qiltech is striving to comply with the current Namibian Legislation and Policiés to ensure that the activity
has a low impact on the environment and that the negative impacts are mitigated. They have taken the
following measures to ensure that they would pass any scrutiny:

« . Oiltechnology Namibia obtain_ed a used oil collection and recycling Ii,t::ense from MME already as
far back as 2013. They have also inspected the site and it conforms to the requirements and
conditions of MME. See copy of MME Permit Attached. B ‘

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» They have had an EJA done and received environmental clearance. They worked closely with

MEFT over a period of time submitting reports and updates to meet their criteria. The MEFT team
did numerous site visits and inspections. See copy of Environmental Clearance Cerificate
attached, " -

» They hired consultants for air quality monitoring and still do this on a yearly basis in winter, The
site operate comfortably within the accepted norms. Monitors have been installed over Portion 17
that measure the levels of possible polutions (see map below),

» They have obtained yearly certificates of filness for their company. Besides this. year. See copy of
latest Fitness Certificate attached. Note is taken that the description of the land is not indicated
correctly.

* They have had and passed inspections and audits from B2G and Rossing Uranium.

» They have installed-a unique closed processing system which basically eliminates odors and
vapors during recycling. '

» They are on the verge of ISO 9001 and 14001 certifications.

e Their unique process, unlike other oii recyclers has absolute minimal solid waste at 0.0005 of
volume. ' '

 There are also CCTV surveillance to enable the owners to immediately react should any
emergency arise with the operations

» Qiltechnology also have an environmental awareness programme where they invite surrounding
schools to show the pupils how they strive to operate on e’nvironmenté]ly sound principles.

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From the above, it is clear that Oittechnology Namibia (Oiltech) has made massive investments over time
in technology and infrastructure, human resources, and financially for their activities to conform to the
requirements of national and local authorities. Moving its infrastructure to another site is.not an option as
it would be very costly. :

To continue with this activity on Portion 17 the portion must be rezoned to ‘industrial’ and Concil's consent
must be obtained for a noxious trade on the site.

5. Motivation
The reasons why Oiltech selected this site for their operations as well as why their continued operations

-shouid be-allowed under City of Windhoek's consent are as follows:

Previous use and infrastructure
This site was specifically chosen by Qiltech as it was previously used to rec;kcle used oil and because it
has the necessary supporting infrastructure for the operafion of the recycling/cleaning facility.

Close to railway and access road

The site is located ciose to good and safe access roads which allow the safe delivery and collection of
products. Access fo the site is from District Road D1463 which links up with the Trunk Road 81. Itis also
close to the Aris Railway Station and railway line. The pipeline which was used to pump used oil from the
station to the site is still in place and can be recommissioned for future use which will allow the
transportation of product to and from the site by rail. It should be neted that this facility is currently not in

use.

Zoning and use

Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk No. 30 was zoned light industrial' as per the stipulations of the Aris Town
Planning Scheme although the uses at the time of the compilation of the Scheme, was already of an
‘industrial’ nature. The current use on the portion is mixed as it also includes warehousing, sforage and
handling of building sand and stone as well as cold-rooms. These uses can be accommodated under the
zoning "light industrial'. However, the oil cleaning/recycling is a noxious use for which Council's consent
is required. To accommodate the noxious acfivity on Porfion 17 of Farm Krumbuk No. 30 it is advised that
it be rezoned to ‘Industrial’ and that Council grant consent to use the Potion for a ‘noxious trade'.

The Ministry of Environment, Forestry and Tourism issued an Environmental Clearance Certificate for the

proposed acfivity. The ECC is valid until 2 July 2023. See copy of ECC attached.

= COW - Fitness cerfificates

Cow issued fitness certificates for the operations on a yearly basis since the beginning. Copies of Fitness
certificates issued from 2016 fo 2019 was obtained form the applicant. The most recent Fitness
Certificate is aftached. Although these certificates were issued to QOil Technology Namibia CC it was
issued on a wrong portion/site number which was probably an oversight from both the applicant and
COW. The COW however did not renew the latest fitness certificate due fo discrepancies between the
portion number applied for and the actual porfion on which the activity takes place as well as land use
concems in regard to the stipulations of the Aris Town Planing Scheme

Current situation :
The current situation s that Oiltech cannot continue with its operation on Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk as

their fitness certificate has not been renewed. To be able to renew the fitness céﬂiﬁcate Council is
requested to:

» lIssue consent for the operafion of a noxious industryftrade under the current zoning of light
industrial’. Unforfunately, this is not permitted in terms of the stiplilaﬁons of the Aris Town
Planning Scheme. Council can however stil decide to issue such consent based on this
application to bring the use in line with the Scheme.

* rezone Portion 17 to ‘industrial’ and grant consent for a noxious industry/trade on the portion
which will allow for the activity to remain on the Portion. '

6. Access and Parking
Access to the site is from District Road D1463 which links up with the Trunk Road B1.

The site has large vacant spaces as can be seen from the Figure 2 above "which allows for the safe
movement and parking of the vehicles supply die dirty oil as well as collecting the cleaned oil.

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Should any further structures be erected onl the Portion 17 building plans will need to be submitted
indicating the appropriate parking bays for the area to be used for the existing and new activities.

7, Betterment Fee
It is requested that Council do not charge a Befterment Fee since the activities on Portion 17 of

Farm Krumhuk No. 30 was more of an ‘industrial’ nature before the Aris Town Planning Scheme was
promuigated and not ‘light industrial’. The brickmaking operations were there from 1971 and the bricks
were fired by an oil-burmner system with used oil being pumped from Aris Railway Station.

8. Advertising Procedures and Comments
“In accordance with the recently promuigated Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018 (Act No 5 of 2018),
notice of the application will be given fo the prescribed persons as well as the general public upon receipt
of a complete application by Council in terms of section 87 (Section 99, subsection (1)).

9. Credit Check and Payment of Application Fee, _
Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk is not iisted on the Municipal Administration system and is thus not paying
any rates and taxes to the Municipality. So, no Credit Check/Clearance could be obtained.

10. Conclusion
Portion 17 of Farm Krumhuk No. 30 is in an area where industrial, light industrial, farming, residential and
institutional activities are observed. The oil cleaning/recycling operation is in operation since 2013 without
complains received from neighbours or the. public. The portion. was also used fer industrial activated long
before Aris Town Planning Scheme were promulgated. The activity received the necessary permits and
clearances from the MME and MEFT to operate form the site.

Considering the above motivation, you are kindly requested to support the application.

With the drafting of the Aris Town Planning Scheme (before
the incorporation into Windhoek Municipal boundaries), the Portion was zoned as ‘light industrial’ in
spite of the activities being more of an industrial and noxious nature. The brickmaking activities
continued on a small scale for the past years and since 2013, the property is also let to OilTech Namibia
for the recycling, storage and cieaning of oil.

OilTech Namibia has over the past years ensured that they not only comply with the current Namibian
legislation and policies but also strived to ensure that the activity has a low impact on the environment.
