SUPPLY TO THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL
OF WINDHOEK AND ACTIVATION OF
THE EMERGENCY BOREHOLE SCHEME
(16/1/9/2)

Pujrpose

The purpose of this submission is to provide an update on the state of water
availability to the City, as well as to inform Council of the commencement of
the extraction of water from the City’s boreholes as from 1 May 2023, to
augment water supply to the capital.

Background

Water supply to the Municipal Council of Windhoek is affected through the
3-dam system of the Von Bach, Swakoppoort and Omatako Dams. These dams
are all rain fed and thus, if there is no rain, there will be no inflow into these
dams. Whilst the Municipal Council of Windhoek is highly reliant on bulk
supply from NamWater, it has limited supply resources to augment this supply
during normal supply and seasonal drought occurrences.
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These augmentation resources include the following:

- . Underground water supply source, through the aquifer (boreholes)

‘ scheme of Windhoek. This source is recharged ‘naturally’ during good
rainy seasons or recharged ‘artificially’ by channeling water into the
aquifer (for save storage) at times when the three (3) dams are full. It
should however be noted that if the aquifer is over utilised (abstracted)
and minimal recharge is done, it will be depleted and hence requires
efficient management. Artificial recharge is effectively used in
Windhoek to recharge the aquifer (borehole) scheme to be utilised
effectively for supply during droughts and scarcity of water periods.

- Direct potable reclamation (waste water re-use) source entails reclaiming
“treated waste water’ (treated at waste water treatment plants) for potable
use. This reclaimed water is biended with the surface water sources
before supplied to users, and Windhoek is international trendsetters in
the Direct Potable Reclamation since 1968.

The Municipal Council of Windhoek has thus far been able to successfully
augment the supply by NamWater to ensure that the water demand of the city 1s
achieved. Here below are the supply scenarios during normal (dams full) and
drought supply events:

- During normal supply scenarios, the following sources contributes to the

demand of the City:
Source Percentage
Surface dams NamWater) 75 % to 80 %
Reclamation 20%t025%
Aquifer (borcholes) 0 % (recharge period)
Water Demand Management (WDM) (save) 0 % (not enforced)

. During drought supply scenarios, the following sources contributes to the

demand of the City:
Source ‘ Percentage
Surface dams (NamWater) 30%to35%
Reclamation 25 %
'[ Aquifer (boreholes) 25%1030% .
Water Demand Management (WDM) (save) % depending on the set Water Demand
Management (WDM) target

During drought periods, the Municipal Council of Windhoek employs (enforces)
rigorous ‘Water Demand Management (WDM)’ measures for all users, whether
domestic or industrial. The intent is to enforce water saving behavior amongst
the residents and industries which include applying a very strict penalty-based
tariff system for high water consumers.

The graph (Figure 1), attached as page 1 to the agenda, indicates Windhoek’s
annual water demand since the year 1967. It shows that Windhoek experienced
three (3) very serious drought periods in the past and with the intervention of the
City to reduce water consumption, demand was reduced drastically only to start
increasing again once the drought is over.
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The next graph (Figure 2), attached as page 2 to the agenda, indicates the
increase in annual demand for Windhoek versus the reduction in per capita
consumption (litre per person per day) since 1967 (red line). In the 1960°s, the
per capita consumption was in order of 330 litres/person/day and with consistent
and rigorous water saving campaigns, the City managed to reduce this figure to
about 140 litres/person/day in 2021.

In terms of ‘security of supply’ of potable water during drought periods,
NamWater in collaboration with the Ministry of Agriculture, Water and Land
Reform and the Municipal Council of Windhoek is exploring several possible
sources, to augment water supplies to the Central Areas of Namibia (includes
Windhoek) in the medium and long terms.

Current situation

Every year, after the rainy season, NamWater, arranges the Water Supply to the
Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) Workshop - a gathering for all major water
suppliers and users in the Central Area of Namibia. This meeting extensively
evaluates the past year’s water demands, water resource utilisation and
performance of the relevant operational institutions against the previous year’s
CAN decisions and resolutions. The current water situation is then discussed,
water utilisation targets and operational actions agreed on, which would guide
the way forward until the next rainy season.

The objective of the workshop is to plan different Water Supply Scenarios from
available water resources to ensure sustainable water supply to the Central Areas
of Namibia (CAN) (which includes Okakarara, Okahandja, Karibib,
Otjimbingwe, Windhoek and all on line users on these systems) for a period of
two (2) years with the assumption that NQ inflows will materialise into the
surface sources (Omatako, Swakoppoort and Von Bach Dams) feeding the
Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) during this two (2) year period.

The reason for this is that studies have proven that the capacity of current water
supply sources for the Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) has already been
surpassed in 2012 by demand and that water shortages will occur in future and
needs very careful combined management to reduce the impact thereof on the
Central Areas of Namibia (CAN).

As of Monaay, 24 April 2023, NamWater reported the following levels of the
three (3) dams which supply Windhoek with water:

Although the Swakoppoort Dam’s level is still 72.3 %, it is important to note
that its water quality is poor, besides the fact that the transfer system which links
it to the Von Bach Dam is very unreliable with regular interruptions. The
Omatako Dam is virtually empty and the Von Bach Dam is currently only at
26.8 % capacity. Taken the high evaporation rate into account, the available
water in the combined 3-dam systém is not sufficient to supply Windhoek for a
period of two (2) years if no inflow materialises and the Windhoek Emergency
Borehole Scheme is not activated.

Although the annual Water Supply to the Central Areas of Namibia (CAN)
Workshop has not taken place yet (scheduled for June 2023), fortnightly
meetings are held between NamWater and the Municipal Council of Windhoek
to continuously evaluate the water supply situation. The 2022/2023 rainy season
is regarded as being over and no significant inflows has materialised into the
3-dam system of NamWater.

Water Management Plan (WMP)

As a drought is a naturally occurring phenomenon, each drought is different. The
Municipal Council of Windhoek has therefore developed a Water Management
Plan (WMP), attached as pages3 - 29 to the agenda, which was approved
in 2017 by Council per Resolution 29/02/2016, attached as page 30 to the
agenda. It provides a framework for timely drought response while maintaining
flexibility to respond to unique drought conditions. These guidelines are
intended to assist Council, through the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water
and Technical Services in making decisions throughout the course of a drought.
Council may adjust or refine the response based on actual drought conditions. -

The Drought Response Plan further outlines guidelines the Municipal Council
of Windhoek will use to manage water supply and water use during drought
situations. The guidelines are designed to maintain the health, safety, and
economic vitality of the community, to avoid adverse impacts to public activity
and quality of life for the community, and to consider individual customer needs
as much as possible.

Figure 3, attached as page 31 fo the agenda, indicates the Water Demand
Management (WDM) Response Index which provides a guide for drought
response in relation to dam contents and remaining period of supply.

The Municipal Council of Windhoek further provides guidelines to water uses
according to the varying levels of supply scarcity related to the Water Demand
Management (WDM)  Response Index in its Water Demand
Management (WDM) Programme.

With respect to the current situation regarding water availability, as discussed in
the current situation, the most relevant category to be declared going forward
is Category C (Water Scarcity) which dictates that the Municipal Council of
Windhoek should enforce water restrictions to be able to reduce water demand
with 10 %. The impact of this Water Demand Management (WDM) Category
on the resident will be that:

- Gardens may only be watered two (2) times a week;

- Vehicles may only be washed using buckets (no handheld hoses);
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'Swimming pools should be covered with a pool cover at all times;
No water features such as fountains allowed,;
Water re-use where possible is encouraged;

Four (4) block water tariffs move to a lower volume consumed per month
before penalty tariffs apply - to encourage water savings;

Residents are expected to do daily water meter readings to identify water
leakages; and

No water leak rebates will be allowed.

The Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services during
February 2016, and due to the drought situation in the country at the time, was
mandated to proceed with the implementation of the Drought Response Plan in
consultation with the Chief Executive Officer (Office of the Mayor), in an effort
to manage water supply and water use during the said pressing drought, Council
per Resolution 29/02/2016 inter alia resolved as follows:

I

That, due to the current drought situation in the country, the Strategic
Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services be mandated to
proceed with the implementation and co-ordinate the Drought Response
Plan, in consultation with the Acting Chief Executive Officer (Office of
the Mayor), in an effort to manage water supply and water use during
the current pressing drought.

That the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical
Services expedite the implementation and co-ordination of the Drought
Response Plan mentioned above as soon as possible.

That the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical

Services, in conjunction with the Acting Chief Executive Officer
(Manager: Corporate Communications, Marketing, Tourism and
Customer Care), inform the residents on the Drought Response Plan and
create awareness campaigns in this regard.

Proposed way forward

At the Water Supply to the Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) Workshop dated
23 June 2022 (see minutes, attached as pages 32 - 52 to the agenda), the
following was inter alia agreed upon:

1

To adopt the water supply strategy for the central areas of Namibia for
abstraction and Water Demand Management (WDM) targetls by
supplying water until April 2023 from the 3-dam system and the
reclamation water. If inflows into the 3-dam systems is insufficient
during the coming rain season, the implementation of ground water
Jrom May 2023 as presented will then be required and preparations for
this will be set in place for timeously implementation of suclh an
" initiative,

2 That consistent engagement and information sharing with various
segment of consumers be forged especially by NamWater and the City of
Windhoek in order to prepare and ensure that the customers use water
wisely.

The current water demand projections versus the available water supply
resources clearly indicates that the water supply to the Central Areas of
Namibia (CAN) cannot be sustainably done for the next two (3) rainy seasons,
which requires that some emergency measures need to be activated as per
decision 1 taken at the abovementioned June 2022 Water Supply to the Central
Areas of Namibia (CAN) Workshop.

Emergency measures requires that the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s
boreholes be operated from 1 May 2023 at a rate of 8.5 Mm3/annum until
such time as the resource situation has improved - which can only be achieved
if the next rainy season results in a better run-off with subsequent improvement
of water available in the Nam Water surface sources. A letter dated 28 April 2023
from NamWater requesting such, is attached as pages 53 - 54 to the agenda.

Modelling figures indicate that if NamWater starts abstracting the maximum
from its northern emergency sources at Berg Aukas Mine, Kombat Mine and the
Karst boreholes with abstraction from the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s
boreholes from 1 May 2023 at a rate of 8.5 Mm3/a, the run dry date for the
NamWater Von Bach Dam moves forward to 16 April 2025, which is the only
scenario that satisfies the objective of bridging two (2) rainy seasons.

Abstraction of groundwater at the proposed rate from the boreholes will
undoubtedly result in water quality problems, mostly to do with the aesthetic
appearance rather than the quality (safe for human consumption) thereof.
Municipal Council of Windhoek proactively developed a water treatment facility
a few years ago to treat water that is mainly high in Iron and Manganese
concentrates. This plant will have to be started as of 1 May 2023 as well, to treat
poor quality borehole/ground water.

Water savings normally take time to materialise, it is therefore vital that the
Chief Executive Officer (Manager: Corporate Communication, Marketing and
Public Participation) immediately commence with a Mass Information
Cainpaign to inform/educate the public as to the state of the water supply in the
City, and to produce the necessary information material for such campaigns. It
is further recommended that all savings eventually achieved, be offset against
the abstraction target of 8.5 Mm3/annum from the Windhoek Aquifer in order to
continuously safeguard the Windhoek Aquifer resource for future usage as well
as to force NamWater to stay with theircommitments in as far as continued water
supply for the Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) is concerned.

Implications to the Municipal Council of Windhoek

With the implementation of the proposed measures as discussed above, the
following implications are expected for Municipal Council of Windhoek:

- The energy cost of operating the borehole scheme will increase;

Water quality may be compromised (mostly discoloration and not
necessarily unsafe for human consumption),
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However, a substantial reduction in the NamWater bill is expected
because of the reduced volumes supplied; and

An increase in revenue is also expected because the penalty water tariffs
will be applied.

Although the implications to the City are not quantified, it surely indicates a
financial gain.

Council support

The above initiatives are important in the City’s efforts to address the current
water supply challenges and to continue supporting the Water Supply to the
Central Areas of Namibia (CAN) Workshop initiativés to ensure sustainable
water supply to the Central Areas of Namibia (CAN). The full support of
Council is therefore essential for these initiatives to succeed.

GOV.6 [CEO] ESTABLISHMENT OF
A TRILATERAL CO-OPERATION
RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE CITIES
OF WINDHOEK, DURBAN (SOUTH
AFRICA) AND THE FREE HANSEATIC
CITY OF BREMEN (GERMANY)
(3/1/6/9/2)

Background

The Cities of Windhoek and Bremen have been co-operating since 2000,
building on a long historical relationship that includes support for the struggle
for Namibia’s independence by the people of Bremen. Likewise, within the
global south, the Cities of Windhoek and Durban have been exchanging on
projects of mutual interest, primarily on environmental management, sanitation
and climate change. It is important to note that both the Cities of Windhoek and
Durban are respective Sister Cities to the Free Hanseatic City of Bremen. Hence,
due to their symbiotic relationship and synergy, the three (3) cities have been
co-operating in an informal framework and have shared stages on various
international platforms.

Hence, this trilateral co-operation relationship is aimed at continuing the
tradition of sharing knowledge and inspiring creativity through enlarging each
other’s horizons and working together on municipal service solutions.
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To this end, Management Committee on 13 March 2023 per Item GOV.13
amongst others inter alia resolved as follows:

3 That the Chief Executive Officer (Manager: External Relations and
Networking) prepare a separate submission on the proposed trilateral
relationship between Bremen, Durban and Windhoek to Council, for
consideration and approval.

Purpose

The purpose of this submission is to seek Council’s approval for the
Windhoek-Bremen-Durban Trilateral Co-operation Relationship.

Proposal for the Windhoek-Bremen-Durban Trilateral’ Co-operation
Relationship

On the occasion of the Municipal Partnership Conference for German Cities and
their global-south counterparts held in Dresden, Germany, which was followed
by a Co-Ordination Workshop held in Bremen in October 2022, the Cities of
Windhoek, Durban and Bremen, echoed the realisation and overall need to
formalise their rather mutually beneficial relationship.

This partnership will be geared at exploring future comimon topics and projects
under the overarching framework of implementing the Sustainable Development
Goals - a joint commitment for all three (3) cities. The partnership is proposed
to relate to one or several of the seventeen (17) sustainable development goals,
through:

- Triangular co-operation on Waste Education and Waste Management;

- . Promotion of Circular Economy;

- Climate Adaptation, Environmental Awareness and Protection; and

: Business Development and Start-Up Partnerships.

