AGREEMENT BETWEEN NAMIBIA WILDLIFE
RESORT (NWR) AND THE MUNICIPAL

COUNCIL OF WINDHOEK (WINDHOEK

CITY POLICE SERVICE)

(13/2)

Introduction

The Strategic Vision of the Municipal Council of Windhoek is to become a
sustainable and caring city by the year 2027. In order for this vision to be
realised, each department has the responsibility to initiate and implement smart
initiatives. As per its mandate, the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) in
helping the Municipal Council of Windhoek achieve this strategic vision, has the
role of implementing smart policing solutions aimed at ensuring the safety and
security of the residents of Windhoek.
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With the Integrated Crime Prevention, By-laws and Road Safety Framework
(operational pillars), the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) aims to increase
the use of technology as one of its key methods in reducing crime and disorder
in the city. This, the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) does through the
promotion of strategic partnerships with the community and key stakeholders.

Purpose

The purpose of this submission is to seek the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s
approval for the establishment of a strategic partnership with Namibia Wildlife
Resorts (NWR) by entering a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU), attached
as pages 1 - 9 to the agenda and to accept the donation of N$300 000.00. The
donated funds will be used for purchasing Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras and accessories for the Municipal Council of Windhoek (Windhoek
City Police Service (WCPS)) to enhance safety and security within the
Jjurisdictional area of the Municipal Council of Windhoek.

Background

The Namibia Wildlife Resorts (INWR) has noticed with a great concern the
increase in crime such housebreak-ins, robberies and other forms of crime. Of
great concern to the Namibia Wildlife Resorts (NWR) is the registered increase
in robberies and theft out of motor vehicles against tourists, who are the
backbone of the tourism industry.

Having known, through the media, that the Windhoek City Police
Service (WCPS) has embarked on a project of forming strategic partnerships to
combat crime with stakeholders, the Namibia Wildlife Resorts NWR)
expressed their desire to do their part, because they believe that combating crime
is a shared responsibility.

On 3 July 2024, informal discussions were held between the Parties, about the
possible finaneial support for purchasing of Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras, to be installed at identified crime hotspots within the city. The meeting
culminated with a tour around the City Police smart policing infrastructure at the
new Command and Dispatch Centre.

Discussion

The Integrated Crime Prevention, By-Laws and Road Safety Framework relies
on the following pillars:

- Zonal Policing;
- Intelligence-led Policing;

Community Policing and Problem Solving; and

- Investigation and the Use of Technology.
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The use of technology is an enabling pillar as it touches on crime prevention, by-
laws enforcement and traffic law enforcement. The use of technology entails the
use of law enforcement equipment such as the Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras, the use of drones, Intelligent Traffic Management System, body
cameras, household panic buttons, etc.

As such, the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) has prioritised this pillar as
the major enabling factor for achieving objectives of the smart policing solutions
as set out in the 2022 to 2027 Organisational Strategic Plan. In order to achieve
the Safer City objectives, there needs to be funds from Council and through
forging strategic partnerships with key stakeholders with an interest in safety and
security.

Namibia Wildlife Resorts (NWR) and the Municipal Council of Windhoek
Strategic Partnership Agreement

As alluded to above, the informal discussions around the possible financial
support towards procuring Close-Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras for crime
prevention started in July 2024. These discussions culminated in technical
assessments by the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) to different crime
prone hotspots around the city. Based on the assessment, the Namibia Wildlife
Resorts (NWR) took a decision to donate a total amount of N$300 000.00 over
the period of three (3) years to procure Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras, for crime prevention purpose.

The contribution shall be made in three (3) equal instalments of N$100 000.00
per year. Payments shall be made annually, with the first payment due on
13 December 2024, and subsequent payments due on the same date each year
until the total contribution of N$300 000.00 is completed at the crime hotspots
that needed surveilling,

Based on the above, the Parties agreed to enter into a mutually beneficial
strategic partnership agreement and the responsibilities of the parties will be as
follows:

Responsibilities of the Parties
Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) responsibilities

- Install, maintain, and monitor the Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras procured under this agreement;

- Ensure that the cameras are installed in high-risk areas that mostly need
enhanced security measures;

- Take reasonable steps to ensure that the Close-Circuit
Television (CCTV) cameras are operational at all times and provide the
Namibia Wildlife Resorts (NWR) with regular feedback on the
surveillance system’s effectiveness;

- Acknowledge the Namibia Wildlife Resorts’ (NWRs) contribution to
public communications related to the project, including press releases
and signage at crucial surveillance points; and



Store and manage data generated by the Close-Circuit
Television (CCTV) camera feeds. e e i

Namibia Wildlife Resorts responsibilities

- Financially contribute a total amount of N$300 000.00 over the period of
three (3) years to procure Close-Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras;

- Make the contribution in three (3) equal installments of N$100 000.00
per year;

- Annually make payments, with the first payment due on
13 December 2024, and subsequent payments due on the same date each
year until the total contribution of N$300 000.00 is completed; and

- Request periodic updates on the project’s progress, including installation
status and security improvements in areas covered by the Close-Circuit
Television (CCTV) cameras.

Strategic significance

The collaboration between the Namibia Wildlife Resorts NWR) and the
Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) will enhance safety and security through
the use of technology (Close-Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras).
A collaboration like this will ensure faster response times, allow for evidence-
based criminal investigations, and allow for the Municipal Council of
Windhoek’s resource optimisation.

By entering this strategic partnership, some of the major benefits that will accrue
to the Municipal Council of Windhoek and the Windhoek residents in general
are as follows:

- The funds shall be used to purchase Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras that will be installed in areas identified by the Windhoek City
Police Service (WCPS) as crime hotspots; and

- This will allow the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) to cater to
areas in dire need of Close-Circuit Television (CCTV) surveillance to
curtail criminal activities, thereby assisting the latter in achieving its
objectives related to the use of technology.

In turn, the Namibia Wildlife Resorts INWR) will benefit in the following
manner:

- Pride itself in contributing to the enhancement of the safety and security
of the residents of Windhoek and their propertles (Corporate Social
Responsibility);

- Contribute to curbing crime against tourists visiting Windhoek; and

- Brand enhancement.



Financial implications

The Namibia Wildlife Resorts (NWR) will provide financial contribution to the
total amount of N$300 000.00 over a period of three (3) years, made in three (3)
equal installments of N$100 000.00 per year, related to:

- The purchasing and installation of Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras (as per the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS)
specifications);

- The maintenance and upgrading of the Close-Circuit Television (CCTV)
cameras; and

- The Namibia Wildlife Resorts (NWR) shall annually make payments,
with the first payment due on 13 December 2024, and subsequent
‘payments due on the same date each year until the total contribution of
NS8300 000.00 is completed for the installation of Close-Circuit
Television (CCTV) cameras at crime hotspots that need surveilling,

Possible risks

There are measurable risks associated with this strategic partnership and the
operationalisation of these cameras. However, if any unforeseen risks arise, there
is a waiver of liability from both Parties, in that each party will carry its own
liability where the strategic partnership agreement is concerned. There is
minimal threat that this partnership can pose to attaining the objectives of
ensuring a safer city.

The following table outlines any possible risks, mitigating factors and risk
ratings that may arise following the acceptance and operationalisation of this
strategic partnership:

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The potential impact on our goal of creating a safer, crime-free city far outweighs
these concerns. The threat to achieving our objectives cannot be
over-emphasised, as ensuring public safety is paramount. Receiving and
operating these cameras is a critical step towards creating this goal. While there
are risks associated with this project, they are justified by the broader benefits of
enhanced security, which aligns with our commitment to building a safer
community for the residents and visitors alike.

Compliance check/legal implications

This Memorandum of Understanding (MolU) shall be governed by the laws of
the Republic of Namibia. Any disputes arising from or related to this MoU shall
be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of Courts of Law in the Republic of
Namibia.

In terms of the law governing the receipt of donations by Local Authorities,
section 30(1)(z)(i) of the Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of 1992)
(as amended) inter alia provides as follows:

Subject to the provisions of subsections (2) and (3), a local authority council
shall have the power to accept donations made or receive moneys offered to it
by any person within Namibia and, with the prior approval in writing of the
Minister in every particular case and subject to such conditions as he or she may
determine, to accept such donations made or receive such moneys offered to it
by any person outside Namibia.

Disclaimer: The section above provides that the Municipal Council of
Windhoek is eligible to receive and accept donations that are
pledged from any person within Namibia. It should be noted
however that donations to any local authority council are only
subject to Ministerial approval if said donations are from any
person outside of Namibia. Moreover, a legal opinion on
donations has been received from the Corporate Legal Adviser of
the Municipal Council of Windhoek is attached as pages 10 - 14
to the agenda.

Options

The only option available to the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) in
ensuring it attains its Safer City objectives is as follows:

- That Municipal Council of Windhoek (Windhoek City Police
Service (WCPS)) enter into strategic partnership agreements with key
stakeholders to augment the Municipal Council of Windhoek efforts to
assist the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) to achieve its Safer City
objectives by 2027.

