Background

The African Development Bank (AfDB) has awarded a grant amount of
USD485 000.00 from the Bank’s Urban and Municipal Development
Fund (UMDF) to support the City’s electrification programme and scale up its
renewable energy capacity. (Refer to the offer letter, attached as pages 1 - 2 to
the agenda). The grant aims to develop a comprehensive and bankable project for
peri-urban electrification, development, and renewable energy initiatives for the
Municipal Council of Windhoek. The anticipated scope of works to be covered
includes updating existing studies, producing preliminary designs and engineering
documentation, and preparing Terms of Reference (ToR) for supervision of
implementation.
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The grant funding from the African Development Bank (AfDB) is expected to
assist Council to accelerate the provision of electricity services in the peri-urban
settlements around Windhoek. A proposal to the Nationally Appropriate
Mitigation Action (NAMA) Facility will later be submitted by end of July 2024,
requesting grant support to build onto the outcomes of the Urban and Municipal
Development Fund (UMDF) interventions. The potential Nationally Appropriate
Mitigation Action (NAMA) Grant will include the following:

- Partial grant funding for the Municipal Council of Windhoek’s investment
in grid stabilisation measures, with a primary focus on a battery storage
system, in relation to the scaling up of renewable energy in the city; and

- A comprehensive pre-feasibility study to assess the potential of
waste-to-energy plant for the city has already been elaborate and thus the
intended support involves extending it to a full feasibility study,
encompassing preliminary design and tender packages.

Purpose of the submission

The purpose of this submission serves to seek approval for Council to accept the
grant fund amount of USD485 000.00 from the Bank’s Urban and Municipal
Development Fund (UMDF) to support the City’s electrification programme and
scale up its renewable energy capacity.

Introduction

Council is hereby requested to approve the ICT Computer Hardware and
Peripherals Acquisition Policy, attached as pages 3 - 16 to the agenda.

The documents have been circulated to the Executive: Strategy and Performance
Management and Strategic Executives on 20 July 2023 to solicit their inputs.

The document review sign-offs are attached as page 17 to the agenda. The said
Policy was further presented to the Councillors at a Policy Workshop that took
place on 6 September 2023. The provisions of the policy were explained to the
Councillors and where applicable recommendations and contributions were
noted. The Councillors® Attendance Register is attached as pages 18 - 19 to the
agenda.

Discussion

The ICT Computer Hardware and Peripherals Acquisition Policy outline the
guidelines to ensure that a uniform acquisition process is applied to all computer
hardware and peripheral purchases by the Municipal Council of Windhoek and
that a standard framework is applied to all computer hardware. In addition, this
policy sets guidelines on how to maintain all hardware recorded into the
Municipal Council of Windhoek’s Inventory Tracking System-as well as
document ownership.

An application was received from Nghivelwa Planning Consultants on behalf of
the owner Arnoldus Petrus Hendrik van Staden for the following:

- Rezoning of Erf 2252, Kilimanjaro Street, Windhoek from ‘residential’
with a density of 1: 900 m? to ‘business’ with a bulk of 0.4,

The full application, including relevant correspondence/documentation is -
attached as pages 20 - 55 to the agenda,

A Credit Clearance was provided, and the Strategic Executive: Finance and
Customer Services indicated that the application may proceed.

Erf information

Erf2252, Windhoek is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:900 m? with an erf
size of £ 1 022 m2 Erf 2252, Windhoek is located in Kilimanjaro Street, west of
the Eros Primary School and Klein Windhoek River. There is a dwelling unit on

the property.
Development intention

It is the intention of the applicant t6 use the property for business purposes for
the construction of a showroom and offices on the erf.

Advertisement

The public consultation process for the proposed development was completed as
follows in line with the requirements of the Urban and Regional Planning
Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018) as well as Council’s Public Consultation Policy:

- The proposed zoning was advertised in the Confidénte of 25to
31 March 2022 and 1 to 7 April 2022, and the New Era of 25 March 2022
and 1 April 2022, as per the advertisements, attached as pages 56 - 59 to
the agenda;

- Notices, attached as page 60 to the agenda, were placed on-site and on the
Notice Board of the Municipal Council of Windhoek Customer Care
Centre (CCC);

- Neighbour consultation letters/forms, attached as pages 61 - 64 to the
agenda, were sent by certified mail to the neighbours/owners of Erven 2253,
2258, 2259, 2252, 7407 and R/1754, Windhoek; and
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A notice, attached as pages 65 - 67 to the agenda, was also published
in Government Gazette No. 7776 of 1 April 2022.