Letter of Intent

To formalise this relationship a draft Letter of Intent, outlining the understanding
between the three (3) cities, is attached as pages 55 - 59 to the agenda. It is
important to mention that [etter of intent is not a contract and cannot be legally
enforced; however, it signifies a serious commitment from one involved party to
another. It is used to officially declare a partnership or to clarify a mutual
understanding. The Letter of Intent may also be known as a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU). In this Letter of Intent the parties express a desire to
co-operate in the following specific areas:

- Climate Change and Adaptation;

- Sustainable Urban and Economic Development;

- Environmental Protection and Environmental Health;

- Social Cohesion and Community Development;

Key objectives

- Increase knowledge and professional capacities in waste recycling of
staff and elected officials in Windhoek through peer-to-peer learning
with Bremen and Durban and work placements;

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Erf information

of the development which borders with the Windhoek Golf and Country Club.

A dwelling house is built on Erf 8256, Windhoek. However, the swimming pool
(for the dwelling on Erf 8256, Windhoek) is built on a portion of the Golf Course
on the Remainder of Erf 5561, Windhoek.

Development intention

It is the intension of the owner to subdivide out the portion of land on which the
swimming pool is built from the Remainder of Erf 5561, Windhoek and
subsequently consolidate that portion with Erf 8256, Windhoek.

However, the area to be rezoned is insignificant and environmental
impacts will be minimal. The applicant will thus obtain an environmental
clearance exemption from the Department of Economic Development
and Community Services upon Council approving the application.
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Urban Policy evaluation

Erf 5561, Windhoek is zoned ‘private open space’, the golf course. Erf 8256,
Windhoek is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:500 m2. The two (2) zonings
are not compatible for the eventual purpose of consolidation, Thus, a rezoning must
take place before the consolidation.

Betterment fee/compensation and endowment fee

Endowment fee are not payable as the portion created (Portion A of thé Remainder
of Erf 5561, Windhoek) will automatically be consolidated with Erf 8256,
Windhoek, i.e. no new additional erfis created.

Erf 5561, Windhoek was obtained under a subsidized price for recreational
purposes. In this event a betterment fee of 75 % is payable in accordance with the
Policy on the Levying of Betterment Fees for Local Authorities in Namibia.

Council per Resolution 28/04/2023 inter alia resolved as follows:

That the request for the Municipal Council of Windhoek to delegate its

powers in terms of section 30(g) of the Local Authorities Act, 1992

(dct 23 of 1992) (as amended) to confer honours on residents through
the renaming of streets and/or places to its Management Commitiee in
terms of section 31(1), not be granted.
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2 That this matter be referred back to Management Committee for scrutiny
of the applications, whereafter it be resubmitted to a soon to be convened
special Council meeting to deal with the backlog of street renaming
applications.

3 That the resolution be implemented prior to confirmation of the minutes.
The matter is herewith resubmitted.
Background

Management Committee at its meeting held on 8 June 2022, during the
discussion-of numerous street renaming items inter alia resolved as follows:

That this matter be kept in abeyance in order for the Strategic Executive; Urban
and Transport Planning fo submit a brief motivation to Council on how an
application to name/rename a street should be dealt with in.line with Council
Resolution 76/04/2017, whereafter this matter be concluded, depending on the
outcome of Council.

In response this submission has been prepared to propose a feasible mechanism
for the future evaluation of street renaming apphcatlons The submission served
at the Heritage Committee on 21 September 2022 and is herewith submitted for
consideration.

Council furthermore per Resolution 290/10/2022 inter alia resolved as follows:

I That this matter be referred back in order for Management Committee to
. investigate the process of street renaming and why it is problematic, and
accordingly advice Council on what needs fo be done.

2 That all pending street naming applications in compliance with the
' Policy, be submitted to the next Management Committee/Council
meeting, for consideration.

3 That the resolution be implemented prior to approval of the minutes.
Introduction

Historically the renaming of streets, upon application by the public or otherwise,
were realised by means of approval by the Municipal Council of Windhoek upon
recommendation by Management Committtee.

Further to the above Council by virtue of Resolution 76/04/2017 established a
Policy as guideline towards the evaluation of street renaming applications.
Amongst other the Policy allows for the establishment of a Councillors
Committee in terms of section 30(1)w) of the Local Authorities Act, 1992
(Act 23 0f 1992) (as amended) to preside over matters covered by the Policy.

The practice ever since has been for the committee established as per the above
to make recommendations to the Council based on following the procedures and
guidelines as laid down in the Street and Place Naming Guidelines, attached as
pages 157 - 167 to the agenda.




23

Point at issue

Currently each recommendation from the Councillors Heritage Committee
translates into a submission to Management Committee for consideration and
potential onwards recommendation to Council. As per the latest round of
evaluations this resulted in approximately thirty (30) individual submissions
which had to be considered at a single meeting.

Regardless of the content of any meeting agenda of Management Committee or
the Municipal Council of Windhoek an addition of this magnitude is likely to
expand the agenda beyond what is manageable for a single meeting or even
multiple meetings.

Given recent sentiments expressed regarding the focus of Council on matters of
critical importance the question was raised as to whether the current procedure
is efficient and results in the most optimal use of Council meeting time and
resources.

Proposal for amended procedure

The legal mechanism for the renaming of streets in honour of residents who are
deemed to comply with the criteria as laid down in the applicable Policy is
sec‘tion 30(1)(q) as follows:

30¢1 ) Subject to the provisions of subsections (2) and (3) a local authorzty
council shall have the power -

(q)  to confer honours upon any person who has in the opinion of the local
authority council rendered meritorious service to ils residents;

Given that a formal Policy has been established by the Municipal Council of
Windhoek providing a solid framework for the execution of work under the
Policy, which Policy also include the instituting of a Councillors Committee to
deal with matters pertaining the mandate of the Council to deal with street
renaming in honour of distinguished residents lends itself to safe delegation,
thereby freeing up Council meetings for matters of a more discerning nature.

Interestingly enough, and given that the Committee in question comprise of
Councillors the Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of 1992) (as amended) does
not allow the delegation of powers by the Municipal Council of Windhoek to
Councillors or Committees made up of Councillors.

The law does however allow for the Municipal Council of Windhoek to delegate
its powers under section 31(1) to Management Committee as follows:

31(1) A municipal councii or a town council may delegate or assign in writing,
in writing and on such conditions as it may determine, to its management
committee or its chief executive officer or any other staff member, any
power conferred or any duty imposed upon it by or under this Act or any
other law.
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Management Committee in return has the authority under section 31(3) of the
Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of 1992) (as amended) to delegate any
powers conferred upon it by the Municipal Council of Windhoek to Council
members as follows:

31(3) A management commiltee may delegate, in writing and with the prior
written approval of and on the conditions determined by the municipal
council or town council concerned —

(a}  any power conferred upon it by this Act; or
()  any power which has been delegated to it under subsection (1),

to any member of the municipal council or town council, or to the chief
executive officer or any staff member of the municipal council or town
council concerned, or to any two or more of such persons conjointly.

Accordingly, it is proposed that the mandate of the Municipal Council of
Windhoek to confer honours onto residents for meritorious service through the
renaming of: street to Management Committee for the onward delegation to the
Municipal Council of Windhoek’s Heritage Committee.

Conclusion

The current process whereby each and every application for the renaming’ of
streets in the honour of distinguished residents results in an unnecessarily large
administrative burden while the volume of applications is exhausting valuable
Council resources which could be much better spent otherwise.

As a result, it is recommended that the mandate of Council be delegated to its
Heritage Committee through the applicable allowances under the Local
Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of 1992) (as amended).