Considering Municipal Council of Windhoek’s financial constraints, the most
reasonable choice is therefore to embrace the opportunities of forming mutually
beneficial strategic partnerships such as this one.
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Conclusion

For technology-driven policing, the strategic partnership between the Namibia

Wildlife Resorts (NWR) and the Municipal Council of Windhoek will not only
leverage the strengths of both sectors, but it will also transform how the
Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS) operates, in making communities and
visitors safer and more secure. The extensive use of technology as a method of
proactive policing in this contemporary era cannot be over-emphasised. Through
employing the use of technology, the Windhoek City Police Service (WCPS)
will create a safer city for residents, their properties, and visitors alike, as well
as ensuring a conducive environment for businesses to thrive.

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GOV.3 [CEO] REQUEST TO ACCEPT THE
DONATION OF A SOLAR WATER PUMP
AND PANELS FOR FARM OKUKUNA

BY HANSEWASSER BREMEN GmbH
(13/6/12)

Purpose

The purpose of this item is to seek the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s
acceptance of a donation of a solar powered water pump by HanseWasser
Bremen GmbH, in support of Farm Okukuna infrastructural development

project.
Introduction

The Municipal Council of Windhoek is in receipt of a letter dated
19 March 2025, addressed to Mr Christopher Eita, Manager: External Relations
and Networking, attached as page 16 to the agenda, from his counterpart
Dr Annette Lang, the Head of International Relations at the City of Bremen,
Germany, communicating an offer by HanseWasser Bremen GmbH, a Bremen
Municipal owned entity to donate a solar water pump and panels to the
Municipal Council of Windhoek’s Urban Food System project at Farm Okukuna
in the Goreangab Dam area adjacent to the new Goreangab Reclamation Plant.
This donation is effered within the framework of the longstanding partnership
between the Cities of Windhoek and Bremen and is a culmination of the visit to
Windhoek by the Mayor of the City of Bremen, Dr Andreas Bovenschulte in
September 2024.

Background

The Sister Cities of Windhock and the Free Hanseatic City of Bremen, Germany
enjoy fraternal relations under a Co-operation Agreement signed in 2000, in the
framework of the Namibia-German Friendship. [n September 2024, during the
visit of Dr Andreas Bovenschulte, the Mayor of Bremen to the Municipal
Council of Windhoek, the two (2) Cities signed a Sister Cities Agreement to
strengthen and expand the enduring ties between the two (2) Cities. The two (2)
Cities have over the years been jointly co-ordinating, planning and implementing
projects in the Municipal Council of Windhoek with particular focus on solid
waste management, sustainable tourism, environmental management,
localisation of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), waste water
management, provision of basic sanitation and exchange of elected leaders,
youth and technical officials. These projects include the construction of the
waste oil handling facilities at Menarovandu Industrial Park, the Katutura Waste
Buy-back Cenire and the Decentralised Waste Water Treatment
System (DEWATS) at the Mix Informal Settlement.

During their visit, the delegation of the Mayor of Bremen visited Farm Okukuna
in Goreangab, a community-driven agricultural project under the Municipal
Council of Windhoek’s initiative to combat food insecurity through urban
community gardens. Though the dry and arid nature of Namibia (in general) and
Windhoek in particular is self-evident, the shortage of water at the farm is of
great concern and risks the sustainability of the project. It is against this
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background that HanseWasser Bremen GmbH, whose Commercial Managing
Director, Mr Ekkehard Siering formed part of the team that visited the said farm,
offered to donate a solar powered water pump worth EUR10 000.00 for Farm
Okukuna with the aim to improve access to water and ensure sustainability.

Discussion

Farm Okukuna is an urban food and nutrition system initiative in Windhoek,
established in 2015 by the Municipal Council of Windhoek as per Council
Resolution 175/07/2015. The project aims to address food poverty, empower
small-scale farmers and enhance infrastructure to support sustainable urban
agriculture particularly for vulnerable residents. The farm includes thirteen (13)
greenhouse plots, irrigation systems, and water tanks, which enable beneficiaries
to cultivate a variety of crops. The thirteen (13) beneficiary plots are active as of
current and are engaged in producing crops such as spring onions, beetroot, okra,
carrots, cucumber, butternut, parsley, garlic, onions, cabbage, eggplants, rape,
tomatoes and spinach. Each household has = 10 m? x 10 m? of land allocated for
cultivation. Depending on the season and crop cycle, an individual beneficiary
can produce + 80 kilogramme of produce, with this yield varying based on
factors such as soil conditions, climate, season, agricultural practices and crop

types.

The Municipal Council of Windhoek per Resolution 196/07/2023, approved the
Windhoek Integrated Climate Change Strategy and Action Plan (WICCSAP)
which will enhance its ability to respond to climate change and increase the
City’s resilience through mitigation and adaptation efforts. The said Action Plan
accentuates sustainable urban agriculture and augmentation of water resources
as climate adaptation strategies and strengthen the City’s food security,
production capacity and resilience. Therefore, the donation offer could not have
come at an optimal time than now, as Windhoek and Namibia in general,
accelerate the implementation of climate change mitigation strategies and
adaptation actions. Water supply and other conservation methods are
fundamental elements for sustainable food production in the City that grapples
with recurring drought.

Strategic implications/significance

The donation of the solar water pump and accessories to Farm Okukuna by
HanseWasser Bremen GmbH aligns with the Windhoek Integrated Climate
Change Strategy and Action Plan (WICCSAP), the Municipal Council of
Windhoek’s Organisational Vision %o be a sustainable and caring City
by 2027, and Sustainable City Concept’s Social, Economic and Environmental
descriptors. Particularly the environmental commitment to a safe, healthy
environment and protection of current and future resources to minimise
exploitation. It also supports the attainment of the Municipal Council of
Windhoek’s Strategic Objective ‘7o enhance the quality of life of all our
stakeholder particularly our residents by promoting sustainable production of
Jresh produce at the household level’.

Financial implications

The pledged donation is worth N$196 204.00 in monetary value (€10 000.00)
and it was communicated that HanseWasser Bremen GmbH will directly procure
and donate the solar powered water pump.

Consultation with Stakeholder departments and other interested parties
The following comments were received:

Comments from the Office of the Chief Executive Officer

- External Relations and Networking

The donation offer highlights the importance of international
partnerships in strengthening local capacities to implement sustainable
development practices. Sustainable urban agriculture is gaining global
traction not only for its environmental benefits and impact on food
security but also as cost cutting measure in an inflationary economy. The
donation of the solar powered water pump equipment supports the
Windhoek-Bremen sustainability partnership.
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- Legal Services

As in all donations, this donation is in line with section 30(1)(2)(i) of the
Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act23 of 1992) (as amended) inter alia
reading as follows:

... to accept donations made or receive moneys offered to it by any person
within Namibia and, with the prior approval in writing of the Minister in
every particular case and to such conditions as he or she may determine,
to accept such donations made or receive such moneys offered to it by
any person outside Namibia,

The abovementioned section contemplates two (2) scenarios if one has
regard to the language employed therein. The Municipal Council of
Windhoek has the power to accept donations made to it by any person
within Namibia without the need to seek Ministerial approval. Whereas
the Ministerial approval and any further conditions become a
pre-requisite if a donation is made by a person outside Namibia. This
“interpretation in our view accords the Municipal Council of Windhoek a
degree of autonomy insofar as the donation is made from within Namibia
and further grants the Minister oversight in relation to donations made
from outside Namibia.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Economic Development and
Community Services

Farm Okukuna is an urban food and nutrition system initiative in Windhoek,
established in 2015 by the Municipal Council of Windhoek as per Council
Resolution 175/07/2015. The Project aims to address food poverty, empower
small-scale farmers and enhance infrastructure to support sustainable urban
agriculture particularly for vulnerable residents. Water supply and other
conservation methods are fndamental elements for sustainable food production
in the city that grapples with recurring drought.-

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services

The Municipal Council of Windhoek has no solar expertise in solar powered
water pumping equipment, hence, the department would recommend that such
installation be done by an expert on that type of installation. Therefore, it would
be preferrable that the Municipal Council of Windhoek appoint a reputable solar
pump installer to finalise the installation.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

Following Council’s approval of the Renewable Energy Policy as well as
Demand Side Management (DSM) Strategies, the Municipal Council of
Windhoek has taken an approach for sustainable energy through renewable
energy sources which is environmentally friendly as well as to reduce the
internal energy consumption such as for water pumping.
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The donation is therefore in line with the current sustainable energy polices for
the Municipal Council of Windhoek and will drive the latter towards its
intentional direction of reducing energy cost that is consumed internally, water
cost being one of the major costs.

Conclusion

Farm Okukuna presents a unique opportunity to advance urban food and
nutrition systems in the City by developing a strategy and embarking upon
agro-processing initiatives that enhance local food security and create economic
opportunities for residents. The donation of a solar water pump and accessories
to Farm Okukuna will improve access to sustainable water supply for small-scale
farmers enabling them to increase their harvest. This initiative will also reduce
post-harvest losses, improve the shelf-life of fresh produce, and support the
livelihoods of local farmers by providing them with reliable access to water as
the said farm strives to become a fully operational training and production hub
as a model garden.