The closing date for comments and objections was 15 April 2022 and no
objections were received.

Technical comments

The application was circulated for comments and the following can be reported:

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning

Sustainable Development

There is an objection to the proposed rezoning to ‘business’. The division
rather supports rezoning to ‘office’ with a bulk of 0.4.

Roads Planning and Traffic Flow

Erf 2252 is Jocated in Kilimanjaro Street. The erfis + 1 022 m? in extent
and is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:900 m2. Kilimanjaro Street
is a very short street and traffic volumes are low. There are no traffic
flow problems currently experienced during peak hours. The proposed
rezoning will generate approximately ten (10) additional vehicular trips
to the network.,

There is objections to the proposed rezoning of Erf 2252, Windhoek from
‘residential’ with the density of 1:900 m? to ‘business’ with a bulk of 0.4,
due to the following:

. There are current improvements on-site, and the applicant
indicated that these will be demolished and to provide a new
development. No parking layout plan was submitted for the
current improvements should these be used for the new zoning,
should such planning of a new development not realise as
anticipated. The applicant to submit an interim parking layout
plan for the current improvements or provide clarity.

Roads and Stormwater
A stormwater investigation was done and the following is reported:

. Erf 2252 has a general downward slope from the northeast into a
southwesterly direction;

. There is no visible stormwater course or system flowing across
Erf 2252, except for surface stormwater run-off; and

. It is worth noting that, the 50-year and 100-year flood levels of the
Klein Windhoek River is located adjacent to the southwestern
boundary of Erf 2252.
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There is no objection to the proposed rezoning of Erf 2252, Kilimanjaro
Street, Windhoek from ‘residential’ to ‘business’: Provided:

That surface stormwater run-off be accommodated according to
clause 35 of the Windhoek Town Planning Scheme.

That the applicant appoint a registered professional Engineer to
determine whether the southwestern boundary of Erf 2252 require
to be protected against any potential 50-year flood damage.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical
Services

Engineering Services

Any additional requirements with regard to water or sewer services,
brought on as a direct consequence of the rezoning or subsequent
activities, will be for the applicant’s account, subject to approval by the
Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

Technical Support

There is no objection to the application submitted for the rezoning of
Erf 2252, Kilimanjaro Street, Windhoek from ‘residential’ with a density
of 1:900 m? to ‘office’ with a bulk of 0.4: Provided:

That should any municipal electrical infrastructure need to be
relocated, dismantled or replaced as per request received from the
applicant, all cost related thereto be for the applicant’s account.

That only one (1) service connection from the municipal electrical
network be allowed to the erf.

That for erven that are zoned ‘general residential’, ‘business’,
‘office’, ‘institutional’ or ‘industrial’ and a service connection
larger than 3 x 60 ampere is required, the applicant and/or his/her
eclectrical engineering representative contact the Strategic
Executive: Electricity well in advance, during the planning stage,
before any building plans have been approved to determine
whether the existing electrical network can handle the additional
loading or whether a substation building or site is to be provided
by the applicant at his’her own cost to incorporate an additional
substation.

That it be noted that a connection charge will be payable at the
cost of the applicant and the applicant be advised to review the
Department of Electricity’s Connection Charge Policy, Schedule
of Approved Non-Regulated Tariffs and/or to consult directly
with the Strategic Executive: Electricity for information on
connection charges.
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Comments from the Strategic Executive: Economic Development and
Community Services

- Environmental Management

There is no objection to the application to rezone from ‘residential’ to
‘business’. The rezoning is a listed activity. However, the rezoning is
taking place in a built up environment and the environmental impacts
will be insignificant.

The applicant will be issued with an Environmental Clearance Letter
from the Health and Environmental Management Services Division upon
Council approving the application.