Introduction

This request is forming part of old applications that were retrieved from the
archive or files inherited from the previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming
Committee for consideration without being concluded. The Secretariat retrieved
background information on the application and contacted proponents where
necessary, as well as searched archived files in the Registry.

In June 2020, the previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee inter
alia resolved that: '

11.2 It was recommended that the proponent be engaged and furnish the
SPNC with a comprehensive biography for further evaluation and
consideration of the application.

As per the above recommendation, the proponents (the Ombandi Traditional
Community) were contacted and informed accordingly, to which they responded
and provided the required information retrievable on the ancient traditional
Jeader on the ancient traditional leader. Their letter dated 29 July 2008 is
attached as pages 168 - 169 to the agenda. A letter dated 14 August 2008 from
the Chief Executive Officer acknowledging the application, is attached as
page 170 to the agenda.

This submission therefore seeks for consideration and approval of this
application by Council as recommended by the previous and current Heritage
Committee (Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee) as resolved in their
meeting minutes dated 10 June 2020 and 25 October 2021, attached as
pages 171 - 180 and 181 - 189 respectively to the agenda (also refer to the
meeting minutes dated 17 February 2022, attached as pages 190 - 196 to the
agenda), and in accordance with the Street and Place Naming Guidelines,
attached as pages 197 - 207 to the agenda, as approved per Council Resolution
76/04/2017, attached as page 208 to the agenda. (Council Resolutions
374/11/2018 and 156/05/2020 are attached as pages 209 and 210 - 213
respectively to the agenda, for ease of reference). The application assessment
checklist is attached as pages 214 - 219 to the agenda.
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Backgrouhd of the application

An application dated 29 July 2008, attached as pages 168 - 169 to the agenda,
was received through the Office of the Mayor, requesting for the renaming of a
street in honour of the late Chief Kamaituara Kukuri. As part of the brief
biography provided, the late Chief Kukuri was executed by hanging by the
German colonia] troop in 1905 as he fought against and defied the forceful
occupation by the colonial army. His bravery to confront the colonial oppression
defines the sacrifices he made as one of those gallant fighters resistant of the
injustice inflicted upon the local inhabitants by the colonial settlers at the time.
Initially, the Ombandi Royal House requested for the renaming of a street nearby
the burial site of the late Chief Kamaituara Kukuri.

However, at the time of addressing this application and many others, it was found
befitting to honour such historical figures in other upcoming townships in order
to educate, sensitise and maintain the native history amongst the residents of the
Municipal Council of Windhoek, particularly the younger generations.

In an additional contribution made by the late Dr Axel Kaputu on the biography
of the proposed honouree, he inter alia captured the following: .

Chief Kamaituara Kukuri was born in October 1854 at Omanjengerere, east of
Otjimbingwe in the Ozongoto area. He was the son of Chief Kamaisa Kukuri
Tiiraura, the son of the Herero pioneer who named Windhoek, Otjomuise after
the hot springs. The late Chief Kamaituara Kukuri was a descendant of a rich
dynasty with the red bont cattle of the Ombandi Royal House. His mother was
Kazonda, a strong noble lady from the Omarunga dynasty. He later came to
settle at Otjosazu where he grew up to adulthood.

As it was. common for the Chief’s sons to go to school, he atiended the
Augustineum College at Otjimbingwe and later became an Evangelist of the
Rhenish Mission Church and a Teacher at Okahandja and Otjosazu.

Then he was moved to the Windhoek concentration camp -where he was
incarcerated and treated badly by the soldiers and even prevenied to get
treatment when he was sick with pox. The German Government Court
marshalled him and found him guilty of fighting against the German
government. -~

He was sentenced to death. On the morning of 8 April 1905, Chief Kukuri was
put on-a cart and brought to the gallows erected at the place we call ‘Old
Cemetery’. When they shot at him the gallows broke and he fell down. The law
of the time has it that if someone survive the shooting he must be spared. But
they continue to bind him and shoot him to death. He was buried at the
Pionierspark Qld Cemetery. May his soul continue to rest in eternal peace.

Motivation .

This submission seeks for the consideration of this application as it is found to
be in line with the guidelines that seek to pay tribute and honour to leaders who
greatly contributed towards promoting a positive image of the City and the
country as a whole, as prescribed by the Street and Place Naming Guidelines,
attached as pages 197 - 207 to the agenda, as approved per Couricil Resolution
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76/04/2017, attached as page 208 to the agenda. Any other reconsideration of
this application will subject it to the previous applicable public participation
processes in accordance with the Street and Place Naming Guidelines as opposed
to the consideration of this application in any of the upcoming townships.

A brief biography given by the proponent of the application to honour Chief
Kamaituara Kukuri indicates that the leading tribal figure was one of the local
traditional leaders who contributed and encouraged his subjects to resist the
colonial oppression instigated by the German colonial troops and their brutal
invasion. More research should be encouraged in preserving histories of ancient
indigenous leaders who immensely contributed to the sound existence and
formation of Namibia as a nation and befitting honouring as such adequately
serves that purpose.

With countless street names required for newly established townships, there is a
need to expand and enrich knowledge particularly those of historical figures,
events and other commemorate noteworthy persons in those areas. It will further
make more economic and social sense in this perilous period of financial
hardships should any application secking for renaming can be accommodated in

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Backgroimd of the proposal

Retrieved background information (Wikipedia - The Free Encyclopedia,
retrieved on 22 November 2020), indicates that Judge Bryan O’Linn
(1927 to 2015) was a reputable Namibian jurist, politician, lawyer and author.
Born in Brandfort (South Africa), the proposed honouree moved to Namibia at
an early age and grew up in Karibib. The proposed honouree served the South
African Police, worked as a civil servant and newspaper reporter before pursuing
a career in the law fraternity. Before independence, Bryan O’Linn, represented
and defended several Namibians who were fighting for the freedom and
restoration of human dignity in Court.

According to the online source, citing local sources, Bryan O’Linn, presided
over the Namibia Peace Plan 435, which conducted dialogues with the
independence movement. Exploring the political landscape, he actively
participated in the political environment through his affiliation with the United
National South West Party as a Vice Chairman, a party that was later in 1975
known 'as the National Party. As he led the Society of Advocates from
1982 to 1989, he prosecuted over cases dealing with human rights abuses
throughout the country. In post independent Namibia, the proposed honouree
became a justice of the High Court, a position that saw him oversee cases
involving the fishing industry and crime legislation during his tenure on the High
Court. In September 1999, the proposed honouree was appointed to the Supreme
Court, where he continued serving the legal fraternity until 2006. In 2003, he
published a book titled “Namibia: The Sacred Trust of Civilization - Ideal and
Reality’. The book reflects on the Namibian history, struggle for independence
and his own narrative on several contemporary issues in society. A second
volume of his book was released in 2010.

In July 2015, the Namibian nation lost a towering figure with sound
contributions in the political and law sector as he battled with ill health for
several years.

The proposed
honouree started his elementary schooling career in Dolam location and
completed of high school at Immanuel Shifidi Secondary School. With age, his
social network expanded into the church youth league were he actively interacted
and engaged fellow youth. While at high school he joined the circle of leaders in
the Namibia National Students’ Organisation (NANSO) and firmly embraced
the steadfastness to contribute to the liberation of his motherland Namibia. The
proposed honouree joined efforts with other youth and established civil
structures at the time to fiercely revolt and demonstrate against the racist
apartheid South African regime.