Application

An application with Building Plan No. 830/2024 for Erf 355, Windhoek was
submitted by A Truter Architectural Designs on behalf of the owner of Erf 355,
Windhoek (LJ Property Holdings (Pty) Ltd, of which John Bernhard Zulch and
Liezel Downer are the Directors) requesting for the following:

- Relaxation of the 3 metre building line on Erf 355, Windhoek.
Existing situation

Erf 355, Windhoek is 732 m? in extent and is zoned ‘business’ with a bulk of 3.5,
which allows for a building with a total floor area of 2 562 m? at a coverage
of 85 %. The subject property is located at the corner of Nachtigal Street and
Rehobother Road, as indicated on the locality plan, attached as page 22 to the
agenda.

A site inspection conducted confirmed that the dilapidated building that used to
occupy the erf was recently demolished. The subject erf is therefore vacant.

Development proposal

The owner intends to construct a new modem three (3) storey business building,
in line with the erf’s zoning and bulk.
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Neighbours’ consultation

As part of the consultation process for the submission of building plans when
the 3 metre building lines are encroached, the owner of Erf 355, Windhoek is
required to consult the owners of the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek
(neighbour) as the proposed building is encroaching the 3 metre building line of
the common erf boundary.

The owner of the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek (hereinafter referred to as
the objector) is however objecting to the relaxation of the 3 metre building line
and has submitted the objection in writing.

Objections

The grounds for objection as lodged by the owner of Erf 355, Windhoek are
summarised as follows:

- The proposed proximity of a gambling house to existing flats occupied at
night by paying tenants that wish to sleep, can potentially cause future
disputes in terms of the noise pollution;

- The drawings do not indicate a demolition plan to make way for the new
proposed development;

- The new proposed development will be built against an existing three (3)
storey building and there is no indication given on how the structural
stability of the structures on the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek will be
ensured as no section is indicated through this part of the proposed
building;

- No elevation of the proposed new development on Erf 3535, Windhoek is
shown, and no context is given on the development relates to existing
adjacent buildings,

- Section A-A indicates a third (3) floor but on the new proposed
development no floor plan for the third (37) floor is included on the
drawings and if it is used for entertainment purposes it will cause a
serious noise pollution; and

- Street parking bays within a 30 metre distance from the street corner of
Nachtigal Street and Rehobother Road.

The objection lodged by the owner of the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek is
attached as pages 23 - 27 to the agenda.

The applicant’s response to the objéction is attached as pages 28 - 29 to the
agenda.

Comments from technical/services divisions

The building permit application has already been evaluated and recommended
for approval by all other technical divisions.
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Urban Policy evaluation

The Urban Policy Division has evaluated the application and objections lodged
and wish to comment as follows:

Zoning Scheme provisions and Council Resolution for the relaxation
of building lines

In terms of Clause 20 of the Windhoek Town Planning Scheme:
20 Side spaces of buildings

1) Except with the consent of Council or as otherwise provided for
in this Scheme, no building or structure or any portion thereof
shall be erected nearer than three (3) metres to any lateral or rear
boundary common to an adjoining erf. A lateral boundary is
defined as a boundary with at least one end on a street boundary,
a street boundary is any boundary common to a street, and a rear
boundary is any boundary other than a street or lateral boundary.
In the case of a dwelling unit or residential building the three (3)
metre requirements shall apply to single storey units and shall
increase by two (2) mefres for each additional storey. The
minimum requirement shall be measured from the external walls
of the building under consideration.

2) The Council may, subject to any conditions it deems necessary,
relax the provisions of clause 20(1).

Council Resolution 233/09/2019 inter alia reads as follows:

4 That it be noted that paragraph3 of Council Resolution
287/08/2007 is herewith amended to read as follows:

3 That any building permit application for the relaxation of
building lines where objections have been received be
presented to Council for a final determination in the
matter.

The building plan is attached as pages 30 - 32 to the agenda, and the
objections are herewith submitted to the Municipal Council of
Windhoek, for consideration.

Noise pollution

The building permit for Erf 355, Windhoek has been amended from a.
gambling and betting shop to offices, as establishing a gambling house
requires prior approval from Municipal Council of Windhoek for consent
as a place of amusement.

Additionally, the property is situated within the Central Business
District (CBD), a zone designated for 24-hour business activity. As such,
the zoning classification in the Central Business District (CBD) is
*business’ rather than ‘residential’.
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It is also important to note that any potential nuisances arising in the
future can be effectively managed and mitigated through the Municipal
Council of Windhoek’s applicable by-laws, with enforcement carried out
by the Departments of City Police; and Economic Development and
Community Services (Health and Environmental Services), as necessary.

- No demolition plans

The dilapidated building on Erf 355, Windhoek, was already demolished
recently and further demolition plans are not relevant or required.

- Structural stability

As part of standard procedure, owners of multi-storey buildings are
required fo appoint a registered Structural Engineer and submit structural
drawings to verify the building’s structural stability.

For this application, the Structural Engineer’s documentation, attached
as pages 33 - 66 to the agenda, has been submitted

- No elevation

The applicant has confirmed that the drawings submitted to the
Municipal Council of Windhoek, are the same drawings that were
submitted to the owner of the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek
(objector), which clearly indicate all elevations.

- Third (3" floor and entertainment area

Floor plans for the third (3') floor have been submitted to the Municipal
Council of Windhoek by the owner of the Erf 355, Windhoek. The said
owner also indicated that they submitted the same building plans to the
owner of the Remainder of Erf 356, Windhoek (the objector). It is not an
uncommon practice within the Central Business District (CBD) to have
roof top open spaces or useable areas, which provide better view of the
City and access to natural fresh air. Furthermore, the Windhoek Zoning
Scheme allows this type of development on ‘business’ erven: Provided
that the land use do not translate into a Place of Amusement, which as per
definition translates into a ‘night-club’ and/or similar uses.

- Street parking

All parking requirements have been strictly adhered to, as confirmed by
the Planning, Design and Traffic Flow Division. This compliance is
reflected in the building plans for Erf 355, Windhoek, which have been
submitted for approval.

Conclusion

Based on the preceding evaluation, there are no technical or substantive grounds
in the objections raised that would justify withholding approval of the proposed
buildings on Erf 355, Windhoek. Furthermore, the Urban Policy Division
actively supports developments that align with policy areas, particularly those
contributing to urban regeneration through modern architecture and urban
design, ultimately enhancing the liveability of the Central Business
District (CBD).
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Additionally, it is important to note that Erf 355, Windhoek will remain
significantly underdeveloped in terms of bulk utilisation. The submitted building
plans indicate a total floor area of 798.73 m?, equating to a bulk of 1.1, whereas
the maximum permissible bulk for the erf is 3.5, allowing for a potential total
floor area of 2 562 m2,

Internal consultations

Consultations with the Department of Economic Development and Community
Services as well as the External Relations and Networking Division in the Office

of the Chief Executive Officer, have started and are ongoing, It is furthermore

recommended that the Department of Electricity include the Departments of
Economic Development and Community Services; Urban and Transport

-Planning; Chief Executive Officer (Strategy Advisor: Smart Cities and

Transport); and City Police in the planning, design and implementation of this
Central Business District (CBD) streetlight upgrade project.

Organisational implication
- Enhanced safety and security

Good lighting in the Central Business District (CBD) is a key factor in
creating a safe, functional and attractive urban environment that supports
the well-being of its users and the economic vitality of the City. The
current situation of having traditional streetlights in the Central Business
District (CBD) is lacking the necessary synergy and has a potential to
negatively affect social and economic activities in the heart of the City
especially from the young population. Well-lit streets provide the
following advantages:

o Deter crime by reducing opportunities for theft and other
offenses; and

. Improved visibility thus enhancing safety for pedestrians,
cyclists, and drivers, minimising the risk of accidents. This is
especially crucial in a Central Business District (CBD), where
there’s high foot traffic, particularly during evening hours.

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- Improved urban environment

Improved lighting can enhance the architectural features of buildings and
public spaces, contributing to the overall attractiveness of the Central
Business District (CBD) which can improve the experience for residents,
workers and visitors, and can also be a draw for tourists.

Modern street lighting, especially Light Emitting Display (LED)
upgrades, can be more energy-efficient, contributing to the Municipal
Council of Windhoek’s sustainability development goals. Furthermore,
upgraded lighting can improve the overall aesthetics of the Central
Business District (CBD), creating a more attractive and vibrant urban
space, and also creates a better environment which encourages people to
walk within the city, which is a goal of the Municipal Council of
Windhoek.

- The Smart Cities and Transport office mentioned that they had the Terms
of Reference (ToR) for the Expression of Interest (Eol) for Smart,
Resilient, and Sustainable City Framework for the Municipal Council of
Windhoek. The United Nations Innovation Technology Accelerator for
Cities (UNITAC) stated that one (1) of its setvices is the development of
the Smart City and Data and Digital Transformation Strategies,
frameworks, and policies.

- The Smart Cities and Transport office previously tried establishing a
SmartCoW Interdepartmental Committee to ensure project management.
The Committee also aimed to ensure integration and avoid project
duplications through this Committee. The United Nations Innovation
- Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) Hamburg mentioned that
they can offer training to the Committee members. The training forms
part of their services, i.e., Training City Leaders on people-centric
Smart Cities.