Urban Policy evaluation

Erf2252, Windhoek is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:900 m2. Although Erf
2252, Windhoek is located in the vicinity of ‘office’ and ‘business’ zoned erven, it
is however located outside any current Development Policy areas.

Nevertheless, in terms of the draft Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WUSP),
Erf 2252, Windhoek forms part of the proposed ‘Riverwalk Part2: Eros to
Paramount’ precinct. The proposed precinct is earmarked for mid-rise mixed land
uses. The extracts from the Zoning Scheme and Windhoek Urban Structure
Plan (WUSP) are shown by the snapshots, attached as page 68 to the agenda.

The Municipal Council of Windhoek acknowledges that neither the Windhoek
Urban Structure Plan (WUSP) has been approved nor the infrastructural studies
supporting the draft Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WUSP) proposals have
been finalised. However, it is unlikely that the proposals pertaining to the
aforesaid precinct will change tremendously.

Therefore, following guidance of the draft Windhoek Urban Structure
Plan (WUSP), the rezoning of Erf 2252, Windhoek from ‘residential’ with a
density of 1:900 m? to ‘business’ with a bulk of 0.4, cannot be considered at this
stage, because the erf is not earmarked for ‘business and high-rise mixed use’,
but just for ‘mid-rise mixed land use’ purposes.

However, the rezoning of Erf 2252, Windhoek from ‘residential’ with a density
of 1:900 m? to ‘office’ with a bulk of 0.4 can be favourably considered, as this
speaks to the envisaged ‘mid-rise mixed land use’. The supported rezoning does
not warrant an infrastructure study as it is not a large area. Furthermore, detail
infrastructure studies for the area including the aforesaid erf will be conducted
as part of the ‘Riverwalk Part2: Eros to Paramount’ precinct, prior to the
implementation of the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WUSP).

There is no need to extend the General Murtala Ramat Muhammed Avenue to
include Erf 2252, Windhoek at this instance, because the extension of the policy
area will be addressed by the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WUSP).



Conclusion

The rezoning of Erf 2252, Windhoek from ‘residential’ with a density of
1:900 m? to ‘business’ with a bulk of 0.4 cannot be supported. Instead, the
rezoning of Erf 2252, Windhoek from ‘residential’ with a density of 1:900 m? to
‘office’ with a bulk of 0.4 can be recommended for approval.

It is recommended that Erf 853, Kleine Kuppe be rezoned from
‘undetermined’ to ‘general residential’ for residential purposes as per the
proposed development.

- Roads Planning, Design and Traffic Flow

Erf 853 is located adjacent on the corner of Méwe and Sossusvlei Streets
in Kleine Kuppe. Erf 853, Kleine Kuppe is zoned ‘undetermined’ and is
+ 3 455.347 m? in extent. Mowe and Sossusvlei Streets are local streets
with high traffic volumes during peak hours due to the close proximity
of the Windhoek Gymnasium School. The proposed consent will be
generating at least sixty six (66) additional trips to the current road
network.

HEX Council Resolution 157/07/2019, attached as pages 135 - 137 to the
agenda, required a Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) to be conducted for
the entire school premises for approval, being to the satisfaction of the
Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning before submitting
any building plans.

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That consent use only come into effect after meeting parking
requirements on-site, being to the satisfaction of the Strategic
Executive: Urban and Transport Planning,

- Roads and Stormwater

A stormwater investigation was done and the following is reported:

Erf 853, Mowe Street, Kleine Kuppe is quite large, being
+ 3 453 m? in extent;

Erf 853 has a general downward slope from the south east into a
north westerly direction;

There is no visible stormwater course or system flowing across the
proposed Erf 853, except for surface stormwater run-off;

There is a catchpit along the road edge of Sossusvlei Street, in front
of Erf 853; and

Access to Erf 853, is proposed to be obtained from both Méwe and
Sossusvlei Streets.