Ata point his family home in Richard Kamuhuka Street in Katutura was used as
an escape refuge for the students who were sought by the Koevoet and eventually
were caught and physically assaulted. The late Paulino had multiple encounters
with the administration which resulted in physical altercations and in the process
his family house bears various vandalising scars.

Secretly meeting his mother at the Holy Redemeer Catholic Church in Katutura,
he narrated to her the bravely and principled decision to leave the country to join
forces with others for the liberation while in exile. Unfortunately, the late Ulrich
‘Dineo’ Paulino never returned to the now independent Namibia, an unbearable
pain that his mother had to live with until her death in 2000. Many like Ulrich
Paulino remains silent and unheard of as heroes and heroines whose blood waters
our freedom and may their souls rest in eternal peace.

Motivation

This submission seeks for the joint consideration of these applications
(Items 10.1.9 and 10.1.10 of this Council agenda) as they are found to be in line
with the guidelines for use of appropriate, relevant street names and honouring
of persons as prescribed by the Street and Place Naming Guidelines, attached
as pages 197 - 207 to the agenda, as approved per Council Resolution
76/04/2017, attached as page 208 to the agenda.

Accompanying the
application are necessary documentations, which include a brief biography of
the proposed proponent, signed petitions and objections raised by the affected
immediate residents of the street proposed to be renamed.

Naming/Renaming Committee) as resolved in their meeting minutes dated

Background of the application

Born in a political active home, the late Aaron Shihepo joined the SWAPO Party
at its inception in 1960. Two (2) years later, he went into exile to Dar es Salaam,

Tanganyika, He pursued his tertiary studies in the United States, and upon
completion of his studies he was appointed as the Deputy Chief Representative
of SWAPO in Algeria (1971 to 1973) and in 1973 elevated as the Chief
Representative.

According to the provided biography, with his election as a member of the
Central Committee of SWAPO, as a Deputy Secretary of Foreign Affairs, the
proposed honouree oversaw the SWAPQ diplomatic contingent comprising of
twenty seven (27) diplomatic missions. In that capacity, he attended numerous
sessions of the United Nations (UN) General Assembly, UN Security Council
and he argued the Namibian cases before the international community.
Intrinsically, the late Aaron Shihepo had the opportunity to represent the country
at various international platforms across the continent and beyond, much of those
attendances were made to solicit international solidarity and support for the
course of Namibia’s independence.

Together with other liberation struggle stalwarts, the late Aaron Shihepo
confributed to the drafting statement for the negotiation rounds and numerous
resolutions, including the famous UN Security Council Resolution 435 of 1978.

Apart from the aforementioned ranks, the proposed honouree served as the Vice
President of the Afro-Asian Solidarity People’s Organisation (AAPSO) and a
member of the Public Service Commission in independent Namibia. Aaron
Shihepo remains a formidable character that denotes distinguished qualities of
natural intellect and diplomatic savvy, as he continues to exemplify attributes of
a true freedom fighter.

Motivation

Regrettably, due
to financial constraints and family matters, he did not complete his studies at the
latter university, a situation that eventually led him to explore other potential and
progressive avenues.

The resistance against the oppression of his nation witnessed the signing of peace
agreements over the sovereignty of the country and recognition of control over
two-thirds of the country, mainly the interior regions. In 1847, with the growth
and overpowering by the French army, Abdelkader surrendered to the French
administration. Afterwards, he was exiled to France, where he and his family
were detained. Emir Abdelkader died on 26 May 1883 and was buried in a
mausoleum in Damascus. However, later in the years, his remains where
repatriated to Algeria for a much befitting burial ceremony on 5 July 1996
coinciding with the fourth anniversary of the Algerlan independence and the
136® Anniversary of having conquered the French regime.

Although some critics questioned his loyalty to Napoleon, the French leader,
Abdelkader is recognised and venerated as the first hero of the Algerian
independence. As a national hero, the proposed honouree continues to receive
various symbolic honours both in Algeria and internationally. With, the
honouring of the late Emir Abdelkader demonstrate the appreciation and
recognition of the valuable contributions that the Algerian government along
other nations weighted to the liberation and eventual independence of Namibia.
In this regard, the Municipal Council of Windhoek continues to uplift the unity
and determination displayed by African member states to overcome continental
challenges.

Asrequested for honouring of foreign nationals, a letter dated 22 February 2010,
attached as pages 333 - 334 to the agenda, has been received from the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs endorsing this application. Relevant correspondence: is
gtta’ched as pages 335 - 337 to the agenda.

After
independence, he became the Councillor of Samora Machel/Moses Gardeb
Constituency in the Khomas Region.

The application captured Jacob Marengo (1875 to 1907), as a Nama Chiéf and
used the fortress of //Khauxalnas to wage a guerilla war against the Schutztruppe
of Imperial Germany. Known to be an offspring of a relationship between a
Herero 'mother and a Nama father, the late Chief Marengo went to forge the
alliance between the Namas and ovaHerero tribes and commonly known for his
leadership of the anti-German guerrilla forces.

Motivation

He served the nation in various capacities,
including that of a freedom fighter, SWAPQ ¢éadre, Robben Island Prisoner,
Trade Unionist, Member of Parliament and a former Deputy Minister. At
ministerial level, he served in the capacity of a Deputy Minister for the following
ministries, Environment and Tourism (2000); Labour and Social Welfare,
Agriculture, Water and Forestry; and Defence. His contributions captured and
promoted the values of freedom, justice and solidarity for all.

As part of a remarkable generation, which lived selfless lives in their quest for
the attainment of the national freedom and independence, the late Petrus
Nangolo Ekanda Iilonga joined the national liberation struggle in 1974. IHe
obtained his military training in countries such as Zambia and Tanzania and
Soviet Union. As a trained militant, he participated in many battles in the area
of Oshitumba and operated under coveted missions as assigned by his immediate
superior. Arrested in 1978, he was sentenced to an effective eighteen (18) years
imprisonment at the Robben Island, South Africa of which he served seven
years. Subjected to harsh treatments in prison that could have destroyed his

" fighting spirit, he emerged more determined to liberate the country with his

release.

With his release from prison in 1985, ahead of the national independence, the
proposed honouree played a pivotal role with establishment of the National
Union of Namibia’s Workers (NUNW) and its associated organs. Between the
period of 1986 to 2000, he served as the Secretary General of the Namibia Public
Workers’ Union (NAPWU), a platform that enables him to speak and negotiate
on behalf of many workers. Having served in all previously mentioned portfolios
with dedication and determination, he made the issues that affect society central
to his business as he continued to fight against social iils that promote inequality,
poverty and injustice. ]

As part of his illustrious political and leadership history, he was awarded the
Omugulugombashe Freedom Medal and the ‘The Most Excellent Order of the
Eagle 2™ Class’ respectively. As a veteran of the national liberation struggle, he
was conferred a State Funeral by the current Head of State and laid to rest at the
National Heroes Acre in Windhoek.

Her Royalty Goas Juliane Gawa-Nab on behalf the of /Khomanin Traditional
Authority requested for the honouring of the late traditional leaders, Gaob
Medusalag Xamseb and Gaob !Garikorob in appreciation of their immense
contributions towards determining the geopolitical space of this country during
their resistarce against the colonial administration in the 1700s.

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Background of the proposal

The submitted letter indicates that both the proposed honourees are descendants
of the /Khomas Damara people, a native group of inhabitants known to be
holding direct and proven ancestral claims and birth grounds to the land within
the Khomas Region. The ancient /Khomas Damara communities knew the late
leader as Gaob !Garikorob, meaning ‘the brave one’ which also refers to ‘Lion
King of the Jungle, Lion King of all animals’.