- The Smart Cities and Transport office mentioned that they have, in the
past, contacted the World Council on City Data (WCCD) to assess the
resources available. One (1) of the services the United Nations
Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) offers is the
Digital transformation readiness assessment. The United Nations
Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) also has a
Digital public participation toolbox.

- Co-organising awareness creation and information sharing festivals such
as Reimagine Windhoek. This event is proposed to be held from Friday
to Saturday in May/June 2025.

Kick-off meeting

During the kick-off meeting on Wednesday, 3 July 2024 as per the minutes,
attached as page 95 to the agenda, the United Nations Innovation Technology
Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) Hamburg and the Municipal Council of
Windhoek discussed potential areas of collaboration. The United Nations
Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) proposed working on
the ‘People-Centred Smart Cities’ Flagship Project, a comprehensive initiative
aimed at transforming Windhoek into a model Smart City that prioritises the
needs and experiences of its residents. This Project, among other things, holds
great potential for enhancing the quality of life in Windhoek and positioning it
as a leader in Smart City development,
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The United Nations Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC)
requested the Terms of Reference (ToR) for the Expression of Interest (Eol) for
the Smart, Resilient, and Sustainable City Framework for the Municipal Council
of Windhoek team to review and provide comments. They further requested the
draft Terms of Reference (ToR) for the SmartCoW Interdepartmental
Committee. Both documents were shared on Thursday, 4 July 2024.

Follow-up

On Wednesday, 17 July 2024, the United Nations Innovation Technology
Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) Hamburg met with the Smart Cities and
Transport office staff members for a feedback session on the submitted
documents, minutes of the meeting is attached as page 96 to the agenda.

The United Nations Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC)
Hamburg expressed positive feedback on the SmartCoW Interdepartmental
Committee’s Terms of Reference (ToR) and the described objectives, providing
a solid foundation for generating discussion and collaboration across the various
departments around the Smart City Strategy. This positive feedback from the
United Nations Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC)
reassures us of the potential success of our collaboration and the positive impact
it can have on Windhoek’s development.

. Presentation for the Reimagine Windhoek Festival

On Tuesday, 20 August 2024, the United Nations Innovation Technology
Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC) Hamburg presented the Reimagine Windhoek
concept idea the presentation is attached as pages 97 - 125 to the agenda.

The Reimagine Windhoek Festival is organised as part of the Municipal Council
of Windhoek’s Smart City Strategy development process. The initiative aims to
envision Namibia’s capital’s future as a smart, resilient, and inclusive City. The
festival will serve as an interactive platform for citizens to engage in discussions
and contribute their ideas for Windhocek’s future, as well as a starting point to
establish sustainable stakeholder engagement practices beyond the festival itself.
By bringing together a diverse range of urban stakeholders from the public and
private sector, artists, and residents, the festival seeks to position Windhoek as a
leading people-centred Smart City in Africa and foster a collaborative approach
to urban development.

The festival is planned for May/June 2025.
The Multi-data Advisory Group

The United Nations Innovation Technology Accelerator for Cities (UNITAC)

currently working with.

- Rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of the
Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a density of 1:50 000 m?
to “industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0; and

: Consent to proceed with the existing land uses, being transport and
logistics, as per the intended zoning of ‘industrial’ upon the Municipal
Council of Windhoek’s approval.

The Deed of Transfer T1990/2015 lists WP Transport (Pty) Ltd (2006/062) as the
owner of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of the Farm
Brakwater No. 48 and the Power of Attorney has been signed by the Directors,
Daniel Stefanus Brink La Grange and Mathys Andre Enslin.

The full application, including the relevant correspondence/documentation is
attached as pages 126 - 228 to the agenda.
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- A Credit Clearance was provided and the Strategic Executive: Finance and Customer

Services indicated that the application may proceed.

Background

The application for the rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of
Portion 16) of the Farm Brakwater No. 48 was initially delayed by access issues
and referred back for the applicant to obtain approval from TransNamib as the
proposed access was over the railway servitude service road. The matter was
only resolved during early 2025, hence the application can now proceed to
Council, for consideration.

Portion information

The Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of Farm Brakwater No, 48 is
zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:5 hectare and is + 43 591 m? in extent. It is
located about 15 kilometre north of Windhoek, just south east of the A1 National
Highway, and D1473 intersection. The portion is currently being used for light
industrial purposes (warehousing and logistics).

The portion falls within the Brakwater Development Policy area of ZoneE -
Industrial core which allows business buildings and industrial buildings as primary
land uses and agricultural and residential buildings land uses as consent uses.

Development intention

The owner would like to rezone the portion, so that the current activities (logistics)
on the portion can comply with the Windhoek Zoning Scheme,

Advertisement

The public consultation process for the proposed development was completed as
follows in line with the requirements of the Urban and Regional Planning
Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018) as well as the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s Public
Consultation Policy:

- The proposed rezoning was advertised in The Namibian newspaper and in
The Market Watch for the Republikein, Namibian Sun and Allgemeine
Zeitung newspapers on the 15 and 22 May 2023, as per the advertisements,
attached as pages 229 - 232 to the agenda;

- Notices of the proposed rezoning, attached as pages 233 - 234 to the
agenda, were placed on the Notice Board of the Municipal Council of
Windhoek Customer Care Centre (CCC) as well as on-site;

- Neighbour consultation letters/forms, attached as pages 235 - 238 to the
agenda, were sent by certified mail to the neighbours/fowners of the
Remainder of Farm Débra No. 49, Portion 122/C and the Remainder of
Portion 117 of the Farm Brakwater No. 48; and

- A notice, attached as pages 239 - 241 to the agenda, was also published
in Government Gazette No. 8089 of 15 May 2023.

The closing date for comments and objections was 6 June 2023 and no objections
were received.
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Technical comments

The application was circulated for comments and the following can be reported:
Comments from the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning

- Sustainable Development

There is no objection to the application taking in consideration that it is
within the Policy directives employable in the area. All necessary town
planning and engineering processes and procedures are complied with by
all relevant stakeholders.

- Roads Planning, Design and Traffic Flow

This Roads Planning, Design and Traffic Flow initially objected to the
application due to an indication in the application of an access to be
obtain through the TransNamib railway line without an approval letter
from TransNamib. The applicant was then required to first obtain
approval from TransNamib before the application could be considered
which issue has now been resolved.

Based on the resolution of the above, there is no further objection to the
proposed rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of
Portion 16) of the Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a
density of 1:50 000 m? to ‘industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0: Provided:

. That applicant construct an all-weather access over the Klein
Windhoek River at their own cost.

. That a Development Agreement be signed whereby an Engineer
or Engineering Firm be appointed by the applicant to design and
supervise the construction of all access/infrastructure.

. ‘That no access be allowed from the arterial road adjacent to the
farm on the eastern boundary.

. That the parking requirements for ‘industrial’ zoned properties be
as follows:

- Warehouse > 1000 m? having no partitions: One (1)
parking bay per 100 m? floor area plus loading bays;

- Warehouse < 1 000 m*: One and a half (1.5) parking bays

Roads and Stormwater

A stormwater investigation was done, and the following is reported:

Portion R/18/16/48 of Farm Brakwater is situated along a low-
lying area, with a general downward slope from the southwest
into a north easterly direction.

The Klein Windhoek River flows from the south into a north
easterly direction, then into a northerly direction, flowing across
the central part of the proposed Portion R/18/16/48 of Farm
Brakwater No. 48. .

No detail flood lines of the Klein Windhoek River for that section
of the river, however is available.

There is no objection to the proposed rezoning of the Remainder of
Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of the Farm Brakwater No. 48 from
‘residential’ with a density of 1:50 000 m? to ‘industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0
and consent to proceed with the intended use while rezoning is in progress:
Provided:

That the applicant appoint a registered professional Engineer to
compile a detailed 50-year flood report of the Klein Windhoek
River at own cost and risk.

That the applicant apply the conditions as stipulated in the detailed
50-year flood report.

That the applicant accept the outcome of the detailed 50-year flood
report, and if allowed by the flood report, appoint a registered
professional Engineer to submit detailed engineering plans as to
how the proposed Portion R/18/16/48 of Farm Brakwater No. 48 is
to be protected against any potential flood damage.

That no adjacent or opposite property be negatively affected by the
proposed development along any river or stormwater course.

That no development be allowed within the 50-year flood level of
any river or stormwater course.

That surface stormwater run-off be accommodated according to
clause 35 of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme.

That the detailed 50-year flood study be conducted and submitted
to the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning for
municipal consideration before the rezoning application be
submitted to the Urban and Regional Planning Board.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical

Services

- Bulk Water and Waste Water

There is no objection to the proposed application: Provided:

That it be noted that no existing bulk water and sewer services are
available.

That it be noted that the Municipal Council of Windhoek conducted
a Bulk Water and Sewer Reticulation Master Plan for the entire
Brakwater area during 2010, and the bulk services requirements
anticipated for the area is specified in the said document.

That the supply of bulk water and sanitation/sewerage services, if
feasible for the applicant, be executed in-line with the bulk services
framework established for the entire area.