There is no objection to the proposed consent in terms of Table B of the
Windhoek Zoning Scheme to use Erf 853, Mowe Street, Kleine Kuppe
for ‘general residential’ with a density of 1:50 m? for sixty six (66) units
under the ‘undetermined’ zoning: Provided:

The proposed land use of
residential is expected to generate significantly less
noise and/or disturbance than the current approval
of ‘business’.

o Influx of people due to the proposed zoning

Response: In terms of Article 13 of the Constitution of the
Republic of Namibia, all persons shall have the right
to reside and settle in any part of Namibia.

. Negative impact on property values

Response: It is not demonstrated how a residential
development in a residential area will negatively
impact on property values, hence the concern is
noted but cannot be evaluated.

Betterment fee/compensation

No betterment fee is payable as the erf was purchased with a business erf price.
The betterment fee will thus be offset against the business price paid.

Should the applicant be required to undertake any upgrading works as per the
Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) or other infrastructural studies, the applicant
will have to undertake such works at own costs in lieu of betterment fees or make
the relevant compensation contribution.

Conclusion

The application for consent to use Erf 853, Kleine Kuppe for ‘general residential’
with a density of 1:50 m? is not supported as the departure from the initially
approved ‘business’ zoning requires a residential land use to support the
proposed development. Therefore, instead of the consent use, a formal rezoning
from ‘undetermined’ to ‘general residential’ with a density of 1:50m? is
proposed.

Introduction

Erven 8717 and 8474, Windhoek, belong to the Deutscher Frauenverein as
explained in clause 4 under the title ‘Ownership’. The Certificate of
Consolidated Title No. T934/2013 with respect to Erf 8717, Windhoek and the
Certificate of Consolidated Title No. T3358/2008 with respect to Erf 8474,
Windhoek, are attached as pages 138 - 140 and 141 - 142 respectively to the
agenda, as proof of ownership.
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In an e-mail communication of 13 July 2022, the applicant explains that the extra
portions needed for better placement of the buildings of the intended additions
to the Retirement Village of Suzanne Grauheim. It is further explained that after
finalisation of the statutory process of the first purchase, the need for a larger
portion was identified. It made sense to them to rather apply for the additional
portion before starting with construction of the tuming circle. The access to the
properties will be unchanged, i.e. access will be obtained from Viljoen and
Simeon Lineekela Shixungileni Streets.

Application

An application dated 21 November 2011, attached as pages 143 - 150 to the
agenda, was received from Du Toit Town Planning Consultants on behalf of the
owner (Deutscher Frauenverein) of Erven 8717 and 8474, Windhoek for the
acquisition of portions of Viljoen and Hoogenhout Streets to create a turning
circle. Following comments from the Roads Planning, Design and Traffic Flow
Division, the item was revised as per the application dated 22 June 2018,
attached as pages 151 - 154 to the agenda.

The Retirement Village of the Suzanne Grauheim, in the form of small flats is
developed on Erf 8474, Windhoek (£ 5 389 m? in extent). A need was identified
to expand these facilities and the only land is a portion (& 444 m? in extent) of
Erf 8597, Hoogenhout Street, Windhoek and Erf 8473, Viljoen Street, Windhoek
(= 88 m? in extent). Erf 8473, Windhoek (street) is currently a turning circle.

The application further involves the exchange of Portion B (+ 123 m? in extent)
of Erf 8717, Windhoek and Portion C (= 25 m? in extent) of Erf 8474, Windhoek
with Council and that the value of Portions B and C be deducted from the
purchase price of Portion A (+ 444 m? in extent) of Erf 8597, Windhoek and
Erf 8473 ( 88 m?® in extent), Windhoek.

The application is as follows:

- That the Remainder of Erf 8597, Windhoek be subdivided into Portion A
(+ 444 m? in extent) and the Remainder.

- That Portion A (444 m? in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 8597,
Windhoek be closed as ‘street’.

- That Erf 8473 (= 88 m? in extent) (street) be closed as “street’.

- That Portion A (+444 m? in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 8597,
Windhoek and Erf 8473, Windhoek be consolidated with Erf 8474,
Windhoek simultaneously with transfer.

- That Erf 8717, Windhoek be subdivided into Portion B (% 123 m? in
extent) and the Remainder to create the new turning circle for Viljoen
Street.

- That Erf 8474, Windhoek be subdivided into Portion C (+25 m? in
extent) and the Remainder, to create the new turning circle.