According to the applicant, the two (2) traditional leaders vehemently opposed
the colonial regime while serving their subjects within the broader /Khomas
Damara Community. The late Gaob !Garikorob is reported to have coined the
name /Aexa-//Gams, meaning hot springs as the natural resource served as a
source of medicine used for simply taking a bath in those waters.

The late Gaob Xamseb and Gaob !Garikorob were known to be close in the
administration and ruling of their groups under their respective leaderships. By
carly 1800s before the eruption of the war with the colonisers, the community of
the /Khomas Damara people under both leaders were scattered in the area
between ‘the present day Okahandja and Windhoek. ' Their respective
communities also lived in Hagos areas and /Khomas Hochland. Both ancient
traditional leaders were targets during the colonial war with the German regime,
and were eventually killed by the imperial forces. Both /Khomas Damara leaders
were killed while on their way to Windhoek, with Gaob Xamseb buried at the
//Kurudaos (Botanic Garden) in Klein Windhoek. While Gaob !Garikorob, is not
known where the German forces buried him.

Proposed street for consideration

Discoveries made by the SPNC Secretariat found it fitting that a section of
Otjomuise Road that crosses on the northern border of the existing Rocky Crest
township is suitable to be reserved and renamed in honour of an ancient local
traditional leader.

Within the political scene, Festus Major Kamburona was the founding
member of NUDO in 1964 and later became a Chief Organiser for then
Democratic Turnhalle Alliance (DTA), presently known as Popular Democratic
Movement (PDM).

His immense contributions towards social upliftment were in his services as a
public taxi driver, member of the Red Flag Regiment Association, an
organisation that witnessed his rise in rank until that of a General Field Marshall.

‘The proposed honouree is identified as one of the founding members of the

United Protestant Church (Oruiiano) a portfolio that saw him serving.in various
activities of the church, thus contributing towards the socio-ecénomic, religious
and political development of his immediate communities in Katutura towriship
and across the country. As an active member of the community, he immensely
participated in the development undertaking of the Municipal Council of
WindhoekK, engaging the political and administrative leadership on various
nationhood aspects. . . '

The application seeks for the
honouring of the Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange with a street in Windhoek
in recognition and appreciation of his immense contributions in the pre and
post-independent Namibia.
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Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange is one of the towering figures who bravely
championed the course of the liberation struggle for the independence of
Namibia. He has contributed to the restoration of the human dignity and
continues to forges for nation development and building in both the pre and post
independent Namibia.

This submission seeks for further consideration and approval of this application
by Council as recommended by the current Heritage Committee (Street and
Place Naming/Renaming Committee) as resolved in their meeting minutes dated
25 October 2021, attached as pages 181 - 189 to the agenda, and in accordance
with the Street and Place Naming Guidelines, attached as pages 197 - 207 to
the agenda, as approved per Council Resolution 76/04/2017, attached as
page 208 to the agenda.

Background of the application

Guided by principled decisions, the proposed honouree joined other liberation
stalwarts to fight against the colonial oppression and ultimately for the liberation
of the country. Similarly, with other historical figures, the Honourable recount
his actions, sacrifices and contributions as having been undertaken with a clear
conviction of refusing to witness his fellow countrymen and women suffering
from the foreign colonial forces.

Born in Okaputa in 1943, Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange grew up in
Windhoek, living together with other liberation fighters in then historical
residential area of the Old Location. Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange holds a
Doctorate of Philosophy (Ph.D) in Jurisprudence from Kiev State Untversity in
USSR (1969 to 1973). Growing-up with other liberation stalwarts such as the
Founding Father of the Namibian Nation, Gabriel Mbidi, Benjamin Namalambo,
Levi Nganjone, Nataniel Maxuilili, Hosea Kutako and other fighters, he gained
political conscience and awareness at a tender age to oppose the terrible,
inhuman and oppressive treatments that the local people were subjected to at the
time.

Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange joined the Ovamboland Peoples’
Organisation at its inception and witnessed the transformation of the liberation
movement into the SWAPOQ Party, an organ that he served in various capacities.
As part of his political home, he served the revolutionary SWAPQO Party as a
Secretary for the Windhoek Branch until at the time he left for exile in 1964. As
a Secretary, he was directly involved in organising public rallies, mobilisation
and recruitment of the local inhabitants to support and join the SWAPO Party in
confronting the colonial regime. As the Secretary General of the SWAPO Party,
the proposed honouree addressed various socio-political and economic issues
and ensured effective, functionary and responsive structures at party level across
the country while also maintaining strong relationships with the international
communities.

His involvement in the political activities saw him being a confrontational front
with the colonial regime, leading to being arrested numerous times by the South
African apartheid system. While in exile, he was arrested in Bechuanaland
Protectorate which at the time was under the British colonial rule. Assuming
leadership roles and responsibilities, Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange was
elected as the Deputy Secretary for the position of Legal and Economic Affairs
at the SWAPO Tanga Conference in Tanzania. In Zambia, the proposed
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honouree mobilised his department for the drafting of the constitution for the
future independent Namibia. According to the provided accounts of events, the
draft documents for the Constituent Assembly came with the proposed honouree
upon his return from Zambia.

Although while in exile, the liberation fighters encountered many terrifying and
near-death experiences, this son of the soil together with others remained
unwavering and determined in the course to liberate the country. Their
fearlessness, perseverance and determination culminated in the liberation and
independence of Namibia.

In June 1989, Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange returned to Namibia under the
leadership of Dr Hage Geingob to mobilise the nation and campaign for the first
democratic election. In the post-independent Namibia, Honourable Ngarikutuke
Tjiriange served as one of the SWAPO members of the Constituent Assembly,
ultimately forming part of those who drafted the Constitution of independent
Namibia. Honourable Ngarikutuke Tjiriange served in the Namibian Parliament
in various ministerial portfolios, such as the following:

< -First Minister of Justice from 21 March 1990 and worked directly and
o instantly on the establishment of the Ministry of Justice; and

- Minister of Veterans Affairs, working closely on the needs and interests
of the veterans of the Liberation Struggle. : :

Under his administration, as Minister of Justice, he worked tirelessly with his
institutional team in opening Courts in Oshakati, Okahao, Ruacana, Opuwo and
other administrative centres. Under his leadership, the New Supreme Court
Building, Courts in the south and the Magistrate Court in Katutura were
established. As part of his Ministry, colonial laws were reviewed and
consequently the Law Reform and Development Commission was created:

In recognition of these heroic contributions, he was honoured by the Government
of Namibia with the Hero’s Order of Namibia 2™ Class Award. ITis selfless
sacrifice and dedications to freedom, justice and peace for all Namibian which

Introduction

An application dated 29 January 2005, attached as pages 492 - 493 to the
agenda, was received via the Office of the Mayor as forwarded by Mr Joseph
Auala per letter dated 18 February 2005, attached as page 494 to the agenda,
was presented to the previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee
for evaluation and recommendation. The initial application was lodged by
Mr Olle Eriksson seeking for recognition of the contributions made by the late
Jonker Afrikaner towards national liberation and against colonialism.

The application forms part of the many applications that were received at the
time the previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committees was dormant
and subsequently inherited by the former Committee and subjected to duly
consideration and procedures. This submission seeks for the consideration and
honouring of the late Jonker Afrikaner, the father of the late Jan Jonker
Afrikaner. While there is a road (Jan Jonker Road) in Klein Windhoek named in
honour of his son, Jan Jonker Afrikaner, there appears to be no significant spatial
symbolic feature that recognises the immense contributions made by the Jate
Jonker Afrikaner. Thus, there is a need to visibly associate this historical figure
with the establishment of Municipal Council of Windhoek.