That it be noted that no new wet industries are permitted within the
Windhoek municipal area as per Council Resolution 114/05/2013,
with specific reference to paragraphs 2.3 and 5.3.
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That it be noted that the following definitions of wet industry are
accepted for the evaluation of investment proposals as per Council
Resolution 114/05/2013:

- Water is a major production factor in the manufacturing
process;

- The industry requires more than an upper limit of 100 m®
per day of source water for any industrial erf that exceeds
10 hectare in size;

- The industry requires more than 10 m® per day in source
water, per hectare or part thereof, on any industrial erf
smaller than 10 hectare;

- The industry produces industrial effluent;

- The industry has a process water/domestic water ratio
exceeding 20:1;

- The industry will suffer production losses if process water,
inclusive of recycled water, is unavailable for any period
exceeding 48 hours; and

- If, under critical conditions, the sustained reduction of
process water by 50 %, will lead to closure of the industry.

That all cost for the provision of bulk and internal services be borne
by the applicant, including the cost of bulk infrastructure upstream
and downstream from the erf.

That all new water and sewer infrastructure requirements comply
with the standard conditions to large subdivisions in respect of
services, and that these requirements can be obtain from the
Department of Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services
(Engineering Services Division).

That the applicant appoint a registered professional Engineer to
design the water supply and sewer reticulations to the applicable
municipal standards and subject to approval by the
Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services
(Chief Engineer: Engineering Services), before construction
cComImence.

That the applicant provide its own water storage for the erf with a
storage capacity of 48 hours.

That it be noted that the Municipal Council of Windhoek will not
be held responsible for the provision of water if the groundwater
supply deteriorate in case of boreholes.

- That no pollution of the ground water occur.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

Technical Support
There is no objection to the application submitted.

The Municipal Council of Windhoek does not have any electrical
network in the area, but there is electricity infrastructure in the area under
the operation of NamPower, and the applicant must approach
NamPower, for any electrical network upgrade,

Furthermore, the applicant or his/her electrical engineering
representative should approach the Strategic Executive: Electricity to be
advised on the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s electricity
specifications when designing for internal reticulations, and all design
drawings to be submitted for approval by the Strategic Executive:
Electricity.
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- Comments from the Strategic Executive: Economic Development and
Community Services

Urban

Environmental Management

There is no objection to the application. The provided Environmental
Management Clearance Certificate provided is valid and is noted.

Policy evaluation
Proposed land uses and Windhoek Zoning Scheme provisions

The Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of Farm Brakwater
No. 48 is zoned ‘residential’ and the intended zoning is “industrial” with a
bulk of 1.0. The owner intends to continue utilising the land for logistics
purposes and ancillary uses.

However, Council as per Resolution 281/09/2013, resolved that the
‘industrial’ zoning be removed from the Brakwater Policy Zones and
replaced with the ‘restricted business’ zoning. The ‘restricted business’
zoning makes provision for the following primary and consent uses allowed
under the Windhoek Zoning Scheme:

Use zone Primary uses Consent uses Prohibited uses
(N (2) _ (3) (4)

YV Restricted Business buildings Other uses not under | Noxious industrial
Business columns 2 and 4 buildings

Clause 2(1) of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme defines ‘business building’ as
follows:

‘Business building’ means a building designed and/or used as offices,
warehouses, medical or dental consulting rooms, laboratories or other
business purposes but does not include other buildings specifically defined
or mentioned elsewhere in this Scheme with the exception of offices.

Brakwater Development Policy area and Windhoek Zoning Scheme
provisions

The portion falls within Group E of the Brakwater Development Policy
area as approved by Council Resolutions 41/2/2002 and 363/10/2008.
Group E initially allows for rezoning to ‘industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0.

In view of the aforesaid, the proposed land uses (logistics and ancillary land
uses) can still be accommodated on the “restricted business’ zoning.

Access

Indication is that the access road to the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion
of Portion 16} of Farm Brakwater No. 48 is gained through the railway
service road servitude. The Municipal Council of Windhoek advised the
applicant to obtain approval from TransNamib to maintain such access.
However, the request was not granted. Therefore, the applicant has to
provide an all-weather access.
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The consent to proceed with the land uses upon Council’s approval may
only be supported after the Development Agreement for the construction
of the all-weather access has been finalised; and provided that the overall
on-site parking meets the requirements of the Strategic Executive: Urban
and Transport Planning.

- Flood study

The Stormwater Section indicates that the applicant must conduct a detailed
50-year flood study and it be submitted to the Strategic Executive: Urban
and Transport Planning for municipal consideration before the rezoning
application is submitted to the Urban and Regional Planning Board.

- Previous Council Resolution on a similar application

Council Resolution 348/09/2007 already resolved on the approval of the
rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of Farm
Brakwater No.48 from ‘industrial’ with a density of 1:5 hectare to
‘industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0. However, the applicant brought a new
application for the same rezoning, considering they wish to amend the
conditions. Council Resolution 348/09/2007 must therefore be rescinded
in its entirety and replaced with this Council Resolution, if approved.

- Title Deed conditions

There are no restricting Title Deed conditions on Deed of Transfer
No. T1950/2015 that prevent the proposed rezoning of the Remainder
Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of Farm Brakwater No. 48. However,
Conditions B and D are outdated and must be replaced with the standard
municipal conditions.

Condition B of the Title Deed must be removed as it is old and no longer
valid.

Condition D of the Title Deed refers to the old ordinance and must be
replaced with the standard conditions, which inter alia state that:

a The erf shall only be used or occupied for purposes which are in
accordance with and the use or occupation of the erf shall at all
times be subject to the provisions of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme
prepared and approved in terms of the Urban and Regional
Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018).

b. The building value of the main building, excluding the
outbuilding to be erected on the erfshall be at least four times the
municipal valuation of the erf.

Betterment fee/compensation

The applicant is operating a logistics business on a ‘residential’ zoned farm
portion. Therefore, the application is subject to a 75 % betterment fee due to
existing illegal activities. However, due to the required all-weather access, it is
recommended that the betterment fee be offset against the construction of the
said access.
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Conclusion

The rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of the
Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a density of 1:5 hectare to
‘industrial” with a bulk of 1.0 is not recommended due to Council Resolution
281/09/2013, which replaced the ‘industrial’ zoning in the Brakwater Policy
Zones with a ‘restricted business’ zoning,

Instead, the rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of Portion 16) of
the Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a density of 1:5 hectare to
‘restricted business’ with a bulk of 1.0 is recommended, as the intended logistics
land uses and ancillary uses are permitted on the ‘restricted business’ zoned land.

The consent to proceed with the logistics land uses and ancillary uses
(i.e. business building) upon the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s approval is
supported, but limited to existing buildings, after signing the Development
Agreement and after meeting overall parking requirements on-site, being to the
satisfaction of the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning.

Management Committee, having considered the application
RECOMMENDED

1 That the rezoning of the Remainder of Portion 18 (a portion of
Portion 16) of the Farm Brakwater No. 48 from ‘residential’ with a
density of 1:5hectare to ‘industrial’ with a bulk of 1.0, not be

. recommended for approval to the Urban and Regional Planning Board in
accordance with section 109(2)(b) of the Urban and Regional Planning
Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018), due to the following:

That the applicant accept the outcome of the detailed 50-year flood
report, and if allowed by the flood report, appoint a registered
professional Engineer to submit detailed engineering plans as to how the
proposed Portion R/18/16/48 of Farm Brakwater No.48 is to be
protected against any potential flood damage.

That no adjacent or opposite property be negatively affected by the
proposed development along any river or stormwater course.

That no development be allowed within the 50-year flood level of any
river or stormwater course. :

That no development be allowed onto or over any stormwater system or
structure.

That any stormwater crossing be accommodative of at least a 50-year
flood.

That surface stormwater run-off be accommodated according to
clause 35 of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme, inter alia stating as follows:

That no stormwater drainage pipe, canal, work or obstruction (except
stormwater drain pipes, canal or work which have been authorised in
writing by the local authority or which have been or may be built, laid or
erected in terms of any law) be constructed on or over the property or
located in such a way that;

- The flow of stormwater from a higher lying property to a lower
lying property is impeded or obstructed and through which any
property is or may be endangered; or

- The flow of a natural watercourse (in which the local authority
allow flood water to run-off, be discharged or to be canalised) is or
can be changed, canalised or impeded.

That the maintenance of such stormwater pipe, channel or work be the
responsibility of the owner of the concerned property.

That prior approval be obtained from the Strategic Executive: Urban and
Transport Planning if the accommodation of the stormwater on the erf is
contemplated.

That engineering drawings on how the stormwater would be
accommodated to the satisfaction of the Strategic Executive: Urban and
Transport Planning be submitted for approval simultaneously with the
building plans.
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That all existing stormwater pipes, outlets and inlets or any other
stormwater system be clearly indicated on all building plans submitted, -
prior to the approval thereof.

That no building plans be approved until the stormwater conditions are
met.

That the detailed 50-year flood study be conducted and submitted to the
Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning for municipal
consideration before the rezoning application is submitted to the Urban
and Regional Planning Board.