This application is for the purchase of portions of streets to be consolidated with
Erf 8474, Windhoek. Therefore, the Public Open Spaces Policy does not apply

to it.

The Traffic Flow Division has no objection to the sale of the street portions for
consolidation purposes. All technical comments are in favour of the application.

Financial implications

The financial implications are in the positive that the expected revenue from the
sale of Portion A (£ 444 m? in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 8597, Windhoek
and Erf 8473, Windhoek (+ 88 m? in extent) is as follows:

- Portion A (=444 m? in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 8597 (street),

Extension 1 with Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1 is supported, as per
the application and the Public Open Spaces Policy.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

Technical Support

There is in principle no objection to the application submitted to purchase
a portion of the Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 for
consolidation with Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1: Provided:

o That it be noted that for ‘general residential’ developments
without high rise buildings i.e. individual apartments, a split
prepayment meter for each unit shall be used with a metering box
located on the street/development erf boundary: Provided that it
is technically possible otherwise a bulk meter shall be used.
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Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services

Engineering Services

The sale of a portion of the Remainder of Erf4627, Khomasdal
Extension 1 for consolidation with Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1, as
per Plan KD 4434-1, attached as page 182 to the agenda, is not
supported because a sewer line is affected.

The application can only be approved: Provided:

. That the applicant appoint a registered professional Engineer to
do the designs for the relocation of the sewer line outside the
boundaries of the new consolidated erf.

Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services.

o That no building plans be approved before the sewer line is
relocated.

That any further sewer requirements be for the applicant’s
account.

Bulk Water and Waste Water

No water services are affected. Any further water requirements shall be.
for the applicant’s account.

Solid Waste Management

There s no objection to the application: Provided that the following be
noted:

. That once approved, the applicant may continue to use the
existing waste removal system already in place.
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© That as far as possible the applicant may be required to institute a
recycling and waste reduction initiative in order to compliment
the City’s initiative on waste recycling, as the City is struggling
with airspace at the landfill site,

. That the proposed Portion A (a portion of the Remainder of
Erf4627), Khomasdal Extensionl be consolidated with
Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1 into consolidated Erf X.

. That in terms of clause 5(3) of the Windhoek Town Planning
Scheme, the consolidated Erf X assume the same zoning and
density of Erf 4434, Khomasdal Extension 1.
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. That the Municipal Council of Windhoek prepare the closure
notices for the applicant.

° That the applicant advertise the intended closure as per
section 50 (3) of the Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 0f1992)
(as amended) and follow all other requirements as per
section 50(3) such as neighbour notifications and others,

° That the applicant obtain an Environmental Management
Clearance Certificate associated with the closure of a portion of
the public open space (Portion A of the Remainder of Erf 4627,
Khomasdal Extension 1) prior to submitting the subdivision and
consolidation application to the Urban and Regional Planning
Board.

. That the applicant comply with all subdivision and consolidation
requirements in accordance with the Urban and Regional
Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018).

. That the applicant be responsible to submit all required
documents, forms and fees as per the Urban and Regional
Planning Board requirements to the Strategic Executive: Urban
and Transport Planning for submission to the Urban and Regional
Planning Board.

. That the current conditions registered against Erf4434,
Khomasdal Extension 1 be replaced with the usual short standard
conditions of the Municipality, including a minimum building
value equal to four (4) times the municipal valuation of the
consolidated erf.

) That any existing and future buildings comply with any building
regulation in regards with safety distances from boundaries.

Sustainable Development

The Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1 is zoned ‘public
open space’ in terms of the Windhoek Town Planning Scheme. Public
open spaces are reserved for amongst other functional areas for ‘green
spaces’ within the built environment. This is in compliance to design
guidelines as well as Urban and Regional Planning Board requirements
to provide for functional open spaces, hence the reservation of the
Remainder of Erf 4627, Khomasdal Extension 1.

Property description

The Remainder of Erf 920, Otjomuise is zoned ‘public open space’, is
+ 218 044 m? in extent, and is situated in Stockholm Street.

Erf 852, Otjomuise is zoned ‘residential’ with a density of 1:250 m?, is + 405 m?
in extent, and is situated in Stockholm Street.