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Background of the pr"oposal

According to the proponent, the late Jonker Afrikaner, the actual founder of
Windhoek needs symbolic recognition befitting a historic character of his
stature. The proposed honouree hailed from the Orlam-Nama origin from the
Winterhoek, Tulbagh area in the Cape. Together with his subjects, Jonker
Afrikaner established himself in /Ai//Gams in 1838, an early settlement that is
known as Windhoek today. It was Jonker Afrikaner who called the place
Windhoek. Ahead of the arrival of the first Rhenish Missionaries, Windhoek was
already discovered and a church built by Jonker Afrikaner in the present day
Klein Windhoek suburb with a seating capacity of over five hundred (500)
people was in existence.

The. applicant narrates that the late Jonker Afrikaner, was among the first
indigenous roadbuilders in Namibia, as contributions that need to be recognised
through honouring him with a prominent street in the City. This consideration
will also inculcate the production and preservation of native histories among the
current and upcoming generations. It 1s further to ensure that existing and new
urban developments include such histories in their respective landscapes.

History has it that part of the road constructions he worked on are found in the
central and southern parts of Namibia, particularly around the Auas Mountains
and east of Windhoek. As the Captain of the time, he ruled over a formation of
people from diverse ethnical tribes and played a dominant role in the Namaland
and Damaraland. The proposed honouree was succeeded by Christian Afrikaner
who ruled until 1863 when Jan Jonker Afrikaner took over the reign as a Captain
of the Nama community. Captain Jonker Afrikaner, the father of Jan Jonker
Afrikaner, died'in August 1861 and was buried in Okahandja.

Proposed street for consideration

It is further proposed that the road connecting and intetsecting Matshitshi Street
to the upcoming development of the Ongos Valley be named in honour of the
late Jonker Afrikaner. The proposed road will serve as an arterial, connecting the
central business area through Sam Nujoma Drive to the envisaged urban
development. The road will serve as the major connector in the anticipated urban
development expansions in the north-west development corridor.

Currently, a portion of the proposed road is forming part of Matshitshi Street
(south west of the Goreangab township and north west of the Otjomuise
township) that extends until Sam Nujoma Drive. With this proposal, the referred
existing (affected) portion of Matshitshi Road and the future northwards
extension of the new road development that will lead to the Ongos Valley and
beyond will be known as Jonker Afrikaner Road. Thus, the existing Matshitshi
Street will end with an intersection with the proposed Jonker Afrikaner Road, as
indicated on the locality plan, attached as page 502 to the agenda.

Motivation

The Street and Place Naming Guidelines, attached as pages 197 - 207 to the
agenda, find it appropriate to recognise local, national and international
personalities who immensely contributed to the social development and
upliftinent of the human race in all aspects of livelihood, particularly to the
overall wellbeing of Windhoek and the nation at large. Through this honouring
act, the Municipal Council of Windhoek continues to embrace the endurable
memories of those heroes and heroines who immensely contributed to the
attainment of our independence.
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The proposed name further has irrefutable relevance to the people of Namibia
and more important, it reflects a positive historical linkage to the Municipal
Council of Windhoek. Honouring the late historical figure by naming the
proposed street will ensure that new townships continue to produce and preserve
knowledge of indigenous people, events and histories.

In conclusion, it is clearly visible that there is no spatial feature named, nor
monument erected after this historical figure. As such, the previous Street and
Place Naming/Renaming Committee found it appropriate to honour the late
historical figure who immensely contributed the combat against colonialism and
discriminatory oppression. It is important that local national heroes and heroines
get to be granted such symbolic recognitions in all areas within the urban setup,
irrespective of the social background of the inhabitants of those areas. This
submission further seeks to distinctively honour the late Jonker Afrikaner as an
individual historical figure and his contributions which cannot be overshadowed
by any other historical figure associated with him.

Intreduction

An application dated 5 April 2019, attached as pages 503 - 513 to the agenda,
as motivated by Sir Welcome Kazondunge on behalf of the family was received
through the Office of the Chief Executive Officer. The application was
forwarded to the previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee for
further processing. The proposed honouree resided in Katutura township and
fiercely advocated for justice, equal rights and freedom as he together with other
political stalwarts fought against all forms of oppressions, discrimination and
social vices for the liberation of his country.

The proponent is seeking for the honouring of the late Karl Haukaa Kazondunge
by renaming either Psalm or Saddusser Street in Katutura or any other street in
Windhoek deemed fitting. This submission seeks for further consideration and
approval of this application by Council as recommended by the previous and
current Heritage Committee (Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee) as
resolved in their meeting minutes dated 10 June 2020 and 25 October 2021,
attached as pages 171 - 180 and 181 - 189 respectively to the agenda (also
refer to the meeting minutes dated 17 February 2022, attached as
pages 190 - 196 to the agenda), and in accordance with the Street and Place
Naming Guidelines, attached as pages 197 - 207 to the agenda, as approved
per Council Resolution 76/04/2017, attached as page 208 to the agenda.
(Council Resolutions 374/11/2018 and 156/05/2020 are attached as pages 209
and 210 - 213 respectively to the agenda, for ease of reference). The
application assessment checklist is attached as pages 514 - 519 to the agenda,
in response to the Management Commiftee minutes dated 19 May 2020
(Item SOP.6), attached as page 520 to the agenda.

Background of the proposal

According to the proponent, the late Karl Haukaa Kazondunge lived in the Old
Location and later with the forceful relocation he went to reside in Katutura. The
proposed honouree hailed from the Iineage of chieftainship and was born in 1933
at Okariro in the Ozongoto area. His drive for purpose and passion for his people
led him to obtain formal education, render support and technical services to the
Council of Chief Hosea Katjikururume Kutako, but particular to the wider
community of Katutura regardless of their racial, religious and socio-economical
background.
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Raised during the colonial oppression era, the late Karl Haukaa Kazondunge
witnessed cruel, inhumane and discriminatory treatment that many local
inhabitants underwent at the hands of the colonial apartheid regime. It was the
exposure to these horrendous actions that prompted him to participate and
influence a number of his peers back then to get involved in active politics and
seek justice for their communities. As a senior, he influenced the likes of the late
Dr Mosé Penaani Tjitendero and Professor Peter Katjavivi, both the former and
current Speaker of the National Assembly respectively, to become political
activists at a very tender age.

A well-known member of the Katutura community, the proposed honouree
worked as a Mechanical Engineer for a private firm, owned a transportation
company with his act of philanthropic extending beyond the edge of race and
socio-economic background. Through his transportation services, he worked
closely with various development sectors of the society, including the education
sector as most of the black schools in the areas were not having transports at the
time. Particularly, his transportation services played a visible and crucial role in
the transportation of the injured during the Old Location Uprising of the
10 December 1959, 1t is further disclosed that he expanded his transportation
assistance into ferrying many Namibians, including many prominent national
political figures, who went into exile through various exiting points, such as
through Gobabis, Rietfontein and Oshikango border posts. At the time, his
transportation services were well used and accessible by all, including for
political, social and sport arrangements.