That the usable area of Portion R/18/16/48 of Farm Brakwater No. 48 be
determined upon completion of the detailed 50-year flood report.

That no angled retaining structure intruding into the river be considered,
but that only a vertical retaining structure be recommended.

That the top of any retaining structure be at least 250 mm above the
50-year flood level.

That the final floor level of any new development be at least 250 mm
above the 100-year flood level.

That access and ‘right of way’ servitudes be according to the conditions
as stipulated by the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning.

That any surface stormwater run-off be discharged into the river above
the 50-year flood levels.

That Council Resolution 348/09/2007 be rescinded in its entlrety and be
replaced by this Council Resolution.

That it be noted that no existing bulk water and sewer services are
available.

That it be noted that the Municipal Council of Windhoek conducted a Bulk
Water and Sewer Reticulation Master Plan for the entire Brakwater area
during 2010, and the bulk services requirements anticipated for the area is
specified in the said document.

That the supply of bulk water and sanitation/sewerage services, if feasible
for the applicant, be executed in-line with the bulk services framework
established for the entire area.

That it be noted that no new wet industries are permitted within the
Windhoek municipal area as per Council Resolution 114/05/2013, with
specific reference to paragraphs 2.3 and 5.3.

That it be noted that the following definitions of wet industry are accepted
for the evaluation of investment proposals as per Council Resolution
114/05/2013:

Water is a major production factor in the manufacturing process;

The industry requires more than an upper limit of 100 m® per day of source
water for any industrial erf that exceeds 10 hectare in size;

That the applicant appoint a registered professional Engineer to propose an
acceptable waste water disposal system: Provided:

That no pollution of the ground water occur.
That there be no health risks to the users and surrounding residents.
That the possibility to re-use the purified effluent be addressed.

That final effluent at all times comply with applicable legislation.
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That the sewer system and proposed treatment of waste water be submitted
to the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services
for approval prior to approval of any building plans.

That the issuing of the Waste Water Discharge Permit be subject to the
adherence of all conditions pertaining to such permit.

That only full waterborne waste systems be utilised and all Windhoek
service standards apply.

That final effluent from any treatment facilities comply with the Special
Discharge Standards as prescribed by the Directorate of Water Affairs.

That the operation and maintenance of all water and sewer infrastructure
be the responsibility of the applicant.

That the design criteria be in accordance with the The Neighbourhood
Planning and Design Guide 2019’ as published by the Council of Scientific
and Industrial Research (CSIR), available on-line at
https://www.ukesa.info/.

That it be noted that the Municipal Council of Windhoek is not having any
electrical network in the area, however, there is electricity in the area
under the operation of NamPower, and the applicant must approach
NamPower, for any electrical network upgrade.

That the applicant or his’/her electrical engineering representative
approach the Strategic Executive: Electricity to be advised on Municipal
Council of Windhoek’s electricity specifications when designing for
internal reticulations, and all design drawings be submitted for approval
by the Strategic Executive: Electricity.

That it be noted that in terms of section 110 of the Urban and Regional
Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5 0of2018) any person who is aggrieved by the
decision of the local authority may appeal against that decision to the
Minister.

That the Notice of the Appeal and the Grounds for the Appeal be lodged
within twenty one (21) days from the daté of this Notice to the Minister
and local authority whose decision is the subject of the appeal.

STOREYS ON ERF 362, EROSPARK

(L/362/EP)

Application/Background

An application was submitted by Urban Green CC on behalf of the owner of the
registered sectional title unit (Section 1) on Erf 362, Erospark (Crest of
Windhoek Close Corporation, of which Sarie Helene Botha is the sole member),
requesting for the following:

- Relaxation of 5 metre and 7 metre building lines on Erf 362, Robyn
Street, Erospark; and

- A dwelling unit of more than two (2) storeys.

The full application including the locality plan is attached as pages 242 - 280
to the agenda.

Existing situation

Erf 362, Erospark is = 1 499 m?in extent and is zoned ‘residential’ with a density
of 1:500 m?, which allows for a building with a total floor area of 749.50 m?at a
coverage of 50 %. The subject property is located on Robyn Street, as indicated
on the plan, attached as page 250 to the agenda.

A site inspection conducted confirmed that there are currently two (2) dwelling
units built on the erf.

Development proposal

The three (3) storey dwelling house encroaching onto the 5 metre and 7 metre
building lines has been constructed. The owner intends to legalise the slight
modifications to the approved building plans.

Advertisement

The public consultation process for the proposed development was completed as
follows in line with the requirements of the Urban and Regional Planning
Act, 2018 (Act 5 0f2018) as well as the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s Public
Consultation Policy:

- The application was advertised in The Namibian and the Market Watch for
the Namibian Sun, Allgemeine Zeitung and Republikein on 6 June 2024
and 13 June 2024, as per the advertisements, attached as pages 281 - 284
to the agenda;

- Notices, attached as pages 285 - 286 to the agenda, were placed on the
Notice Board of the Municipal Council of Windhoek Customer Care
Centre (CCC) as well as on-site;
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- Neighbour-consultation letters/forms, attached as pages 287 - 331 to the
agenda, were sent by certified mail to the neighbours/owners of Erven 392,
490, 712, 363, 364, 361, 499 and the Remainder of Erf 393, Erospark;

- The neighbours, being the owners of Erven 392, 490, 712, 363, 364,
361, 499, the Remainder of Erf 393, Erospark as well as the co-owner of
Erf 362, Erospark (on Section 2 or Unit B), were also consulted face to
face, and they have all completed the Neighbours Consent Forms.

The owner of Erf 363, Erospark (hereinafter referred to as the Objector) granted
approval for the three (3) storey house, but objected against the relaxation of the
5 metre and 7 metre building lines. All other neighbours granted approval for
both the three (3) storey house and the relaxation of the 5 metre and 7 metre
building lines.

Objections

The grounds for objection as lodged by the owner (;f Erf 363, Erospark are
inter alia as follows:

- For fire emergency issues we would be disadvantaged or will not be able
fo co-ordinate with the 5 metre and 7 metre building lines; and

- Therefore, we object to the relaxation of building lines to be beyond
3 to 5 metres.

The objection lodged by the owner of Erf 363, Erospark is attached as
pages 332 - 337 to the agenda.

Zoning Scheme provisions and Council Resolution for height of buildings
In terms of clause 20 of the Windhoek Town Planning Scheme:
20 Side spaces of buildings

1 Except with the consent of Council or as otherwise provided for in this
Scheme, no building or structure or any portion thereof shall be erected
nearer than three (3} metres to any lateral or rear boundary common to
an adjoining erf. A lateral boundary is defined as a boundary with at
least one end on a street boundary, a street boundary is any boundary
common fo a sitreet, and a rear boundary is any boundary other than a
street or lateral boundary. In the case of a dwelling unit or residential
building the three (3) metre requirements shall apply to single storey
units and shall increase by two (2) metres for each additional storey. The
minimum requirement shall be measured from the external walls of the
building under consideration.

2) The Council may, subject to any conditions it deems necessary, relax the
provisions of clause 20(1).
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Council Resolution 233/09/2019, attached as page 338 to the agenda, inter

-alia stipulates as follows: ' .

4 - That it be noted that paragraph 3 of Council Resolution 287/08/2007 is
herewith amended to read as follows:

3 That any building permit application for the relaxation of
building lines where objections have been received be presented
to Council for a final determination in the matter.

Clause 21(3) of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme inter alia states as follows:

That no dwelling unit or residential building may be erected in excess of two
storeys on land zoned ‘residential’ without Council approval; Council shall, in
considering the application, have regard to the impact, real or potential, of the
additional storeys on the neighbouring property.

Technical comments

The building permit application has already been evaluated and recommended
for approval by all other technical divisions, barring resolution of the objection
raised.

Urban Policy evaluation

The Urban Policy Division has evaluated the application and objections recorded
and wish to comment as follows:

- Fire safety

The house on Erf 362, Erospark is not on the common boundary with
Erf 363, Erospark. This is validated by the building plans that show that
the first (1Y) and second (2™) storeys are set back 3 metre from the
Objector’s erf, while the third (3') storey is set back about 5 metre from
the Objector’s erf.

In relation to the objection received it should be note that the Objector’s
house is about 30 metre away from the applicant’s dwelling. The
aforesaid spacing or setback distances reduce the risk of fire spread
between the two (2) properties, as the fire safety guidelines typically
require a reasonable buffer to prevent direct flame impingement or heat
transfer. Fire safety concerns are deemed critical in situations where
buildings are located less than 1.5 metre from, or directly abutting, each
other. Apart from that the setbacks provide adequate space for
firefighting in case of an emergency. That is, the 3 metre clearance
ensures sufficient room for emergency services to access and control
potential fire without obstruction. Hence, it is not foreseeable that the
house on Erf 362, Erospark will create an immediate potential fire hazard
due to proximity.

Nevertheless, the building plan for Erf 362, Erospark have been assessed
by all technical divisions including Fire Prevention. The evaluation
concluded that the application meets Fire Safety Regulations required by
the Municipal Council of Windhoek, which are attached as annexures.
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-The Objector’s concerns are therefore speculative rather than based on

specific regulation contravention or professional assessments.