The locality plan indicating the erven is attached as page 188 to the agenda.
Encroachment on the Remainder of Erf 920, Otjomuise

The boundary wall of Erf 852, Otjomuise is encroaching on the Remainder of
Erf 920, Otjomuise. :

Council Resolution 121/04/2005, attached pages 189 - 190 to the agenda,
addresses the encroachment on municipal land.

The owner of Erf 852, Otjomuise was verbally informed of the encroachment
and informed that he will be charged retrospective penalties for the
encroachment during the finalisation of this submission.

The owner of Erf 852, Otjomuise in a letter dated 5 September 2022, attached
as page 191 to the agenda, infer alia responded as follows:

- He is not responsible for the encroachment of the boundary as he
purchased the property during the year 2015 with the encroachment of
the boundary wall between Erf852 and the Remainder of Erf 920,

Otjomuise.

- He further questioned how a Compliance Certificate for the transfer of
the property was obtained as during the compliance inspection the
encroachment of the boundary wall should have been rectified.

- He submitted a building plan for a boundary wall between Erf 832 and
the Remainder of Erf 920, Otjomuise and the building plan was also
approved without any mention of the encroachment.

- In the letter he further requested the penalties to be waived as he only
became aware of the encroachment during a meeting with Property
Management Officials.

- The encroachment originated before the current owner of Erf 852,
Otjomuise purchased the property, as per the Enlighten Plan Guide of the
year 2011, attached as page 192 to the agenda;

- Upon inspection by City officials for the issuing of the Compliance
Certificate the encroachment of the boundary wall should have been
discovered and rectified by way of requesting for the submitting of an
amended Building Plan or demolishing of the encroaching boundary wall
by the previous owner of Erf 852, Otjomuise; and

- Paragraph 10.4 of Council Resolution 121/04/2005, attached
pages 189 - 190 to the agenda, makes provision for such instances of
innocent third parties to motivate why they should be exempted from
being charged retrospective penalties.

Therefore, on the basis of the provisions of paragraph 10.4 of Council Resolution
121/04/2005 and the applicant’s motivation not to be penalised for the
encroachment, it is proposed that such appeal be granted, given that such
encroachment ought to have been addressed prior to the transfer of the property
into the name of the current owner.

Therefore Portion A (£299.9 m? in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 920,
Otjomuise will be sold to the owner of Erf 852, Otjomuise.

Should the owner of Erf 852, Otjomuise wish to take occupation of
Portion A (£ 299.9 m?in extent) of the Remainder of Erf 920, Otjomuise,
prior to the conclusion of the sale, it could be leased to the applicant once
the preliminary diagrams are available, pending the finalisation of the
sale, at a monthly rental of N$872.50. The rental is calculated at 10 % of
the purchase price divided by twelve (12), and should be further subject
to annual escalation in line with the Namibia Inflation Rate.

Council Resolution 385/11/2010

Council per Resolution 385/11/2010, attached as pages 198 - 201 to the
agenda, resolved that no further applications to purchase portions of the
Remainder of Erf 920, Otjomuise be supported because of the relocation of the
sewer lines. Erf 852, Otjomuise forms part of the erven mentioned in Council
Resolution 385/11/2010.
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Council Resolution 385/11/2010 was circulated for revisitation to the Strategic
Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services (Bulk Water and Waste
Water Section). An e-mail dated 1 July 2021 from the Strategic Executive:
Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services (Bulk Water and Waste Water
Section), attached as page 202 to the agenda, indicates that the sewer line can
be relocated at the costs of the applicant. Therefore, the application can be
supported.

Site visit

A site visit was conducted on 23 March 2023 and it was discovered that the
boundary wall of Erf 852, Otjomuise is encroaching on Erf 920, Otjomuise with
+ 47 m? This matter is however dealt with under the heading: Encroachment
on the Remainder of Exrf 920, Otjomuise above.