Although being well aware of possible encounters with the apartheid
administration, together with others he did not retreat from pursuing
underground involvement in political activities with the Council of the Chief,
under the leadership of Chief Hosea Kutako. Resultantly, together with Chief
Clemens Kapuuo and Dr Zed Ngavirue, the trio were refused pass exemption.
In 1972, the proposed honouree sustained severe injury at the hands of the Israel
soldiers who on instructions of the apartheid regime brutally attacked the
community around the central shopping centre in Katutura. As a result of the
injury, he had a deformed right arm, a physical scar he nursed until his death.

In his retirement, he assumed the role of a community activist and worked
closely with the Council of the late Chief David Ndisiro in the Ovitoto area.
Apart from being an active farmer, he also championed the course of bringing
government developments closer to his community, particularly encouraging the
local inhabitants to be self-reliant in terms of food security and production.

His life centred on people, passion and purpose for social justice and
development sadly came to stand end on 16 December 1995 and he was buried
at the village of Bulskop in the Ovitoto district.

Street to be considered

Initial proposed streets, namely Psalm and Saddusseer Streets are found in the
OD Section of Katutura, area well associated with the proposed honouree as his
residence is found in Psalm Street. The proposed Saddusser Street that is + 442.9
metres in léngth is equally found to be strongly associated with the proposed
honouree as per the applicant. Both Psalm and Saddusseer Streets are named
after a biblical theme which should be maintained according to Council
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Resolution 374/11/2018, attached as page 209 to the agenda, present an
opportunity for the consideration of the application in one of the five (5) newly
established and upcoming township developments.

Although the applicant has specified two streets to be considered for renaming
in Katutura, he has also expressed the flexibility of the honouring to be
considered in any part of Windhoek. Therefore, it makes more economical,
social and practical sense to honour the proposed honouree with a street in one
of the new and upcoming township developments.

Motivation

The previous Street and Place Naming/Renaming Committee took cognisance
of the request to be in accordance with the provisions of the Street and Place
Naming Guidelines, attached as pages 197 - 207 to the agenda, to honour
heroes and heroines, especially those who lived and strongly associated
themselves with the development of the city and the nation at large. The
technical and material support that the proposed honouree contributed to those
who were at the forefront of the national liberation struggle cannot go
unrecognised. His philanthropic actions and community activism expanded
across the socio-economic, racial, cultural and political boundaries of the
community he served, positioning him as a patriotic figure of unity and
unification. Any other reconsideration of this application will subject it to the
previous applicable public participation processes in accordance with the Street
arid Place Naming Guidelines as opposed to the consideration of this application
in any of the upcoming townships.

With countless street names required for newly established townships, there is a
need to expand and enrich knowledge particularly those of historical figures,
events and other commemorate noteworthy persons in those areas. It will further
make more economic and social sense in this perilous period of financial
hardships should any application seeking for renaming can be accommodated in
new township, namely Rocky Crest Extension 4, the Windhoek Waterfront
Development, the wider Ongos township developments, the Goreangab Massive
Development (Goreangab Extension 4), Havana Extension 8 and Cimbebasia
Extensions 5 to 6 and 8 to 10, with the continuous consideration of other
upcoining townships. The application to honour the late Karl Haukaa
Kazondunge is recommended for naming of a street in the approved Rocky Crest
Extension 4 township, as annotated on the township layout, attached as
page 220 to the agenda.

Resolution 76/04/2017, attached as page 208 to the agenda, the latest
application dated 21 February 2020 provided information for only three (3)
historical figures to be considered. The remaining street names have been
sourced from a pool of already approved names by Council.

The proponent ptoposed for the late Simon Sissingi Hiskia, Nico Bessinger and
Frans Kambangula. The late Nico Bessinger has been honoured with a street in.
the Elisenheim Lifestyle Village (Phase 1) as per Council Resolution
35/02/2018, attached as pages 455 - 457 to the agenda, pending the
implementation of the said Council Resolution in that particular township
development. This submission seeks for the consideration of the late Messrs
Simon Sissingi Hiskia and Frans Kambangula.

Bio‘gra_phies
1 Blography of the late Simon Sissingi Hlskla

According to the proponent, the late Slmon Sissingi HlSkla was a
well-known figure within the football community and-apolitical activist
who aggressively opposed the apartheid regime. Simon was born in 1942
and obtained his early schooling career at the Rhenish Herero School in
Windhoek. While a student, he was expelled from Augustmeum High
School (Windhoek) in 1962 for his involvement in a campalgn he
spearheaded under the SWAPO arrangement against the rac1a1 injustice
perpetuated on the locals by the authorities.
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His passion for soccer led him directly to get involved in the
administration of the most loved game, with his direct involvement in
collective efforts culminated in the lifting of restrictive measures
imposed against football teams by the authorities. Some of those
" remarkable contributions witnessed the performance of local native
football teams at local arenas and the establishment of the Katutura
Soccer Association under the umbrella of the South West Africa Bantu
Football Association.

Being on the forefront of matters critical for the shaping and resuscitation
of the local football, the proponent led negotiations that also saw the
featuring of interracial players and participation of the native players
across the border in 1969. Much of the interrelations bears networking
and strengthening of ties with renowned South African football
administrators such as Kaizer Motaung, a relationship that led to exciting
invitations and matches against the local teams and more historic
unifying matches between players of different racial backgrounds. In his
own words: In those days, we tactically used the game of football to
mobilise people, teaching them about the finer points of political
awareness.

With his alleged link to the Kranzburg bombing in 1979, the proposed
proponent became hardly a public figure as he was on a run from the
local authority that eventually led to his escape to South Africa. His other
involvement relates to him as founding member of the Namibia Press
Agency (Nampa). Like many other staunch sons and daughters of this
soil, the proposed proponent did not live to witness and enjoy his
valuable contribution towards the evolvement of politics and domestic
football in the independent Namibia.

Biography of the late Frans Kambangula

A brief biography for the late Frans Kambangula, discloses that the
proposed honouree served as Secretary of Transport for the ruling party.
At community level, he is remembered as a father figure by the
Donkerhoek Community who endured considerable hardship during the
struggle for the liberation of the country. As a result of resistance against
the racial administration of South Africa, he was incarcerated for many
years.

As he was spearheading the transport affairs of the SWAPQO Party, he
assumed one of the dangerous activities of transporting SWAPO political
activists on various secret missions. Ensuring that those in Windhoek
were kept abreast with development at the borders, he showed them
filmed battles occurring at the border and as such continued influencing
many locals to become and remain political aware and fight for their
freedom.

Apart from his valuable contributions within the political arena, Frans
Kambangula was also a respected member of the Councﬂ of Churches in
Namibia (CCN).
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Motivation

The application is found to be.in accordance with section 3.1.13 of the amended
public participation process of the Street and Place Naming Guidelines, which
inter alia states as follows:

3.1.13 That the proposition for streets and place naming in upcoming townships
must be lodged as part of the township establishment application to be
submitted by the Developer or appointed Town Planning Consultant to
City of Windhoek for assessment and approval.

Street names (names of flora found in Waterberg, Namib and former
Damaraland) carry great importance when it comes to the shaping and character
building of townships. Similarly, street names in various townships are
associated with themes. Thematic classification of street names resonates
consistency and harmonious setting of the identity of areas, ease of orientation
and navigation across the city, as well as to communicate the aesthetic of the
landscape. With that knowledge, through Council Resolution 374/11/2018,
attached as page 209 to the agenda, proposed for maintaining of street names
themes (without disturbing the assigned streets naming theme), while making
reservations for the honouring of national and international historic figures in
existing and upcoming townships.