Conclusion

In the evaluation and consideration of objections received, only reasonable
objections stating valid technical or related concerns regarding the provisions of
the Windhoek Zoning Scheme, Building Regulations, recognised construction
standards or similar references can be considered. In the absence of technical
concerns and reasonable objections, the application for the third (3) storey as
well as for the relaxation of the building lines for Eff 362, Erospark is supported,
and no negative impacts are foreseen.

Introduction

The purpose of this submission is to seek the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s
approval to rescind Council Resolution 280/11/2023, and replace it with a new
Council Resolution.

Background

Council per Resolution 280/11/2023, attached as pages 339 - 342 to the
agenda, approved the subdivision of the Remainder of Erf 4427, Khomasdal
Extension | into Portion A (+ 243 m? in extent) and the Remainder. The same
Council Resolution further approved the sale of Portion A (£ 243 m? in extent)
of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 to the owner of Erf 4434, Khomasdal

Extension 1 for consolidation purposes.

Paragraph 6 of Council Resolution 280/11/2023 resolved that the sewer line
should be relocated outside the boundaries of the applied portion at the
applicant’s own costs. Ms Quest, the owner of Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1
approached an Engineer who did an investigation on the costs estimation for the
relocation of the sewer line and found that the relocation exercise will be too
costly. Ms Quest thereafter approached the Department of Infrastructure, Water
and Technical Services (Bulk Water and Waste Water Division) to discuss'the
report from the private Engineer that was approached. The division assessed the
report against their previous technical comments and concluded that the
relocation of the sewer line is not necessary and the following two (2) options
were presented to Ms Quest:

- Option 1: The registration of a servitude over the sewer line; and

- Option 2: A smaller portion of the public open space that excludes the
sewer line.

Ms Quest chose Option 2, and for that reason this submission is presented to
Council in order to rescind Council Resolution 280/11/2023 in its entirety, and
replace it with a new Council Resolution.

Property descriptions and locality plan

The Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 is zoned ‘public open
space’, is = 3 807 m? in extent, and is situated at the corner of Fargo Street and
Chrysler Road.
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Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1 is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of one (1)
dwelling per erf, is £ 1 114 m? in extent, and is situated in Fargo Street.

The locality plan depicting the erven, is attached as page 343 to the agenda.
Technical comments

New technical comments were requested after the applicant submitted the
Engineer’s Report, and from the comments received the following can be
reported. It is imperative to take note that revised comments were only requested
from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services given
that it is only their comments that needed to be revised.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services

- Engincering Services

The applicant should take note that the sale of the proposed Portion A of
the Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 for subsequent
consolidation with Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension1 can only be
approved: Provided:

. That the extent of the applied Portion A be at least 1.5 metres
away from the municipal sewer line that exist on the rear of the
consolidated erf.

e That any additional requirements with regard to sewer services,
brought on as a direct consequence of the consolidation or
subsequent activities, be for the applicant’s account, subject to
approval by the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Housing, Property Management and
Human Settlement

- Valuations

Portion A of the Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 is
+219 m? in extent and after consolidation with Erf 4434, Khomasdal
Extension 1, the size of the consolidated erf would be = 1 333 m?in total.
With a density of one (1) dwelling per erf, the development potential of
the property is not enhanced, hence, the value payable is half the full
purchase price of N$858.00/m? or N$187 900.00 in total, as indicated on
the Valuation Certificate dated 26 March 2025, attached as_page 344 to
the agenda. Therefore, Portion A of the Remainder of Erf 4627,
Khomasdal Extension1 should be sold at a purchase price of
N$93 950.00 in line with Council Resolution 276/08/2004 (Policy),
attached as page 345 to the agenda.

“Parties” shall mean the entities involved in the agreement, namely Namibia Wildlife Resorts
and Windhoek Municipal Council.

“Security incidence” shall mean any event or situation that might compromise the Namibia
Wildlife Resorts infrastructures and criminal activities.

“Safer City” shall mean an urban environment designed and managed to minimize risks and
enhance the safety and security of its residents, workers, and visitors.

“Technical support” shall mean the assistance provided by parties in addressing technical
issues related to camera systems, data management, and other technological aspects of the
collaboration.

“Windhoek Municipal Police Service” shall mean a Municipal Police Service as established
in terms of the Section 43(C) of the Police Act, 1990 (Act No. 19 of 1990), as amended.
Hereinafter referred to as City Police Service.

“CCTYV (closed-circuit television)” shall mean CCTV cameras system provided by Namibia
Wildlife Resorts for the purpose of monitoring infrastructure, crime prevention, safety, and
security.

“Member” shall mean members of the Windhoek Municipal Police Service deployed to
monitor infrastructure through CCTV camera system

1. THE PARTIES

1.1.  Namibia Wildlife Resort Limited is a juristic person incorporated in terms of the
Companies Act, (Act 28 of 2004) as amended.

1.2. Municipal Council of Windhoek, a juristic person established and declared as such in
terms of Section 3 of the Local Authorities Act, (Act No. 23 of 1992).

1.3.  The parties hereby wish to record their agreement in writing and as set out below.
2. INTRODUCTION

This Memorandum of Agreement (MOU) outlines the collaborative framework and mutual
commitment between Namibia Wildlife Resort Limited and the Windhoek Municipal. Council.

3. PURPOSE OF THE AGREEMENT

This agreement sets forth the terms and conditions under which NWR shall provide financial
support, in the form of a donation, to the City of Windhoek for the procurement of CCTV
cameras to enhance safety and security within the boundaries of the Municipal Council of
Windhoek. The financial support, which is part of NWR’s Corporate Social Responsibility,
will be in the amount of up to Three Hundred Thousand (N$300,000.00) and will be
disbursed over the next three (3) years. It further details the desire by the two (2) institutions
to collaborate on the funding for other law equipment in the future.

The Parties have reached an agreement and wish to record same in writing.

4. SCOPE OF COLLABORATION

4.1. Financial assistance for procurement of CCTV cameras and accessories

The parties agree that NWR commits to providing financial assistance. for procuring CCTV
cameras and accessories, to the amount of N$300,000.00, over the next three (3) years.

4.2, Procurement of the CCTYV cameras and accessories
The parties agree that the CCTV cameras will be provided by WCPS vetted service providers.
4.3. Installation and maintenance of CCTV cameras

The parties agree that the installation of CCTV cameras will be done by the WCPS. The WCPS
will identify the sites where the CCTV cameras will be installed.



The WCPS will be responsible for the maintenance of the donated CCTV cameras.

4.4. CCTV camera data management

The parties agree that the CCTV cameras procured in terms of this agreement will feed to the
Command and Dispatch Centre, at the WCPS only. The data collected from the CCTV camera
feeds will be securely stored and managed by the WCPS in compliance with the applicable
policies and laws. The parties further agree that NWR will obtain access to CCTV camera
footage in line with the procedures set by the WCPS.

4.5. Monitoring and Response

The parties agree that the WCPS will be responsible for the active monitoring of the CCTV
camera feeds and respond to any security alerts or incidents detected at the sites of installation.

4.6.  Future Safer City Initiatives

The parties acknowledge the potential for future development of safer city initiatives. Parties
agree to explore opportunities for future collaboration for law enforcement purposes, subject
to relevant laws and regulations, and the availability of funds.

5. FINANCIAL COMMITMENT

5.1. NWR agrees to contribute a total amount of N§ 300,000.00 (Three Hundred Thousand
Namibian Dollars) over a period of three (3) years to procure CCTV cameras.

5.2.  The financial contribution shall be made in three (3) equal instalments of N$ 100,000.00
(One Hundred Thousand Namibian Dollars) per year.

5.3. Payments will be made annually, with the first payment due on 13 December 2024, and
subsequent payments due on the same date each year until the total contribution of N§
300,000.00 is completed.

6. USE OF FUNDS

6.1.  The City of Windhoek agrees to use the funds exclusively for procuring CCTV cameras
and accessories for installation in critical areas identified as security hotspots within the

city.

6.2. The Windhoek Municipal Council shall provide NWR with a detailed report on the use
of the funds, including the number of cameras procured and installed, their locations,
and the impact on public security, within three (3) months after each instalment is
disbursed.

INTRODUTION

The Corporate Legal Advisor was pursnant to 2 resolution taken at the meeting of the
Strategic Executive forum of 11 February 2025 requested to provide an intepretation of
section 30(1)(y) of the Local Authorities Act 23 of 1992.

30(1)(y) (i) to accept donations made or receive moneys offered to it by any person
within Namibia and, with the prior approval in writing of the Minister in every
particular case and subject to such conditions as he or she may determine, to
accept such donations made or receive such moneys offered to it by any person
outside Namibia;

(1i)  with the prior approval in writing of the Minister in every particular case
and subject to such conditions as he or she may determine, to make grants or
donations;

THE APPLICABLE LAW

The Supreme Court in Torbitt v International University of Management stated that the
cardinal rule of construction is that words in a statute must be given their ordinary, literal or
grammatical meaning if the words are clear and unambiguous, unless it is apparent that such
literal construction would lead to a manifest absurdity, inconsistency, injustice or would be
contrary to the intention of the legislature.