Conclusion

Given the above, the technical comments above, together with the application
letter dated 23 June 2016 and the letter dated 5 September 2022, attached as
pages 186 and 191 respectively to the agenda, are hereby submitted to
Council, for deliberation and consideration. The Strategic Executive: Housing,
Property Management and Human Settlement proposes that the Remainder of
Erf 920, Otjomuise be subdivided into Portion A (= 299.9 m? in extent) and the
Remainder and that Portion A (% 299.9 m? in extent) be sold to the owner of
Erf 852, Otjomuise for consolidation purposes.

HENNIE LAUBSCHER STREET IN OLYMPIA
IN HONOUR OF THE LATE BRIGADIER
GENERAL KAREL NDJOBA

(16/3/7/1)

Introduction

An application dated 1 February 2021, attached as pages 204 - 228 to the
agenda, was received by the Heritage Committee through both the Office of the
Mayor and Chief Regional Officer. The application seeking for the renaming of
Hennie Laubscher Street in Olympia in honour of the Late Brigadier General
Karel Ndjoba was lodged by Ms Ebba Lahya Ndatolewe Ndjoba (the widow)
and children.

Although the application was received in 2021, the applicant had to comply with
the requirements as stated per the Street and Place Naming Guidelines, attached
as pages 229 - 239 to the agenda, which stressed on the aspect of promoting
and strengthening public participation in the application lodgement and
assessment processes. To the satisfaction of the Heritage Committee, all set
criteria have now been met by the applicant, hence this submission to Council
for further consideration of this application. Relevant Council Resolutions and
the Minutes of the Heritage Committee (Street and Place Naming/Renaming)
dated 24 November 2022 are attached as pages 240 - 246 and 247 - 251
respectively to the agenda.

Background of the proposal

The Late Brigadier General Karel Ndjoba was born on 28 July 1961 at Eenhana
in the Ohangwena Region. He obtained various strong qualifications in his line
profession from tertiary institutions within the country and abroad. Documented
in the presented Biography is the fiercely unifying spirit of a loyal, dedicated,
determined and disciplined son of the soil who was entrusted with the
transformation of the defense system in independent Namibia.

The decorated soldier served the defense force in the capacity of Major, a rank
he assumed right before the independence of Namibia. At the dawn of
independence, he had a pivotal responsibility of integrating the former
SWATF members in the national defense force. An assignment he championed
well and as such contributed to nation building and reconciliation. It is close to
none that a person who collaborated with enemies of the day back then would
also be entrusted with the safeguarding the sovereignty of the state. However,
the Late General Ndjoba defeated the critics and doubters, by raising beyond
their shallow minds and put the wellbeing, safety and security of the human race
at the forefront. Another defining moment in his illustrious career was when he
hosted the Namibian flag on 21 March 1990, as he was appointed as a Company
Commander that constituted the Presidential Guard of Honour.
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As part of those who laid the foundation in the establishment of national
institutions, such as the military, his contributions entail the productions of
training and fighting doctrines for the Namibian Defense Force (NDF).
According to the proponent, these materials are still being heavily relied on and
enforced when it comes to the capacity development of those in force to date.

At the regional front, he served on a peace keeping campaign known as Atlantic
Operation in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), an Infantry Brigade
Second-In-Command at the SADC Task Force and then proceeded to be a
Director of Personnel of the SADC Task Force. In neighbouring countries,
namely Botswana and Zimbabwe, he served the defense forces in various high-
ranking leadership capacities. At international level, Brigadier General Karel
Ndjoba served as Defense Attache to the Federal Republic of General Germany,
a position he held until his unexpected death in November 2014,

According to the proponent, the Late Brigadier General had every reason to
detest the SWAPO Party and its affiliated military wing (PLAN) and/or opted to
remain in the 21 Battalion at Lenz in Johannesburg (South Africa). However, his
unqualified level of patriotism advanced him on uncommon grounds which
witnessed him choosing his nation beyond any level of resentment, a true unsung
son of this great soil. It is through this lens of authenticity to his fellow Namibian
nation, that the Late Brigadier General Ndjoba accepted a hand of reconciliation
from the SWAPQ Government and went on to share his knowledge and skills in
the defense force to establish a remarkable and unshaken foundation in the
defense force of Namibia. A testimony to an account that true forgiveness
(although not forgetting) at human heart does exist, for a seasoned professional
soldier in the name of Brigadier General Karel Christopher Ndjoba.