In Natal Joint Municipal Pension Fund v Endumeni Municipality the Supreme Court of
Appeal in South Africa expressed itself as follows regarding the current legal position in
respect of the interpretation of statutes, at para 18a-c:

"The present state of the law can be expressed as follows: Interpretation is the process
of attributing meaning to words used in a document, be it legislation, some other
statutory instrument, or contract, having regard to the context provided by reading the
particular provision in the light of the document as a whole and the circumstances
attendant upon it coming into existence. Whatever the nature of the document,
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consideration must be given to the language used in light of the ordinary rules of
grammar and syntax, the context in which the provision appears; the apparent purpose
to which it is directed and the material known to those responsible for its production.’

and continues at para 26f-g:

‘An interpretation will not be given that leads to impractical, unbusinesslike or
oppressive consequences or that will stultify the broader operation of the legislation or
contract under consideration.’

Council as a public entity has been inundated with donors offering to donate monies and
various things to council. The council on the other hand also makes grants or donations to
other entities, members of the public and individuals. It is clear from the import of section
30(1)(y)(ii) that “prior approval in writing of the Minister” is a prerequisite for the Council to
make grants or donation.

It is evident that the ordinary meaning of a words in a statute under the above paragraph is
determinative of its legal meaning. There is also no issue on the meaning of the above
provision. It was the believe that for the entire 20™ century that the plain or ordinary meaning
of a provision is almost always determinative of its legal meaning and that the broader context
of an enactment such as other provisions in the same Act, headings, titles, preambles and
debates on the floor of Parliament! are of secondary concem, and to be applied only when a
word is vague, absurd or ambiguous

Courts went about their interpretative exercise methodically: first find the ordinary meaning of
a word or phrase. If the ordinary meaning is clear, the word or phrase should be given that clear
meaning. If it is vague, absurd or ambiguous, then we may depart from the ordinary meaning
to give the word or phrase a meaning intended by the legislature. This was known as the
textualist, the literalist-cum-intentionalist approach to statutory interpretation, and it was the
primary method for interpreting statutes for most of our history.? In the case of Jaga v Donges
the decision was a dissenting one by Schreiner JA in which he proposed a different approach
to interpreting statutes - one where the context of the legislation and the word or phrase being
interpreted should be considered together.

It is evident in casu that the literal meaning of the words is clear in that the provision has two
parts the first being that the Council may accept donations and receive monies from sources in
Namibia and and, with the prior approval in writing of the Minister in every particular case and
subject to such conditions as he or she may determine, to accept such donations made or receive

such moneys offered to it by any person outside Namibia.

Contextually the preamble defines “the powers, duties and functions of the local authority
councils” the second part of the above provision sets parameters to local authority councils to

accept donations made or to receive moneys outside Namibia with prior approval of the
minister who may impose conditions as he may determine in each particular case.

Contemporaneously, our courts seemingly embrace Schreiner's approach largely due to the
intervention of Wallis JA in Natal Joint Municipal Pension Fund v Endumeni Municipality,
where he considers interpretation as a unitary exercise, taking into account the context and the
provision being interpreted together.®

Endumeni provide "greater clarity about the task of interpretation”.* Jurist and courts no longer
need to show that a word has an ordinary meaning that is not absurd, vague or ambiguous. They

simply have to point out the objective meaning of a word having regard to the context.

Textualism, as it had been embraced in England, had established its roots in South Africa which
continued to find support for decades to come because of the 1907 locus classicus in statutory
interpretation, Venter v Rex.’

Venter's case concerned the meaning of the words "any person entering" in terms of section 3
of Ordinance 20 of 1905. Section 3 provided that any person entering the Transvaal would be
guilty of an offence if he had been convicted of a crime in any place other than the Transvaal.
Venter was born in the Cape Colony but later moved to the Transvaal where he became a citizen
and resided for six years. He then moved to Natal and later the Orange River Colony where he
stayed for another six years. During his residence in the Orange River Colony he was convicted
of theft before the High Court at Bloemfontein and was sentenced to a year's imprisonment.
Having served his sentence, he decided to return to the Transvaal in January of 1907 and was
arrested eight months Jater for contravening section 3 of the Ordinance. The question before
the Supreme Court of Transvaal was whether "any person entering” included someone like
Venter, who was not entering the Transvaal for the first time but re-entering it. Innes J stated
what became the golden rule of statutory interpretation as follows:$

[W]hen to give the plain words of the statute their ordinary meaning would lead to [an] absurdity
so glaring that it could never have been contemplated by the legislature, or where it would lead to a
result contrary to the intention of the legislature, as shown by the context or by such other
considerations that the Court is justified in taking into account, the Court may depart from the
ordinary effect of the words to the extent necessary to remove the absurdity and to give effect to the
true intention of the legislature.

An interpretation that prior ministerial approval is required by a local authority to receive
donations or monies from sources within Namibia will clearly lead to an absurdity and
flies in the face of the intention of the legislature if regard is had to the second part of the
provision which refers to sources outside Namibia.

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So statutory interpretation in South Africa, as in England,’ required our courts to do four things:

Find the literal meaning of a word. This may be done by looking at the meaning it has in
the dictionary and using the common law canons of construction to determine the most
likely operation of a word or phrase.

If the literal meaning is absurd, vague or ambiguous, we may depart from that meaning.

But when we depart from the literal meaning we have to give the word a meaning
intended by the legislature.

The meaning intended by the legislature can be determined only by a limited context?,
that is, by what Parliament actually said in the rest of the enactment in other sections,
titles, preambles, margins, headings and so on. One may not imaginatively reconstruct
the will of Parliament by wondering how it would reasonably interpret a particular word.’

In 1912 Jacob de Villiers JA refused to abide by the plain meaning of the words in an Act
governing prescription and instead cited a number of Roman Dutch authorities for the
proposition that!°

... the enquirer must take account of ... context, and the reason of the law
(ratio legis) ... the history of the law in general ... and [the] particular legal institutions about which
the law to be interpreted deals (logical, systematic, historical interpretation).

CONCLUSION AND APPLICATION OF THE LAW

In conclusion it is clear that the intention of the legislation is to regulate the conduct of
Local Authorities when receiving donations or receiving monies from sources in
Namibia and from sources outside Namibia and that the prior written approval must be
obtained from the minister when accepting or receiving monies from sources outside
Namibia.

There is no doubt that there are two distinct sources from which donations or monies
may be received from a Local Authority, one from within Namibia and the other from a
source outside Namibia. A better construction would have been not to distinguish the
sources from which donations or monies may be received and the prior ministerial
approval would be required in both instances.

The fact that there is a clear distinction between the sources, the two scenarios must be
distinguished and the two parts must be interpreted disjunctively.

THE APPLICABLE LAW

2. With reference to the information provided on the drawing No. 001 provided, we note the following
in addition to the above:

1. The drawing does not indicate whether there is an existing building on Erf 355, There
is no Demolition Plan if there is a building that requires demolition to make way for
the newly proposed development. The Structural implications, if any, on buildings on
adjacent properties are therefore not known.

2. It must be made clear that the new proposed development on Erf 355 will be built
against the already existing 3 storey structure on Erf 356. It is indicated that the new
structure will be double storeyed on this boundary, and no Indication is given of how
the structural stability of the existing Erf 356 foundation structures will be ensured
during the proposed foundation excavitions on Erf 355, during the construction
period. No Section is indicated throuah this part of the proposed building.

3. No_Elevations of the Proposed new building on Erf 355 are shown and no
context is given of how this development relates to existing adfacent buildings,
either on elevation or in a general Location Plan that shows the existing use
Zoning of Properties, as no such Location Plan is provided..

4. Section A-A on the drawing indicates a Third Floor on the new proposed
development, however no_Plan of this floor is included on the drawing, so the
intended use of this floor is unknown. If this is for argument's sake a Bar or
Entertainment area and the roof of the building is used for entertainment this will
cause serfous noise pollution and therefore a Health nuisance to the tepants on Erf
356, and any other Residential buildings in the area.

3. The Site Plan indicates 110mm Stormwater pipes in the boundary walls adjacent to
Erf 2/B/354 and Erf R/356. The “second” Section R-R (on the RHS) indicates an
8.1m high walll on the boundary to Erf 356. This section also indicates a Storm Water
opening from Erf 365 to Erf 355. The function of these is unclear as it seems that the
existing building on Erf 356 covers the enfire property and is roofed over. No levels
are indicated on the drawing and storm water surface run-off seems to be indicated
toward Nachtigal Street.

The height of
the wall of 8.1m (which should show how the rest of the structure of the new buiiding
ties into it) will also most probably require a deeper excavation and preparation for
compacted fill under the foundation structures. It must be noted that absolutely no
excavations below the level of the adjacent existing building’s foundations on Erf 358
may take place without underpinning of these existing foundations, under the full
responsibility and specifications of a qualified and registered Structural Engineer, as
this will impede the structural stability of the existing building on Erf 356. This is the
same if the building on Erf 2/B/354 is adjacent to the other boundary, which has not been
shown.