An astute, visionary, militant, strategist of note and one who sees goodness in
all humans, including his enemies, deserves a befitting honour of this nature,
which will continue to cement and signify his immense contributions towards
national reconciliation (interpersonal forgiveness), nation building and
development, especially the peaceful integration of the former SWATF in the
now Namibian Defense Force.

Proposed street for consideration

The applicant proposes to rename Hennie Laubscher Street in the Olympia
township. Efforts to establish more information on the targeted street were
unsuccessful, as no reference materials could be traced in either the National
Archive Library or the Archives at the Municipal Council of Windhoek.
Nevertheless, the street has an approximate length of 115 metres and connects
Malcom Spence and Daan Bekker Streets in Olympia. Hennie Laubscher Street
is an access street and provide entry to five (5) households.

All five (5) households were consulted and supported the application for the
renaming of Hennie Laubscher Street in honour of the Late Brigadier General
Karel Ndjoba. (Refer to the support letters as per the application dated
1 February 2021, attached as pages 204 - 228 to the agenda). It should also be
noted that the street forms part of the physical address to the Ndjoba’s family
residence.
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Motivation

According to the approved guidelines on street naming application, the applicant
needs to meet various criteria, including consulting the affected immediate
households and the general public of the intention to rename a street. Such
consultations were made through obtaining necessary consents, placement of an
expression of intention in two (2) local newspapers and the payment of
application fees with Municipal Council of Windhoek, among others. The
advertisements and proof of payment are attached as pages 252 - 253
and 254 - 255 respectively to the agenda. The applicant has met all the relevant
requirements and the application is herewith recommended to Council for further
consideration. At the time of finalising this submission, all given consents by the
immediate affected residents as indicated on the consent form of the application,
attached as pages 256 - 258 to the agenda, were confirmed by the Secretariat.

In consideration of the principles of the applicable guidelines, the proposed street
name (alternative 1 on the application form) as suggested by the applicant is
supported and that the street should be known as Gen. Karel Ndjoba Str.

[The department of Information and Communication Technology ({CT) within the
City of Windhoek (CoW) must ensure all hardware and peripheral purchases are
legal, compatible with existing systems and infrastructure and accounted forin a
proper manner.

4.2 |Scope

This policy applies to City of Windhoek's ICT department that is responsible for
acquiring hardware and peripherals through a procurement process. This policy
should be read in conjunction with the ICT Acceptable Usage Policy and,
complementary CoW policies, as well as any employment conditions that will
Icollectivefy enhance the CoW'’s good governance and best practice objectives.

This policy may be enhanced from time to time with additional supplements
approved by the Council.

4.3 'PURPOSE OF PoLIicY

This policy outlines the guidelines to ensure that a uniform acquisition process is
applied to all computer hardware and peripheral purchases by the CoW and that
a standardization framewaork is applied to all computer hardware.

In addition, this policy sets guidelines on how to maintain all hardware recorded
jnto the CoW'’s inventory tracking system as well as document ownership.

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Erf 2252, Windhoek is zoned “Residential” with a density of 1:900 and measures +1022m? in
extent as per the title deed attached.

There is currently a residential building constructed on the property and the owner would want to
constructa showroom and offices in the near future.

The City
indicated that the cost for the TIA would be covered by the sale price of the erf.

The transfer has been completed recently. The new documentation is attached.

The intention with the application is to obtain consent in terms of Table B of the Zoning Scheme under
the cfurrent zoning, in order to allow for the submission and approval of the building plans. An application
for alrezoning to ‘general residential’ would take too long to be finalised and can be submitted at a later
stage.

3. Proposal and Motivation
Erf 853, Kleine Kuppe has been a vacant property for a number of years. Although the sale as per
CR 157/07/2019 did not materialise as intended, the proposed use of the erf for ‘general residential’
purposes would also be suitable.

A sectional title residential complex was designed initially based on the ‘business’ zoning that was
approved by Council in 2019. In line with the bulk of 1.0, a sectional title flat building consisting of 66
units were designed. The parking is proposed to be on street level, with the residential units spread over
