Introduction and purpose

This submission serves to inform Council of the status of the current and planned
repairs of potholes on the streets of Windhoek and the formalisation of a holistic
action plan to address this matter before the commencement of the rainy season.



Background

The Department of Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services (Roads and
Stormwater Division) has been actively addressing the current and increasing
number of new potholes forming on the street so of Windhoek, with an excess
of thirty six thousand (36 135) potholes thus far repaired since February 2025.

*** The Road Repairs Report (Implementation Plan and Progress versus Progress
Update) detailing the above progress is attached as pages 15 - 24 to the agenda.

Discussion

Potholes are the result of a combination of contributing factors, which include
the following:

Poor drainage that accelerates failures;

Aging pavements that become brittle and weakened;

Higher traffic volumes, especially heavy vehicles;
Climate cycles; and

Inadequate maintenance, etc.

Pothole repair is a routine preventative maintenance action and generally a short
to medium term intervention, which keeps roads serviceable and safe in the short
term. Longer term interventions includes periodic (resurfacing) and scheduled
(rehabilitation) maintenance actions. Ideally, routine maintenance actions which
includes patching or repair of localised failures, crack sealing, as well as any
texture treatments of existing surfacing should be carried out before any
resurfacing interventions.

The reality is that the City of Windhoek has an ageing paved network of
± 883.27 laloihetres roads and streets, most of which have passed their
original design life. The average condition of the network is rated as fair,
with 16 % of the surfacing and 18 % of the structure in the poor to very poor
category.

Ifthe average condition is fair, it indicates that half ofthe network is approaching
an unacceptable condition, and the percentages in the poor and very poor ranges
are an indication that a backlog has developed over time. The estimated funding
backlog for the flexible pavements to address this maintenance need is
estimated at N$2,67 billion.

Completed and planned pothole repairs

To date an excess of thirty six thousand one hundred and thirty five (36 135)
potholes have been repaired across all the street of Windhoek. The Department
of Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services (Roads and Stormwater
Division) has compiled a works programme for planned pothole repairs, where
certain streets have been identified together with an estimated commencement
dates assigned.

The following internal teams and Contractors has been mobilised for the pothole
repairs:



Municipal Council of Windhoek internal teams

Teams from the Roads and Stormwater Division are busy in both the
western and eastem office to assist with the pothole repairs.

However, the lack of materials required to repair the potholes, which is
currently being procured, is hampering the internal teams from
continuing with pothole repairs.

Emergency procurement

The department, through the procurement process reappointed the
two (2) previous Unit Rate Contractors that was previously appointed
under emergency procurement for an additional three (3) months period.

Both Contractors are currently actively working on the pothole repairs as
per the work programme.

Unit Rate Contractors

The following two (2) Conventional Unit, rate contractors have been
appointed through the default procurement method of 'Open National
Bidding (ONE) and will primarily be responsible for the bulk of the
pothole repairs as part of their appointment.

•  For eastem suburbs, Geckoh Fifty-Eight Investment Group - the
Contractor is currently establishing site with work commencing
soon; and

•  For western suburbs, West Trading cc, has been appointed who
was expected to commence with work by 15 October 2025 or
upon submission off the required demand guarantee, which is
the only outstanding obligation by the Contractor before he
can commence with work.

Holistic Action Plan

A Holistic Action Plan is cunently being formalised and shall deal with the full
extent of the road damages caused in the previous rainy season as well as to take
into consideration the upcoming season as well.

The genesis of this application started with applications from the companies
listed below:

Holme Namibia Investments (Pty) Ltd;

NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd;

Shamrock Investment CC; and

Ya Negumbo Properties CC.

Council per Resolution 99/04/2014 inter alia resolved as follows:

1  That Council Resolutions 308/10/2011 and 385/11/2013, respectively, be
rescinded.

2  That it be noted that the City Centre is facing decay due to growing
developments at the Maerua and Grove Malls, prompting a need to
consider development proposals that could enhance the vibrancy of the
southern part of the Central Business District (CBD) to make it more
livable.
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3  That it be noted that an integrated urban design concept on Erven 146,
147, 148, 150, R/152, 6577 and 3439, Windhoek will provide an
opportunity to counter urban decay and launch this part of town as a
functional commercial node and creates a unique sense ofarea.

4  That based on their favourable development proposal submitted to
Council and being in line with Council's development intention,
Erven 146, 147, 148, 150, the Remainder of Erf152and 6577, Windhoek
be offered for sale to Holme Investments Namibia (Pty) Ltd on a private
treaty basis, at a market related price, still to be determined by the
Strategic Executive: Urban Planning and Property Management.

5  That Holme Investments Namibia (Pty) Ltd dedicate two (2) floors in
office space, as committed in their approved proposal submitted to
Council.

6  That Erf3439, Windhoek be offered for sale to Hallie Investment Number
392 (Pty) Ltd t/a 3439 Properties on a private treaty basis, at a market
related price, still to be determined by the Strategic Executive: Urban
Planning and Property Management, as per Item REP.2, attached as
pages 88, 89 - 98 respectively, that served at Management Committee on
05 March 2014. [Please take note that pages 1012 - 1038 already
formedpart Item REP.2 mentioned above.]

7  That, in line with Council's development intention for Erf 3439,
Windhoek, the proposed mixed development offered by Hallie Investment
Number 392 (Pty) Ltd t/a 3439 Properties include a bus terminal, park,
tourism information centre and a public parking space.

8  That the Strategic Executive: Urban Planning and Property
Management obtain the sales conditions for Erven 146, 147, 148, 150,
R/152, 6577 and 3439, Windhoek respectively, whereafter same be
submitted to Management Committee/Council for consideration.

9  That the Strategic Executive: Urban Planning and Property
Management be mandated to enter into Sales Agreements for Erven 146,
147,148,150, R/152, 6577 and3439, Windhoekwith Holme Investments
Namibia (Pty) Ltd and Hallie Investment Number 392 (Pty) Ltd t/a 3439
Properties, respectively.

10 That the Chief Executive Officer (Corporate Legal Adviser) be mandated
to draft the Sales Agreements.

11 That the Strategic Executive: Urban Planning and Property
Management ensure thatproper notices are given to the existing lessees.

12 That the intended sales of Erven 146, 147, 148, 150, R/152, 6577 and
3439, Windhoek, respectively be advertised in terms ofsection 63(2) of
the Local Authorities Act, 1992 (Act 23 of1992).

13 That all the unsuccessful applicants be informed of this Council
Resolution, in writing.
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14 That the Strategic Executive: Community Services, in conjunction with

Development of Erven 146, 147, 148, 150, the Remainder of Erf 152 and
6577, Windhoek as proposed

Management Committee at its meeting held on 21 January 2014 per Item REP.2 inter
alia resolved as follows:

That this matter be referred back, in order for the Strategic Executive: Economic
Development and Environment to execute Council Resolution 385/11/2013,
reading as follows, as well as to to obtain all the outstanding technical comments
from the relevant service departments, whereafter it be resubmitted to
Management Committee/Councilfor consideration:

That this matter be referred back to Management Committee, in order
for the Strategic Executive: Economic Development and Environment, to
obtain all outstanding information for the proper assessment of all
applications, in order to recommend to Management Committee/Council
on the possible allocation of Erven 146, 147, 148, 150, R/152, 6577,
Windhoek to specific applicants, in line with their development
proposals, whereafter it be resubmitted to Council for approval.

During the abovementioned Management Committee meeting, it however appeared
that the majority of the Management Committee members were not in support ofthe
complete alienation of this group of erven, hence the need to extensively incorporate
all technical inputs to enable informed deliberations on this matter. The item is
herewith resubmitted with the technical comments incorporated, including the
outstanding information from the applicants who responded.

Introduction

*** Council per Resolution 308/10/2011, attached as page 59 to the agenda, inter
alia resolved as follows:

1  That Council approve the proposed development proposal.

2  That it be noted that the development proposal shall include Erven 146,
147,148, 150, R/152, 6577 and 3439 which should subsequently be
reserved for this purpose.
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3  That the administration of Erf 6577 be transferred to the Strategic
Executive: Economic Development and Community Services in light of
the proposed development.

4  That the Strategic Executives: Economic Development and Community
Services; Planning, Urbanisation and Environment; Transportation and
Infrastructure, Water and Waste Management and Chief Executive
Officer (Manager: Property Management), develop the qualification
criteria and Terms of References (ToRs) for the development proposals.

5  That the Strategic Executive: Economic Development and Community

Progress report

Following the abovementioned resolution, several consultations have taken
place with internal departments in order to formulate a strategy for the
development of this group of erven. To this end, the draft Terms of
Reference (ToR) for the development of these erven were also developed, which
proposed a Public, Private Partnership approach through the application of the
Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) model.

*** The item was again referred back by Management Committee per Item REP.2
dated 17 September 2013, attached as pages 60 - 68 to the agenda, upon which
the matter was resubmitted as follows:

Key points for consideration

Alienation of ail Council properties

One (1) of the key issues for consideration is whether Council should
alienate all these properties, as per Council Resolution 308/10/2011, or
just some of these properties.
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It is not considered in the best interest of Council to alienate all these

erven, especially given also their strategic location and the need for
Council to retain some leverage as the City continues to expand, and the
needs of the grovving City, accordingly, change over time. Another
aspect to take into consideration is how the indiscriminate alienation of
land will influence Council's asset base and ability to source financing
in future.

Unless the alienation of these properties are determined by a long term
urban development strategy, Council will approve the alienation of erven
for short term financial gains and may find itself in the precarious
position of having to purchase back these erven at high costs in
twenty (20) years' time, due to the changing developmental needs of the
City. This has been the experience of many City Councils worldwide that
have found themselves at loggerheads with private land owners who do
not have the same interests as Council, and subsequently may be
reluctant or unwilling to develop properties to serve the needs ofthe City.

Overview of current developments in the Central Business
District (CBD)

Furthermore, it must also be noted that the Central Business
District (CBD) has experienced a significant surge in development
projects over the last couple of years, and there are several big
developments currently taking place in the Central Business
District (CBD), as indicated below. The below projects will undoubtedly
impact on each other and it is important to bear cognisance of their
potential impact on the viability of the respective projects and more
specifically those of Council.

Development of Erven 146,147,148,150, the Remainder of Erf 152 and 6577,
Windhoek

Current status

It must be acknowledged that the development of these erven and above-
mentioned area is critical due to the condition ofnot only the Council owned
buildings, which is in a dilapidated state, but also other privately and
Government owned building in this area. In addition, this area also has a
severe lack of public parking. A plan of the target area is attached as
page 69.

The Strategic Executive: Economic Development and Environment was
instructed to urgently prepare an item for the consideration of
Management Committee, and due to the lack of time, it was impossible
to collect the required and detailed information from the applicants and
the technical departments. Following the presentations made by the
companies as indicated on the list, attached as page 70, the applicants
were initially requested to urgently submit critical outstanding
information, however this proofed unsuccessful as not all applicants have
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responded. A final attempt was made to obtain outstanding information
from the below applicants through letters dated 30 January 2014, and the
response were as follows: (Presentations, including relevant
correspondence are attached as pages 71 - 72, 73 - 91, 92 - 93, 94 - 97
and 98 - 129 respectively to the agenda.

A summary of the development proposals for Erven 146, 147,148,150,
the Remainder of Erf 152 and 6577, Windhoek is attached as page 130.

Technical comments

The application was circulated for comments and the following can be reported:

Comments from the Chief Executive Officer (Former Manager: Corporate
Communications, Marketing, Tourism and Customer Care)

The development should include a tourism hub that will consist of a tourism
office space that could be leased out to different tourism stakeholders to serve as
a tourist one-stop-shop. The offices should accommodate luggage storage
facilities, tourist waiting room with shower and internet facilities. Additionally,
the area should include an entertainment platform in an Amphitheatre format
complimenting the Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) trading space and the
public park.

The division recommend against alienating this erf, as there is already a lack of
open spaces that could serve as leisure spots in the City centre. A lack of venues
for City events is also experienced and this erf could be a perfect spot in that
regard.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

In addition to the standard detailed applications and layouts, the developer's
Electrical Engineering Consultant should immediately contact the
Strategic Executive: Electricity for submission of desired electricity demand,
substation housing and associated designs, before submitting any designs.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services

The notion of revitalising the southern end of the Independence Avenue, Central
Business District (CBD) area is fully supported. To do it in the current fashion
of alienation to unsolicited Bidders, would reap definite short-term benefits to
the Municipal Council of Windhoek in terms of inflows of much needed cash.
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These developments are also future sources of income in terms of consumption
of municipal services as well as rates and taxes. For this reason, it is seen as
essential that all such developments should be sustainable in the long run. For
this reason, these proposals should not be viewed in isolation or as a single node.
This node should integrate with the rest of the Central Business District (CBD)
in a way that it compliments and supports other existing developments, rather
than just becoming direct opposition to existing developments and developers.
It is absolutely in the interest of the Municipal Council of Windhoek that
developments should yield good returns for investors. The value of land and
improvements determine the rates basis for the income needed by Council to
sustain all non-remunerative services. Rushing to sell land in the Central
Business District (CBD) before feasibility studies have been done, could lead to
a situation where land becomes just a speculative investment without the
development that the City needs.

It is therefore proposed that an integrated urban design should be concluded that
integrates this area with current developments under construction and in the
planning phase. The creation of a pedestrian friendly Central Business
District (CBD) with interconnected green spaces and pedestrian ways, has been
discussed and presented on a number of occasions. The design of the new
Municipal Council of Windhoek building, complete with pedestrian concourse
meeting up with the Freedom Plaza development, has been concluded. The
current Council premises have got the potential to be converted into a municipal
precinct that caters for all the needs of our customers for municipal business.
This Master Plan had already been approved by Council. It is therefore
imperative that the adjacent land developments should link into what Council
intends doing.

Sam Nujoma Drive provides the main entrance into the City Centre for traffic
from the east. As the space between the Municipal Council of Windhoek and the
Hilton Hotel limits the improvement of this access, Garten Street had long ago
been earmarked as the solution to improve this access. The fact that it has not
yet been done, is a function of traffic growth not yet necessitating it. The idea
was to keep this access way open until the need dictates the planning and
implementation. If land reserved for this purpose is sold, that opportunity is lost
for good.

The long-term future needs of the Municipal Council of Windhoek also have to
be determined and fixed before all available land in the Central Business

District (CBD) is sold.

The Central Business District (CBD) area has limited accommodation
establishments. If a high percentage of residential components are to be
provided, this will require the capacity of water and waste water services to be
investigated. Most waste water lines in the area are relatively old and might
require upgrading to accommodate these developments. This can however only
be done once the effect of the new demands can be calculated.

It is therefore recommended that an urban design be done for the Central
Business District (CBD) nodes to determine the needs and that the land then be
offered for development that fits into the greater scheme of things.
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Comments from the former Strategic Executive: Urban Planning and
Property Management

Planning, Design and Traffic FJow

It would be in the best interest of the Municipal Council of Windhoek not
to sell these properties at present while Council appointed an Urban
Designer to look at ways how to revitalise the Central Business
District (CBD), making it more vibrant and livable. There is no need for
more retail space in the Central Business District (CBD) to make it
vibrant and livable. It is certainly not rocket science that Windhoek's
Central Business District (CBD) needs more open or public places. We
need also to look holistically at our Central Business District (CBD) and
not only at one (1) small block, while general concerns are not addressed,
amongst parking, circulation and public transport, not to mention
integration of same with pedestrian movements. What about a [initially
proposed] tourism hub? What about a [initially proposed] bus depot?
Therefore, it is recommended to put all such applications on hold,
pending the outcome of the urban investigation/redesign.

Urban Planning

The Urban Designer looks at the element of making the City improve
functionality, on a human scale, and livability. The Urban Designer
carmot define how the Central Business District (CBD) will be revitalised
and create vibrancy. It is equally agreed that this part of the town needs
serious urban regeneration. I

There is merit in the recommendation that any further intervention in the
City Centre space be multifaceted in provision of more open space and
public squares as part of the Municipal Council of Windhoek availing
such land for the purpose of development. Therefore, similar
interventions are needed with Expressions of Interest (Eol), by calling
for those developers who shares our vision of a better urban space and
business development environment in the City Centre. We must upscale
our requirements and create a unique space which can only be created
through dialogue.

The intervention must focus to reverse this current urban decay while
providing for parking, public transport to support the development to be
considered. Council can make it a condition that the developer consider
the abovementioned needs, but at a scale to support this node on its own,
as the City Centre must be considered as a continuum while it is unpacked
node by node. The developer can also appoint an Urban Designer in
which Council will define the parameters.of development as to the
functional node we have in mind. It is important to note however that
when one looks at the City Centre as a continuum, this part of the City
Centre is ripe for development.

The market will determine if adequate retail exists in the City Centre,
because we could create the equivalent of a Mandela Sandton Area of the
City Centre in this side of town. The City Centre is already under
pressure, due to the Maerua Mall and Grove Mall developments, hence
we should encourage development in line with the type of space we hope
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for this part of town. A consideration in mind is to defme that all
development has at least a specified minimum percentage of residential
development as a condition to improve the current vibrancy in the City
of Windhoek. However, Council must equally be flexible to provide
some relaxation and not charge exorbitant rates and taxes, else it defeats
the purpose of encouraging mixed use development in the City Centre.

Urban Planning further commented that the erven are accordingly zoned
'business' with a bulk of 3.5. The successful applicant must provide an
integrated urban design concept that provides for a mixed-use
development as provided by the zoning. It should in terms of the spread
of use ensure a minimum of 30 % residential development in line with
the City Centre objective to improve the vibrancy of the City Centre.
These erven provide an opportunity to counter urban decay and launch
this part of town as a functional commercial node. Urban Planning deems
it important that any development of these erven creates a unique sense
of space that will lead to a unique celebration of the sense of space. In
the event it is not sold Council must proactively strive to provide an
intervention as the current state of buildings and current decayed
environment undermine vibrancy of the City Centre in this part of town.

Comments from the former Strategic Executive: Community Services

Sustainable Development

It is believed that the following must inform the decision-making process:

•  There is a need to come up with an integrated plan that will result
in creating a linkage with other parts of the City to the new
development;

•  Public and pedestrian public space needs to form part of the entire
design concept that must be viewed in a holistic manner as
suggested by Urban Planning;

•  Sustainable Development proposes that the development be put on
hold until the Central Business District (CBD) Revitalisation
Study and Urban Design Concept, as well as the Urban Design
Policy of the City, is finalised to give clarity on the future
development of the area; and
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The Municipal council of Windhoek should retain ownership of all
the properties as opposed to selling, to ensure a long-term revenue
stream for Council.

Conclusion

It is critical for adequate internal dialogue to come to a unified and holistic
position that will ensure that the envisaged development of these erven meets
the needs of Council as well as a growing and changing City.

In respect of the development proposals, it must be further noted that one (1) of
the proposals, Holme Namibia Investments (Pty) Ltd, included the incorporation
of privately owned erven in the developments, and the applicant either needs to
adjust their proposal by only focusing on the erven owned by Council, or
alternatively, engage the owners of said erven directly.

It must also be noted that two (2) of the applicants did not specify their financial
offers, while the remaining three (3) applicants, without Council having
provided an upset price (valuation), made financial offers that are below the
valuations of the properties in question, of which two (2) are significantly below.

In the absence of a formalised application process and the subsequent lack of
detailed information from all applicants, it is not possible to fairly and
comprehensively assess and compare proposals and accordingly make a
recommendation.

These properties are
located adjacent to the Human Resources Office and alongside the Independence
Avenue, ifel Holdings (Pty) Ltd objected to the said sale and the Minister of
Urban and Rural Development initially overruled the objections and approved
the sale to Holme Investment (Pty) Ltd. Subsequent to the decision of the
Honourable Minister to overrule the objection, NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd
approached the High Court to have the decision of the Minister set aside.

NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd alleged that the Minister's decision was irrational
raising the ground that Erf 5757, Windhoek belonged to a private individual and
the development could not proceed without the said property first being sold by
the owner in order to allow the development to proceed. The Court ordered that
the decision of the sale be set aside. Effectively, the property is not offered to
any party and Council must engage NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd and take a fresh
decision on the sale of the property. The Minister ultimately directed in then-
letter dated 10 July 2019 that the Windhoek Municipal Council must engage
NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd.

The deputation is merely to afford NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd an opportunity to
submit a proposal to the Municipal Council of Windhoek and to engage formally
to ensure that Uhat principles of administrative justice andfairness is upheld
and applied" as directed by the Minister. Council is required to do so in line with
the Minister's decision of 10 July 2019, which is to engage
NDI Holdings (Pty) Ltd. In doing so. Council as an administrative body will be
giving effect to the Constitutional right of administrative justice before a
decision is taken which has an effect on the rights of others.

sections 35(l)(a) and (b) of the Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018
(Act 5 of 2018), respectively, following the completion of the public
consultation process as prescribed under section 34 of the said Act.

Background

The Municipal Council of Windhoek initiated the preparation of the
Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) as its principal spatial and
development framework to guide sustainable urban growth and investment
to 2046.

In terms of section 31(1) of the Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018
(Acts of2018), local authorities are mandated and obliged to prepare an
Urban Structure Plan to:

Guide the coordinated and sustainable development of the municipal
area;

Promote the efficient use of land and infrastructure;

Direct investment and the spatial distribution of activities; and

Provide a strategic spatial framework for statutory town planning and
land use management.
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The Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) builds on Council's
Transformational Strategic Plan 2022 to 2027 and is well aligned with
national policies, including Vision 2030, the Harambee Prosperity Plan II,
and the 6^^ National Development Plan.

Consultation process

*** Following the approval of the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) for
consultation under Council Resolution 44/03/2025 attached as page 235 to
the agenda, and pursuant to section 34 of the Urban and Regional Planning
Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018), the Municipal Council of Windhoek conducted
an extensive and inclusive consultation process between July 2025 and
August 2025 to solicit public and stakeholder input on the draft Windhoek
Urban Structure Plan (WSUP).

Key activities included:

Eighteen (18) public consultation events held across the municipal
area (urban, peri-urban and rural communities), including targeted
sessions for informal settlements, northern and southern suburbs,
Brakwater smallholdings, and the metropolitan periphery;

Dedicated stakeholder meetings with government ministries,
regional offices, parastatals, State Owned Enterprises (SOEs),
Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs), and professional bodies;

Focused group discussions on critical themes: the Central Business
District (CBD), informal settlements, and densification and
intensification policy; and

Online participation, written submissions, and registration of
Interested and Affected Parties (I&APs) in compliance with
prescribed procedures.

The consultation was publicly advertised in several national newspapers
(Republikein, Namibian Sun, Allgemeine Zeitung, the New Era and the
Namibian), on the municipal website and social media ensuring broad
accessibility and transparency.

* * * The Public Consultation and Feedback Report (November 2025) summarises
the process, issues raised, and responses provided, including full
consideration of all written submissions. The report demonstrates substantial
compliance with sections 34(1) and 34(2) of the Urban and Regional
Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018) and with principles of intemational best
practice and was workshopped with the Council Members and the Strategic
Executive team in attendance as per the Attendance Lists, attached as
pages 236 - 237 to the agenda.

It can further be confirmed that an alignment exercise was undertaken to
ensure that the provisions of the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WUSP)
are consistent with the vision and objectives articulated in the Strategic
Environmental Assessment (SEA), which is also currently under
preparation. As both documents are still subject to statutory approval.
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provision has been made for additional alignment, should this be required
during the final approval process. Both consulting teams and the responsible
technical officials remain available and committed to facilitating such
alignment to ensure full coherence between the two (2) strategic instruments.

Key outcomes and amendments

The consultation process generated valuable input from communities,
residents' associations, professionals, and key stakeholders. Several
substantive issues were reviewed and incorporated into the revised
Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP), including:

Confirmation and clarification of policies on mixed land use nodes,
and urban corridors'.

Integration of recommendations on mobility corridors and
non-motorised transport aligned with the Sustainable Urban
Transport Master Plan;

Enhanced provisions on water resource management, urban
agriculture, environmental sustainability, and light pollution
mitigation;

Consideration and revisions to node boundaries (e.g. Olympia Node,
Klein Windhoek densities, Nubuamis/Brakwater buffer);

Concerns and confirmation of a dedicated policy strengthening on the
future GrootAub development', and

Refinement of implementation of inputs to several technical maps
and other inclusions in the document.

*** A summary of key inputs and responses is attached as pages 238 - 242 to
the agenda. The draft Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) therefore
represents a
well-balanced, forward-looking spatial framework that reflects community
input, technical refinement and statutory compliance.

Alignment and implications

The Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) serves as Council's primary
strategic spatial policy document and will:

Inform future reviews of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme;

Guide land allocation, infrastructure investment, and environmental
management;

Support the transition toward a compact, inclusive, and resilient
urban form; and

Strengthen intergovernmental coordination in line with the
6*^ National Development Plan and the future National Spatial
Framework.
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The adoption of the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) will not alter
or supersede existing property rights, but will serve as the primary
framework to guide all future development applications, rezoning, and
subdivisions in accordance with CounciPs delegated planning powers under
the Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5 of 2018).

In this regard it is important to note that the finalisation and submission of
the Windhoek Urban Structure Plan (WSUP) will position the Municipal
Council of Windhoek to be declared an Authorised Planning Authority
in terms of section 16 of the Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018
(Act 5 of 2018). This designation will vest the Municipal Council of
Windhoek with greater autonomy and delegated authority to approve
planning decisions consistent with the Windhoek Urban Structure
Plan (WSUP), thereby streamlining approval processes and significantly
reducing procedural delays.

Introduction

When property owners subdivide their land, creating access to the newly formed
properties often becomes necessary. Upon application to the Municipal Council
of Windhoek, specific parcels of land, typically designated for access (street)
purposes, are usually identified and recommended as part of the subdivision
approval process and conditions. The Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018
(Act 5 of 2018) stipulates that ownership of public places vests in the relevant
local authority. This provision ensures that when a land subdivision project
includes the establishment of areas designated for public use (public places),
legal ownership of these specific areas automatically transfers to the relevant
local authority upon formal approval of the subdivision. Even though a Council
resolution may stipulate that such property be donated to the municipality,
formal acceptance of the donation must still be made through Council. This
submission presents one such case for Council's consideration and approval of
the donation of properties reserved for public use.

Purpose

The purpose of this item is for Council to formally accept the donation of specific
properties listed below:

Farm 555 (street): This property is a portion of Portion 4 of Farm
Nubuamis No. 37 and is being donated by Youth with A Mission in South
West Africa/Namibia;
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Erven 3050 and 2640 in Okuryangava: These properties are also
designated as 'street' zones; and

Erf 3350 in Goreangab: This property is similarly zoned as 'street'.

Erven 3050 and 2640, Okinyangava, along with Erf 3350, Goreangab are being
donated by the National House Enterprise (NHE). Concurrently, tins item seeks
to authorise the Strategic Executive: Housing, Proper^ Management and Human
Settlement to officially accept these donations and sign the corresponding Deed
of Donation on behalf of Council.

Background

Donation of Farm 555 ('street') (a portion of Portion 4 of Farm
Nubuamis No. 37) - Youth with a Mission in South West
Africa/Namibia

*** Du Toit Associates Attorneys and Conveyancers submitted a Deed of
Donation, dated 31 August 2023, on behalf of Youth with a Mission in
Southwest Afnca/Namibia, and attached as pages 243 - 246 to the
agenda. In this Deed, they are donating Farm 555 ('street'), a portion of
Farm Nubuamis No. 37 to the Municipal Council of Windhoek. Youth
with a Mission in South West Africa/Namibia subdivided their farm, the
Remainder of Portion 4 (Deonsa) (a portion of Portion B) of the Farm
Nubuamis No. 37, into Farms 548 to 554; Farm 555 ('street', free of
conditions); and the Remainder, as per NAMPAB Item No. 91/2017,
attached as pages 247 - 249 to the agenda. As Farm 555 is zoned as a
'street', which is a public place, they now wish to donate it to the
Municipal Council of Windhoek at no cost.

Donation of Erven 2640, 3050 Okuryangava, and 3350 Goreangab -
National Housing Enterprise (NHE)

*** The National Housing Enterprise (NHE), in a letter dated 11 May 2021,
attached as pages 250 - 253 to the agenda, offered to donate
Erven 2640 and 3050, Okuryangava, and Erf 3350, Goreangab to the
Municipal Council of Windhoek. This offer is made because these erven
are zoned as 'public open space' and 'street' and ownership of properties
zoned as such within the boundary of a local authority ought to vest in
that local authority. The Strategic Executive: Housing, Property
Management and Human Settlement must seek Council's acceptance of
the donation before signing the Deed of Donation.

According to section 63(l)(c)(ii) of the Local Authorities Act, 1992
(Act 23 of 1992) (as amended), Ministerial approval for the acquisition
of immovable property by way of grant or donation is not required.

Section 92 of the Urban and Regional Planning Act, 2018 (Act 5
of2018)

The above-mentioned section states: 'If a subdivision entails the creation
of public places, the ownership of such public places vests in the local
authority in whose local authority area the land is situatedfrom the date
on which the general plan and documents are approved as contemplated
in section 91.'
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Creation of Public Places: This refers to the designation and establishment of
specific areas within newly subdivided land for public access and benefit.
Examples of such public places include roads, parks, open spaces and areas
designated for public infrastructure or amenities. These areas are meant to serve
the broader community and are typically subject to public use rights. The
properties listed above, which have been designated for donation to Coimcil, are
appropriate for the reasons described above.

Property description

*** - Farm 555, Nubuamis No. 37: This farm is officially designated as a
street and is part of a larger area of Portion 4 (Deonsa), which is a
subdivision of Portion B of Farm Nubuamis No. 37. Farm Nubuamis

No. 37. Farm 555, Nubuamis spans an area of ± 2.7935 hectares in
extent. Its ownership is formally documented under Certificate of
Registered Title T 6911/2020, which is attached as pages 254 - 257 to
the agenda.

*** - Erf 3050, Okuryangava: This erf (a surveyed plot of land) is officially
zoned for 'public open space', indicating its intended use for communal
recreational or green areas. It measures ± 8 110 m^ in extent and is held
under Title Deed No. 1251/1996, which is attached as pages 258 - 273
to the agenda.

*** - Erf3350, Goreangab: This erf is designated as a 'street' and is relatively
small, measuring just ± 13 m^ in extent. Its ownership is recorded under
Title Deed No. 5559/2013, with the relevant documentation attached as
pages 274 - 282 to the agenda.

*** - Erf2640,Okuryangava: SimilartoErf3350,Goreangab,thiserfisalso
designated as a street. It is significantly larger, spanning ± 3 546 m^ in
extent. This property is held under Title Deed No. 1251/1996, which is
attached as pages 258 - 273 to the agenda for review.

*** Council at its meeting held on 29 August 2013 per Resolution 250/08/2013
(paragraph 15) inter alia resolved to sell or lease proposed Portion 2 of
R/B/Klein Windhoek Town and Townlands No 70 (now Erf 801 Auasblick) to
former President Hifikepunye Lucas Pohamha. Council Resolution 250/08/2013
is attached as pages 298 - 301 to the agenda, paragraph 15 inter alia reads as
follows:

15 That upon the rezoning of the incorporated Portion 2 of Erf R/B/Klein
Windhoek Town and Townlands No. 70 it be reserved for the purchaser
to lease as requested, or that Portion 2 ofErf R/B/Klein Windhoek Town
and Townlands No. 70 be consolidated and purchased at a later stage.

*** Former President Hifikepunye Lucas Pohamba submitted a letter dated
21 November 2016, attached as page 302 to the agenda, in which he formally
expressed interest in purchasing Portion 2 of R/B^ein Windhoek Town and
Townlands No. 70 (now Erf 801, Auasblick). The Municipal Council of
Windhoek was responsible for the incorporation, subdivision and consolidation
of the property. It is against this background that approval for the purchase price
is now being sought.

Cadastral procedures

*** Paragraph 8 and 9 of Council Resolution 250/08/2013 provides for the subdivision
of the Remainder of Portion B of Windhoek Town and Townlands No. 70 into

Portions 1,2 and 3; and the incorporation of the portions into Auasblick as erven.
In 2014, the Townships Board approved the subdivision ofRemainder of Portion B
of Klein Windhoek Town and Townlands No. 70 into Portions 161 to 163 and the

Remainder per Subdivision Certificate attached as page 303 to the agenda. In
March 2015 per Item 77/2015, the Township Board approved the incorporation of
Portion 161 to 163 into Auasblick as Erven 800 to 801, Auasblick. Item 77/2015 is
attached as page 304 to the agenda.

*** Portion 2 officially became Portion 162 (a portion ofPortion B) ofKlein Windhoek
Town and Townlands No. 70. Portion 162 was incorporated into Auasblick as
Erf 801, Auasblick and measure ±4 868m^ in extent. An approved Survey
Diagram No. A 143/2015 for Portion 162; and approved Survey Diagram
No. A 231/2020 for consolidated Erf 1093, Auasblick which includes Erf 801,
Auasblick are attached as pages 305 and 306 - 309 respectively to the agenda.
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Valuation

The finalisation of the sale has been delayed due to the diagrams that were
approved 27 March 2020. It is worth noting that the Municipal Council of
Windhoek was responsible for the subdivision and all required cadastral
procedures. As a result, it is only justifiable that the 2020 valuation be applicable
as the delays in finalising the sale were not a result of failure by the purchaser.

*** The Strategic Executive: Housing, Property Management and Human Settlement
(Manager: Valuation Services) determined the market value of Portion 2 of
R/B/Klein Windhoek Town and Townlands No. 70 (now Erf 801, Auasblick),
measuring ± 4 868 m^ in extent, at N$5 500 000.00, as per Valuation Certificate
dated 30 January 2020, attached as page 310 to the agenda.

Conclusion

The Strategic Executive: Housing, Property Management and Human Settlement
recommend that the valuation dated 30 January 2020 be considered and
approved as the purchase price for Erf 801, (±4 868 m^ in extent) Auasblick
(Portion 2 of Erf R/B/KIein Windhoek Town and Townlands No. 70), given that
the approved diagrams were finalised on 27 March 2020.

The rezoning Erf 8681, Windhoek from 'residential' with a density of
1:900 m^ to 'office' with a bulk of 1.0 with a revised application (the
initial application was for a bulk of 2.0);

Consent in terms of Council Heritage Policy to use the existing historical
building on the erf as included in Table H of the Town Plarming Scheme
for office purposes; and.

Consent to proceed with construction and the use of the existing house
while the rezoning is in process.

*** The full application is attached as pages 311 - 354 to the agenda.

A credit clearance was provided and the Strategic Executive: Finance and Customer
Services indicated that the application may proceed.

Erf information

Erf 8681, Windhoek measures ± 3 479 m^ in extent and is zoned 'residential'
with a density of 1:900 m^. The erf was subdivided from Erf 1575, Windhoek
and is located opposite the offices of the Registrar of Deeds and the Surveyor
General. The eif and building are part of heritage classified buildings along
Robert Mugabe Avenue.

Development intention

The intention of the owner is to use the existing heritage buildings for offices
under a consent and later construct a multi-storey office building with a bulk of
1.0. that would be in addition to the exiting floor area of the existing heritage
building.

Public consultation

The public consultation process was completed in line with the requirements of
Council's PubUc Consultation Policy for the proposed development as follows:

*** - The proposed rezoning was advertised in the New Era and Namibian
newspapers on 8 and 15 September 2021 respectively, attached as
pages 341 - 342 to the agenda;
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*** - A notice of the proposed rezoning was placed on the notice board at the
Municipal Council of Windhoek Customer Care Centre (CCC), as well as on
the site, attached as pages 343 - 344 to the agenda;

*** - Neighbour consultation letters/forms were sent to the direct neighbours on
Erven 5648, 8680,841 and 8682, Windhoek, attached as pages 345 - 352
to the agenda;

*** - A notice was also placed in the Government Gazette of
15 September 2021, No. 7636, attached as pages 353 - 354 to the
agenda.

No objections were received.

Technical comments

The application was circulated for comments and the following can be reported:

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning

Sustainable Development

The division has no objection provided that the applicant meets all
Council requirements.

Roads Planning, Design and Traffic Flow

Erf 8681 is located between Robert Mugabe Avenue and Sperlingslust
Street. The erf still obtains access from Robert Mugabe Avenue until
Sperlingslust Street is upgraded to bitumen standard. Erf 8681,
Windhoek is zoned 'residential' with a density of one (1) dwelling per
900 m^ and measures ± 3 479 m^ in extent. Robert Mugabe Avenue is a
busy Arterial Street with high traffic volumes during peak hours.
However, there is currently no alternative access. The proposed rezoning
of Erf 8681, Windhoek from 'residential' with a density of 1:900 to
'office' with a bulk of 1.0 for the purpose of Business and Intellectual
Property Authority (BIPA) offices will be generating two hundred and
seventy one (271) additional trips to the current road network.

The division has no objection to the proposed rezoning of Erf 8681,
Windhoek from 'residential' with a density of 1:900 m^ to 'office' with
a bulk of 1.0 for the purpose of Business and Intellectual Property
Authority (BIPA) offices: Provided:

•  That the applicant conduct a Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) at
their own cost.

o  That it be noted that the immediate requirement is that no full access
or on street parking be allowed from Robert Mugabe Avenue for
the proposed rezoning, hence Sperlingslust Street should serve as
full access to the erf and the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA)
should highlight if a left-in and lefl-out access from Robert Mugabe
Avenue is possible.
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•  That it be noted that it is difficult to access Robert Mugabe due to
the high traffic volumes, the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) will
be required to assess system capacity, Non-Motorised
Transport (NMT) and public transport requirements.

•  That an area wide Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) is required to
determine the capacity of the immediate road network and the
mitigation required to support a bulk of 1.0 as guided by the
findings of the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA). Such Traffic
Impact Assessment (TIA) must consider amongst others, the node
encompassed by Robert Mugabe Avenue; Heinitzburg; and
Sperlingslust Streets; and Sam Nujorria Drive as being directly
influenced by the proposed rezoning.

•  That the roads and intersection improvements for the transport
system be informed by the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) to
be submitted together with conceptual plans to the Strategic
Executive: Urban and Transport Planning.

•  That it be noted that where street upgrading is required, a
corresponding Development Agreement needs to be signed with
Council. An Engineer must be appointed for the detail design and
supervision of the proposed construction works for the account of
the applicant, and such works must be completed to the
satisfaction on the Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport
Planning, before a completion certificate is approved for the site
development.

•  That the Engineer must consult the Strategic Executive: Urban
and Transport Planning, during the planning stages to ensure that
all potential drawbacks in respect of the Traffic Impact
Assessment (TIA) and access are addressed before development
gets under way.

•  That adequate stacking be accommodated at the entrance (to be
informed by the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA)) before access to
any drop off area or parking facility, being to the satisfaction of the
Strategic Executive: Urban and Transport Planning.

•  That minimum parking requirements to be provided for on-site,
be as follows:

That parking requirement for office is one (1) bay per
25 m^ utilised bulk to be provided for on-site; and

That a minimum of one (1) exclusive parking bay be
provided for every dwelling unit on-site.

The division has no objection to the use of the existing house for 'office'
purposes, while the rezoning is in process: Provided:
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•  That the applicant submit a plan indicating parking for the current
building before the rezoning applications proceeds to the Urban
and Regional Planning Board.

•  That it be noted that 'heritage' use is not exempted from any
parking requirement.

The division has no objection to the additional free 'residential' bulk to
be used exclusively for 'residential' purposes: Provided:

•  That free 'residential' bulk is limited to 50 % of the allowable

bulk.

•  That a minimum of one (1) exclusive parking bay be provided for
every dwelling unit on-site.

Roads and Stormwater

A storm water investigation was done, and the following is reported:

•  The proposed Erf 8681 has a general downward slope from the
north east into a south westerly direction.

•  There is a defined stormwater course flowing from the north east
into a south westerly direction, flowing approximately 10 to 13
meters away from the southern boundary of the proposed Erf 8681.

The division has no objection to the proposed application for rezoning of
Erf 8681, Robert Mugabe Avenue, Windhoek, from 'residential' to
'office': Provided:

•  That surface stormwater run-off be accommodated according to
clause 35 of the Windhoek Zoning Scheme.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical
Services

Engineering Services

The Development Proposal indicates that the applicant intends to rezone
Erf 8681, Windhoek, which will result in additional loads on existing
water and sewer networks.

No municipal sewer connection is available for Erf 8681, Windhoek.

The applicant is advised that the consideration of the intended rezoning
will be subject to the submission and approval of an Engineering
Report/Design for water and sewer provision as stipulated by the
Department of Infrastructure Water and Technical Services as follows:

•  That the applicant appoints a professional registered Engineer to
compile a comprehensive Design Report fully investigating the
impact of the proposed rezoning and developments on bofli the
bulk water- and bulk sewer-infrastructure.
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The Design Report be submitted by the appointed Engineer to the
Department of Infrastructure, Water and Technical Services
(In&astructure: Engineering Services Division) for approval
before starting with detail water and sewer infrastructure designs.

That all costs involved due to the Design Report be for the
applicant's account.

That the Design Report stipulates at least the following:

The expected water demand for the proposed
development.

How access to an existing water supply source or linkage
to an existing water supply network will cater for the
water demand of the development.

An analysis of the impact of the proposed development on
the existing bulk water infrastructure within the applicable
pressure zone, as well as on the existing water supply
source by taking the existing water demand as well as the
additional water demand, due to the development, into
account.

The minimum and maximum pressures within the
municipal reticulation network under peak- and low-flow
demand within the applicable pressure zone.

The calculated design wastewater generated by the
proposed development.

How the generated wastewater will be disposed of.

An analysis of the impact of the proposed development on
the existing municipal bulk sewer infrastructure
downstream of the point of connection, by taking the
existing sewer discharge as well as the additional sewer
discharge, due to the development, into account.

The Design Report to include detailed design calculations,
assumptions and clear referencing to standards used in the
calculations of water demands, sewer flows, pipe
capacities, storage requirements, treatment capacities, etc.

That all cost for the upgrading of existing services if
recommended by the Design Report, be borne by the applicant.

That it be noted that a Design Report be submitted by the
applicant and approved by the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure,
Water and Technical Services: (Engineering Services Division)
before submission to Urban and Regional Planning Board.
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•  That no building plans be approved before water and sewer
services are upgraded and taken over by Council as per approved
Design Report and designs.

•  That the design criteria are to be in accordance with the *The
Neighbourhood Planning and Desi^ Guide' as published by the
Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) and are
available on-line at

http://www.csir.co.za/Built environment/RedBook/.

•  That the applicant appoints a registered professional Engineer to
design a municipal sewer connection for the erf.

•  That the sewer design be submitted by the appointed Engineer to
the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and Technical
Services (Engineering Services Division) for approval before
starting with construction works.

•  That after approval of the sewer design, the applicant appoints a
Contractor to do the construction of the sewer line.

•  That the supervision of the construction works be done by a
registered professional Engineer.

•  That all costs involved due to the municipal sewer connection be
for the applicant's account.

•  That it be noted that a sewer design be submitted by the applicant
and approved by the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water
and Technical Services (Engineering Services Division) before
submission to the Urban and Regional Planning Board.

•  That no building plans be approved before a municipal sewer
connection is provided to the erf, and before infrastructure is
upgraded as per approved Design Report by the applicant and
t^en over by Council.

•  That any additional requirements with regard to water and sewer
services brought on as a direct consequence of the rezoning or
subsequent activities will be for the cost of the applicant, subject
to approval by the Strategic Executive: Infrastructure, Water and
Technical Services.

Comments from the Strategic Executive: Electricity

Technical Support

The Strategic Executive: Electricity has no objection to the application
submitted for the rezoning of Erf 8681 from 'residential'to 'office', with a
bulk of 1.0, as well as consent use as per subject matter: Provided:

•  That should any municipal electrical infrastructure need to be
relocated, dismantled or replaced as per request received from the
applicant, all cost related thereto will be for the applicant's
account.
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•  That only one (1) service connection from the municipal
electrical network will be allowed.

•  That for erven that are zoned 'general residential', 'business',
'office', 'institutional' or 'industrial' and a service connection
larger than 3 x 60 ampere is required, the applicant and/or his/her
electrical engineering representative contact the Strategic
Executive: Electricity, well in advance, during the planning stage,
before any building plans have been approved to determine
whether the existing electrical network can handle the additional
loading or whether a substation building or site is to be provided
by the applicant at his/her own cost to incorporate an additional
substation, and also to determine the financial contribution to be
made by the applicant towards the upgrade cost of the network.

•  That it be noted that a connection charge will be payable at the
cost of the applicant and the applicant be advised to review the
Department of Electricity's Connection Charge Policy, Schedule
of Approved Non-Regulated Tariffs and/or to consult directly
with the Strategic Executive: Electricity for information on
connection charges.

Urban Planning evaluation

Erf 8681, Windhoek falls within the Windhoek Township (Central) Office and
High-Density Policy Area, which would allow for a bulk of 0.4 and a density of
1:250 m^. This policy area aimed at development within an existing building,
usually an old house with minor alterations or demohshing ofan old house to revive
the area around the Central Business District (CBD) without much pressure on
services.

The existing house on Erf 8681, Windhoek is an example of a heritage building,
which should be preserved in terms of Table H of the Windhoek Town Planning
Scheme.

The Windhoek Structure Plan of 1996 provides guidelines that anticipated growth
and development from within the Central Business District (CBD) to ithe outer
laying areas. This cascades towards the outer edges allows for higher development
potential still within close proximity to the Central Business District (CBD).

The intensity of development controlled by bulk restrictions will taper from the
highest allowances in the Central Business District (CBD) downwards towards the
periphery; outlying shopping centres may also have bulk zoning above that oftheir
surroundings with a similar tapering. Unless special merit exists, the pattem will
be made up as follows:

Area Bulk

Central Business District fCBD) 4.0 3.5 2.0

Central Business District (CSD)Periblierv 1.0. A5 0:4 : . 1

Commercial districts adjacent to Central Business Distnct (CBD) 2.0 1.0 0.5

Industrial areas 1.0

Suburban business (shopping) centres 1.0 0.5 0.4
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The table above (highlighted line) indicates the category within which Erf 8681,
Windhoek falls in terms of the current approved Structure Plan, i.e.. Central
Business District (CBD) Periphery and therefore qualifies for 'office' zoning
with a bulk factor of maximum 1.0. Consent to use the current heritage building
for offices while planning procedures are being finalised can be considered.

'Heritage' consent

The Windhoek Town Planning Scheme as per Table H indicates that Erf 8681,
Windhoek, which was subdivided from modier Erf 1575, Windhoek has various
grades for preservations. These grades were allocated by the Heritage Council in
conjunction with the Municipal Council of Windhoek. These grades are:

It is required that the entire building be preserved as opposed to only a certain feature.
The applicant had indicated this would be the case.

Heritase huildins means a building included in Table Hand which, in the opinion
of Council, is worth preserving in whole or in part.

Heritage consent means the entering into of an agreement between Council and
the owner of a 'heritage building' in terms of which agreement the owner
undertakes to preserve the building or certain specifiedfeatures ofthe building to
the satisfaction of Council as quid pro quo for the granting ofpermission by
Council to use such building and ground for any use, provided that Council shall
not enter into such an agreement where it is expected that the use will have a
detrimental effect on the neighbourhood.

In terms ofthe proposed zoning and 'heritage' consent, the erfcan be used for offices.
By granting consent for the use of the building on Erf8681, Windhoek, Council and
the owner agree to maintain and preserve the 'heritage' status, irrespective a portion
to be preserved or the whole of the erf. It can also be the entire building, which is
mostly the case.

In compliance with the above heritage consent, the following implications will be
applicable: with an erf size of ± 3 479 m^ in extent, a bulk of 1.0 will culminate in
building with a floor area 3 479 m^. This would exclude the floor area of the heritage
consent, which will bring the total allowable bulk floor area to 3 678 m^. The
corresponding parking for the total allowable floor area must be provided on-site.

In the case where the applicant must preserve a heritage building as stipulated in the
Windhoek Town Planning Scheme, the applicant is 'rewarded' with additional floor
area. This conservation of heritage buildings mandates the Municipal Council of
Windhoek to be responsive in the same way as the undertaking by die applicant to
preserve and maintain the building.
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'Heritage' consent and exclusion from bulk calculations

In many cases wdth new developments, the old existing buildings, of which some
have a heritage value, are demolished to make way for new more modem and
functional buildings. The Municipal Council of Windhoek has introduced certain
incentives to encourage owners of buildings with heritage values to rather keep these
buildings where possible in order to preserve some of the older architectural heritage
for the future, which include:

Heritage consent where the Municipal Council of Windhoek may give
permission to use the building for any other use in addition to the erfs
primary rights and

Exclusion from hulk calculations, where additional floor area may he taken
into account with the calculation of 'total floor area' (hulk).

The existing dwelling house has a heritage value and C51 grading. Although new
buildings will be erected, it is planned to incorporate the existing building in the
proposed complex in order to preserve its heritage value, and not to demolish it.

The building on the Remainder of Erf 98, Klein Windhoek is also listed in Table H
of the Town Planning Scheme as a heritage building.

Herita2e huildins 'means a building included in Table H and which, in the opinion
of the Municipal Council of Windhoek, is worth preserving in whole or in a part'.

Heritase Consent means that in line with the Municipal Council of Windhoek's
Policy on the Conservation of Heritage Buildings, the owner may enter into an
agreement with Council for the preservation thereof, whereupon Council may grant
permission to use such building and ground for any use.

Exclusion from bulk calculations: The preservation of buildings for conservation
pwposes does involve increasing costs, arising from maintenance andfrom the fact
that an old building is not being replaced by a larger morefunctional building.

To assist owners to keep and preserve the heritage buildings, provision was made in
the Town Planning Scheme to exclude the floor area of the heritage building from
the calculation of the 'total floor area' (bulk).

On ground zoned for commercial use ('office', 'business' and 'industrial'), the total
floor area is restricted by the bulk factor allocated to an erf by the Town Planning
Scheme. Under the definition of total floor area (bulk) in the Town Planning
Scheme, the following uses are excluded from the bulk calculations:

Total floor area means the gross area of all floors of a building as fixed by the
exterior measurement of eachfloor, excluding:

(a) parking areas;

(b) a caretaker's flat, including work and storage areas not exceeding 120 m^;

(c) fire escapes;

(d) service wells including lift wells;
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(e) areas needed for the lift motor room, air-conditioning equipment and other
mechanical or electrical equipment which is necessary for the proper
functioning and utilisation ofthe building, provided that no portion ofsuch
floor area may he let or used for any other purpose;

(f) areasformingpart ofarcades;

(g) canopies;

(h) open roofs:

Provided that an additional floor area may be taken into account in accordance with
Council's Policy on Conservation of Heritage Buildings.

On application the floor area of a heritage building may thus be excluded from the
bulk calculation.

The Roads Planning Design and Traffic Flow Division however indicated that the
building on the erf was used for 'residential' purposes and the use by one (1)
family could sustain the access from Robert Mugabe Avenue. However, the
drastic increase in the proposed land use activities to 'office' with a bulk of 1.0,
would not justify safe access anymore. Robert Mugabe Avenue is a busy Arterial
Street with high traffic volumes during peak hours. The construction of
Sperlingslust Street is nearing completion to afford full access opportunities.

The applicant is thus requested to conduct a Traffic Impact Study. An area wide
Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA) is required to determine the capacity of the
immediate road network and the mitigation required to support a bulk of 1.0 as
guided by the findings of the Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA).

The Department of Infrastructure Water and Technical Services also indicated
that there are no municipal service connections available for Erf 8681,
Windhoek. This intended Development Proposal will result in additional loads
on existing water and sewer networks. Tlius, the applicant is advised that the
consideration of the intended rezoning will be subject to the submission and
approval of an Engineering Report/Design for water and sewer provision as
stipulated by the Department of Infrastnicttire Water and Technical Services as
contained in the recommendations.

Betterment fee/compensation

A betterment fee of 40 % is payable in line with the requirements of the Urban and
Regional Planning Act, 2018 (Act5 of2018) and the Windhoek Zoning Scheme.

Conclusion

The rezoning from 'residential' with a density of 1:900 m^ to 'office' with a bulk
of 1.0 and consent to use the heritage building for 'offices' is in line with the
Windhoek Structure Plan and the Policy on Heritage Buildings and is supported,
subject to all technical conditions and the payment of the compensation.
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Management Committee, after due consideration of the matter

1. PURPOSE

Following the internal meeting with your office on 04 November 2025, this
memorandum serves the piupose to present a proposed Action Plan to accelerate the
identification, prioritization, and repair of potholes affecting road safety and mobility,
focused on a two-to-three-week intervention period, commencing 10 November 2025.

2. BACKGROUND DISCUSSIONS

Roads in the paved network are basically constructed with several foundation layers,
depending on the volume and mass of the traffic it has to carry, and is then topped off
with a waterproof sealing layer. The sole purpose of the sealing layer is to protect and
preserve the pavement by preventing the ingress of water and air into the underlying
layers.

As the road ages (aging paved network of the City of Windhoek, most of which have
already passed their design life, reiterated), this sealing layer dries out and loses its
elasticity and waterproofing properties. Distress can be seen as cracks in the road
surface as well as aggregate loss from the surfacing seal. When water penetrates into
the upper foundation layers, the material starts to deform, and distress can be seen as
an uneven road surface and the formation of potholes.

The rainfall received during February-April 2025 amounted 500mm, with
approximately 60% thereof received during the month of March 2025 alone. This
excessive rainfall resulted in saturated ground conditions, which in effect accelerated
structural failiires (i.e., pavement failures, rutting, pavement cracks, etc.), followed-on
by an exponential intensification of surface failures and pothole outbreaks.



Unfortunately, it is almost impossible to quantity the extent of these surface failures
and the resultant formation of potholes on an aged paved network because of several
interrelated factors, as follows:

® Rapid and ongoing deterioration with new potholes forming daily, thus making
any quantification survey obsolete almost immediately.

• Widespread and variable damage, implying that some areas fail catastrophically
while others remain intact.

• Obscured visibility (i.e., standing water, mud, fines, and debris conceal
potholes).

• Weaknesses in the pavement structure is not immediately apparent.

In saying so and as per continuous reporting, potholes are the result of a combination

of contributing factors, which include:

•  Poor drainage that accelerates failures;

• Aging pavements that become brittle and weakened;

• High traffic volumes, especially heavy vehicles;

• Climate cycles (including climate change and associated variations over time);

•  Inadequate maintenance, mainly due to insufficient funding and resources;

• Etc.

Pothole repair is a routine preventative maintenance action and generally a short-to-

medium term intervention which keeps roads serviceable and safe in the short term

(typically few months). Longer-term interventions include periodic (resurfacing) and

scheduled (rehabilitation) maintenance actions. Ideally, routine maintenance actions

which includes patching or repair of localized failures, crack sealing, as well as any

texture treatments of existing surfacing should be carried out before any resurfacing

interventions.

The reality on the ground is that the City of Windhoek has an ageing paved network

of approximatelv SRl.lTkm, most of which have passed their original design life.

The average condition of the network is rated as fair, with 16% of the surfacing and

18% of the structure in the poor to very poor category.

If the average condition is fair, it indicates that half of the network is approaching an

unacceptable condition, and the percentages in the poor and very poor ranges are an

indication that a backlog has developed over time. The estimated Funding Backlog for

the flexible pavements to address this maintenance need is estimated at N$ 2.67 billion*

{"^Based on the outcome of the visual assessment concluded in November 2023 during

the 2023/24 Financial Year; In current terms, this backlog might even be larger).

It must be clearly emphasized that the occurrence of potholes is a direct consequence

of the above-mentioned factors. While routine pothole repairs can restore safety and

temporary serviceability, reliance on patching alone is not a sustainable or cost effective

solution.
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The current scale and frequency of pothole formation indicate that the network is

experiencing underlying structural and surface deterioration. Continuing to fimd ad-
hoc repairs, instead of addressing drainage, pavement layers, and overall reseal &
rehabilitation, is increasingly inefficient and may no longer be financially justifiable for

preserving our already weakened road infrastructure.

3. PROPOSED ACTION PLAN

WEEK 1: ONGOING ASSESSMENT. INCREASED RESOURCES AND

MOBILIZATION

3.1 SITUATION ASSESSMENT

3.1.1 ACTIVITIES EXECUTED SINCE MARCH 2025

The Roads and Stormwater (R&SW) Division Maintenance Section has been actively
addressing the current as well as the ever increasing number of new potholes forming
on the street so of Windhoek prior to the rainy season as part of its routine road
maintenance, with pothole repairs being reduced to only major repairs when the rainy
season commenced in January to February 2025.

In saying so, during the period of March and April 2005, the R&SW Northern and
Southern Office commenced with temporarily filling up potholes with soilcrete (soil
material and cement mixture) this was due to the continuous abnormal rainfall during
this period.

The reason for the temporary measure was due to the rain water that had collected
v^dthin the potholes, thus saturating the underling material and as a result remedial
action to fix the potholes cannot currently take place.

It is to be noted that the various Foremen and Interns of the two (2) Maintenance
Officers continuously visually assess the roads in their respective sections and reporting
the extent of any damages (potholes, surface cracking, as well as other maintenance
issues) to their respective Technicians who issue the relevant instructions to repair.

This Reporting and quantification of potholes repaired is ongoing, however as the new
potholes are being identified and in order to report same quantification would require
a consistent measurement across time.

The following challenges have been experienced while attending to the pothole repairs:
• Available resources of personnel to conduct the visual inspections on a regular

basis

• Available resources of in-house teams to repair the damaged roads
• Available resources of URC's, it is to be noted more teams relate to more

expenditure resulting in a shorter contract period
• URC's need to attend other maintenance items other than pothole repairs, thus

available contract amount needs to be managed accordingly
• Real time changing weather, Lighting
•  Traffic conditions on a fatigued network make data inconsistent and

incomparable as new potholes form on a daily basis.
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Pursuant to the above, the activities executed while simultaneously dealing with
numerous challenges since March 2025, are detailed below:

The previous Unit Rate Contracts (URCs) appointed over a fixed period of 2-
years came to an end on 25/07/2024 (Windhoek East) and 25/09/2024
(Windhoek West).
It is to be noted that the Windhoek East URC Contract expired earlier than the
2 year appointed period as the URC reached its awarded Contract Amount

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3.2 RESOURCE ALLOCATION AND TEAM MOBILIZATION

3.2.1 CURRENT DEPLOYED RESOURCES

As tabulated under 3.1.2 above. In saying so and to further clarify, a Pothole Repair
Response Team will typically require the following resources:

1 X compressor (crack sealing),
1 X flatbed truck

1 X driver

1 X foreman

5 X team members

Pursuant to the above, currently there are 16 teams assigned to Western Suburbs and
3 Teams to Eastern Suburbs respectively.

The current unbalanced assignment of teams will need to be addressed, as such an
additional five (5) teams have been sourced from JBasement to assist the internal teams
to attend to pothole repairs and crack sealing, Work instruction are issued daily, as
required, with in-house supervision to ensure quality.

Suggestions to source resources (labor only) through the offer of the Khomas Regional
Council and/or the Namibia Training Authority would require further investigation
(i.e., transportation needs, supervisory structure, plant, tools & personal protective
equipment, etc.) and possibly also additional training.

To be noted that the Division: Roads & Stormwater also had discussion with Messrs.

Much Asphalt, a local supplier of hot- and cold mix asphalt, towards collaborations
with industry leaders to offer hands-on practical and technical training on the causes,
identification and repair of potholes. The aforesaid training is tentatively scheduled for
mid-February 2026 and will be aimed at internal response teams and current URCs.

3.2.2 ADDITIONAL RESOURCES TO BE DEPLOYED

• Assign repair teams to specific zones, in respectively Roads North (Western
Suburbs) and Roads South (Eastem Suburbs), as identified above for efficiency.

• Allocate required resources (cold mix, hot asphalt, personnel and equipment,
safety gear, etc.).

•  Instruct Unit Rate - and Emergency Contractors to increase working hours,
maximize offered personnel and establish additional teams to accelerate work.

• Re-schedule and establish additional intemal resources and authorize over-time

within the confines of the Labor Act to maximize productivity.

•  Blading & Re-gravelling Contractor (JBasement) established 5 teams to focus
primarily on Roads North (Westem Suburbs).

• Budget allocation for the 2025/26 Financial Year amounted N$ 20 million
(minor road repairs) in total for the two (2) URC contract, each capped at the
N$ 35 mil thresholds over the appointed 2-year period. Seeing that additional
teams comes at additional cost, the contract award amounts of each URC would
be depleted much quicker, and possibly before expiry of the 2-year period.
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3.3 IMMEDIATE REPAIRS

•  Continue with repairs on pre-identified, high-priority and high-risk areas (focus
on main routes, major intersections, etc.).

•  Ensure quality control by the staff compliment of the Section: Roads &
Stormwater Maintenance; use durable repair materials and proper compaction.

•  Continue with daily & weekly reporting of completed works vs. planned targets.
• Monitor productivity and address bottlenecks (equipment breakdowns, material

shortages).

WEEK 2 a8-NOV-25 AND BEYOiVD): CONTINUED FULL-SCALE REPAIR

AND QUALITY ASSURANCE

3.4 EXPAND REPAIR OPERATIONS

• Extend operations to secondary and residential roads.
•  Continue addressing remaining urgent potholes (i.e., typically those that are

deeper than 50mm and wider that 300mm diameter, trench reinstatements, and
pipe bursts, that pose an immediate risk to road safety, traffic flow, or further
structural deterioration of the pavement) if not repaired promptly.

• Review team performances and rotate teams if deemed necessary
• Maintain updated progress dashboard for visibility.
•  It is envisaged that all Streets listed under Annexure A and B will be attended

to by the end November 2025

3.5 QUALITY ASSURANCE AND FOLLOW-UP

•  Continue to inspect repaired sites for quality and durability.
•  Continue to instruct rework of any substandard repairs immediately prior to

acceptance and certification for payment.
•  Introduce and instruct before-and-after documentation of conditions with

photos and GPS coordinates as quality tracker and prerequisite for payment
3.6 REPORTING AND SUSTAINABILITY MEASURES

•  Continued submission of Weekly Progress Report relating the number of
potholes repaired, roads covered, and totals of materials used.

•  Set targets are aimed at the repair of 2,000 potholes per month per URC
contractor.

•  Communicate outcomes to the public weekly (every Monday after the passing
of a full week of work) to enhance transparency and confidence.

• Weekly online educational programme to be rolled out to educate public on
measures to take to prevent controllable pothole formations as a result of leaking
toilets, illegal toilets draining on to road surfaced, leaking public taps/stand
pipes, carwashes etc.

4. SUPPORT NEEDED FROM CEO OFFICE

• Additional funding
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• Additional resources (Experienced Personnel / Teams)
• Approval to source additional resources from Roads Authority (request sent,

5. SUGGESTIONS MOVING FORWARD

• Urgently address prolonged vacancies in key positions. (Critical vacancies to be
filled as a matter of urgency), such as Section Engineer: Maintenance,
Engineering Technician: Roads South & Team members & Team leaders

•  Secure Annual Budget for the Roads Maintenance Plan (Schedule) abstracted from

the Pavement Management System (PMS), as presented to the Strategic Executive
Forum, to address the reported backlog and reduce recurrences. This will
ultimately reduce the reactive need to address pothole fixing which is short
terms.

•  Support efforts to attract experienced Contractors. Pre-qualification proposed.
• Expedite procurement procedures, and increase thresholds, moreover on multi-

year projects (i.e., for Unit-Rate Contracts).
•  Increase annual budget allocations for road preservation.
• Ensure that URC contracts are in place continuously and that they allow for

additional resources during rainy seasons (at least for the duration of the 3-
month period between February to April) to address rain damaged areas.

•  Implement quarterly / annual review of lessons learned and challenges
encountered.

Further to the above, it should be noted that resealing a road is a proactive, network-level
intervention that protects the entire pavement surface from water ingress and oxidation, thereby
slowing down deterioration and extending the life of the road, whereas pothole fixing is a
reactive, spot treatment that only restores safety at individual failure points. By maintaining
the waterproofing and integrity of the surface, reseals reduce the likelihood and frequency of
potholes forming in the first place, which in turn lowers long-term maintenance costs. In
contrast, repeated pothole repairs on an ageing or cracked surface quickly become
uneconomical, because they do not address the underlying causes of distress. The City of
"Windhoek Municipal Council should thus seek to preserve road assets as per the
recommendations of the Pavement Management System (PMS) which was presented to the SE
Forum. Additionally, it should be noted that timely resealing is therefore the more effective
and financially prudent strategy, with pothole repairs reserved for immediate safety risks.

The above-mentioned turnaround strategy is targeted for the next 2-3 weeks. The CEO will be
kept abreast with weekly updates.

I nope this ieitsrfino's you well. Following the recent heavy rains across Namibia, there
has been significant damage to roads, bridges, and other cotical infrastructure in many-
areas. As a result, the NALAO, in collaboration v/ith the Roads Authority, Is urgently
gaihering detailed infonmation regarding the extent of these damages', spscificaiiv
roousi.ng on road conditions, potholes, and bridge failures.

We kindly request thaz you provide the following information si your earliest
convenience:

1. Detailed List of Damaged Roads and Sndges: Please provide a
Gomprenensive list of roads and bridges that have been severely impacted by
the rains, including their locations and the extent of the damage. This should
include any notable structural issues or disruptions to traffic flow.

2. Prsliminary Cost Estimates: For each road or bridge, please include a
preliminary cost estimate for rehabiiitSLion or reconsffuction. This estimats
should cover repai'r works, resurfacing, and any improvements necessary to
prevent future damage, such as drainage system upgrades,

3. Drainage System Improvemsnts: In addition to the damage assessments of
roads a.nd bridges, ws would also appreciate any input on necessary
improvements or expansions to local drainage systems that could mitigate the
Impact of future heavy rains.

Given the urgency of the matter. NALAO plans to submit a joint proposal with the
Roads Authorffy to the Government by the end of this v/esk. We, therefore, request
that you submit this information to us by Thursday, March 27. 2025. which will allow
us to oompile and present the necessary data lo the Government for prompt action.

We understand that this Is a challenging task, but ws are confident that your
coopeiation in providing the required details v/il! play a crucial role in securing the
necessary resources for the rehabilitation and improvement of critical infrastructure.

OBJECTION TO INTENDED SALE OF ERVEN 146,147,148,150, R/152, 6577-
WINDHOffi^N^ICE NO 101/2014

I'm writing to your good offices to again raise our objection to the sale of the
abovementidned erven"and to also sketch to you the background pertaining to
our application to purchase the same.

On 10 October 2011 a letter was \vritten to the office of the then Chief Executive
Officer Mr. Niilo Taapopi, applying to purchase these erven by private treaty.
Right fi-om the onset I indicated that it was our intention to construct a mixed-
use business development to be named after our Founding Father and to be
named Sam Nujoma Square. See Annexure 1. -- -= -

On 24 October 2011 vve received a reply from Mr. Elly Shipiki that our
application is hereby acknowledged. The letter further indicated that and I
quote: kindly take note that same is receiving our due consideratioirand
that we would revert to you in due course with a comprehensive reply as
soon as ail comments are available" unquote. See Annexure 2.

Your Worship, it is important to note at this juncture that our company
indentified and applied for these erven long before any other entity had applied
for the same. In the months that followed our application, 1 enquired verbally
with the CEO and-Mr.-Shipiki as to the progress of our application and 1 was
always being assured that It is receiving the attention of the Management and
Council,

After 14 months passed, 1 became suspicious that someone somewhere was not
telling me the truth and decided to write a follow up letter to the CEO on 05
February 2013. This time 1 copied the then Mayor and Chairman of the
Management Committee, Ms Agnes Kafula and Mr. Moses Shiikwa respectively.
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See Annexure 3. In that letter I stated that we are aware of the need for the City
to add more office space to your growing staff component and that^ as part of the
development, we intended to construct an office block, which in co-operation
with the city, could be used to accommodate your staff.

In reaction to our letter of 5 February 2013 a number of emails were exchanged
between myself and the CEO offices in which attempts were made to arrange a
meeting to discuss our expression of interest to purchase the properties. A
presentation date was initially set by the office of the CEO for 10 April 2013. The
date was cancelled by the Council and moved to 14 May 2013. The meeting set
for 14 May 2013 was then cancelled and moved to 06 June 2013.1 was not
available on 06 June 2013 due to an event I was attending in Mozambique. A
further meeting was set for 04 July 2013. The meeting was once again cancelled
and postponed to 25 July 2013. At the last minute, the meeting set for 25 July
2013 was once again cancelled. The meeting was thereafter scheduled for 14
August 2013. This meeting also did not take place. For a final time it was
scheduled for 16 September 2013 and on that date the meeting eventually took
place.

On 16 September 2013 we were given the first chance to have an audience with
the your offices imrespect of our expression of interest. Myselfi^aldhg with the
appointed Architects - Barnard Mutua Architechts and our appointed Quantity
Surveyors - Hendrik Husselman Quantity Surveyors, attended the meeting. Our
team was introduced and background was given about our company and the
proposed development. We presented the conceptual design for the proposed
development The proposal was made that we build office space for the city of
Windhoek as part of the development and that the value of this office space
would serve as compensation for a proportionate value of the land that was to be
transferred to our company. In addition we proposed to pay a negotiated cash
price for the remaining value of the land. -

At the end of the presentation on 16 September 2013, we were informed that the
proposal would be discussed by your Management Committee and that the
Committee would probably require more information and would inform us as to
exactly^whatjwas need_edAt_that stage we were also assured that there-^were no- -
other pending applications for purchase of the properties.

A letter dated 15 October 2013 was received from the Department of Economic
Development and Environment, per Ms. Utete Karimbue-Mupaine, in which
reference was made to the presentation that we conducted on 14 August 2013
(this should probably have read 16 September 2013} in respect_pfgur
application to purchase the properties. Further information was requested and it
was noted that one of the erven in the application, erf 5 75 7, is privately owned
and that we should negotiate with the owner directly or exclude the same from
the proposed development. See Annexure 4.

On 30 January 2014 a letter was received from the Strategic Executive; Economic
Development and Environment Ms. Utete Karimbue-Mupaine. In the letter it was
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stated that the matter was referred back to the Management Committee by the
Council in order for certain Information to be obtained so that a proper
assessment of the applications could be made. After this happened^ according to
the letter, the applications would then be resubmitted to the Council for
approval.. See Annexure 5.

On 7 February 2014, in response to the letter dated 30 January 2014, we
submitted our proposal for the development The proposal addressed items
listed at numbered paragraphs 1 to 6 of the letter by providing the requested
information.

We heard nothing from the City after the submission of our proposal on 7
February 2014 and, on 2 May 2014,1 came across a newspaper article published
in the Namibian stating that the properties are intended to be sold to Holme
Investment Namibia, an Italian owned company.

At that point (i.e. just after 2 May 2014] we instructed Koep & Partners to
engage the Council on the intended sale to Holme and, as you are aware, a
number of corresspondence were exchanged between their and your offices
from then onwards. We shall not go into the contents of the correspondence
again as they are;alTco_ntained in our Objection file.

On 19 June 2014 we received-a letter from you're the CEO in terms of which it
stated that following due consideration of our application to purchase the
properties, our application has been unsuccessful as per Council Resolution
99/04/2014. See Annexure 6.

In the letter dated 19 June 2014 no reasons are given as to why our application
was unsuccessful.

The above facts constitutes our understanding of the background leading up the
point in time at which the intended sale has been published in terms of section
63 of the Act.

Our Company is a_10_0% fully owned Namibian entity, which was registeredin
2006. It is wholly owned by Namibian Citizens of which 90% are previously
disadvantaged Namibians. We are registered with the Social Security
Commission and the Receiver of Revenue. We are also registered as an SME with
the Ministiy of Trade and Industrialization. We employ 21 fiilltime employees, 9
of which are women and 17 of which are previously disadvantaged Namibians.

There is one named equity participant who would acquire a shareholding in_our
company if our proposal is accepted by Council, namely Ms. Birgit Bergmann. Ms.
Bergmann fully supports our application to acquire the properties as can be seen
from the attached letter fay her to our company. In the letter of 18 February
2014, Ms Bergmann confirms her participation in the proposed development by
our company and in her letter of 17 September 2014 she again reassures us of
her commitment towards the project. This was after she was approached by the
Italians. See Annexures 7.
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Ms Bergmann is a Namibian national by birth. She is also the sole stakeholder of
Allurban Enterprises CC, the close corporation that owns Erf 5757. Erf 5757 is
located in-between erven 156,157,148 and 150. It is central to most of the
erven that comprise the properties.

The Contractors involved in the project include Barnard Mutua Architects and
Hendrik Husselman Quantity Surveyors, two prominent Namibian owned
entities. As part of our youth empowerment initiative we have also brought in a
highly skilled and brilliant Namibian youth Mr. Taamba lithete as shareholder
with Barnard and Mutua as possible strategic shareholders in their private
capacity.

In terms of the executive summary to our proposal it is stated inter alia that:

800m2 office space would be provided to the City of Windhoek in exchange for
the above-mentioned erven subject to the terms and conditions to be negotiated.
The office space would be owned by the city of Windhoek on a sectional title
basis. This we understand, means that part of the purchase price for the
properties would be funded byway of transfer of ownership of the sectional
titles once the development was completed, into the name of the City of
Windhoek. " "

Costing was estimatedat N$ 248,000, 000.00 and the financing for this was
intended to be secured once final discussions had taken place for the acquisition
of land. At that point we were not in a position to secure financing as the terms
according to which the properties would be purchased had not been finalized.
However, in the meantime, we have been able to secure a committed local
Financier, which will keep our precious resources in the country.

We have been provided with the addendum to the agenda of the monthly Council
meeting which was held on 30 April 2014. We have also been provided with the
minutes of that meeting. We understand the documents that are contained in the
Addendum to be the only documents which were submitted by Holme in support
of its offer to purchase the properties. We further understand these documents
to be the documents_that were.served before Council when it made its decision
to offer the sale of the properties to Holme.

1 wish now to deal with certain aspects of the aforesaid addendum. In the letter
dated 28 October 2013 titled "Offer to purchase" Holme provided a brief
summary of the details pertaining to what it terms "possible project". See
Annexure 8.

From the outset. Erf 5757 is identified as something that could affect the
feasibility ofthe project by Holme in its entirety. A very loose estimation of the
project costing is given at N$ 2 billion. Holme states that 27% is owned by
apreviously disadvantaged black Namibian woman, without mentioning any
names or numbers of shareholders.
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In the letter it is also stated that Holme does not believe it would be wise for it to
enter into private negotiations with the owner of Erf 5757 and that it expected
the office of the CEO to contact the owner and to negotiate a rate with the owner.
It is stated that Erf 5757 is essential to the project and without it. Rhino towers
as envisaged by Holme would not be possible. It is baffling how Council could
have decided to sell these properties to Holme knowing that we are already in
partnership with the owners of Erf 5757.

At part 5 of the resolution by Council, it is stated that Holme is required to
"dedicate two floors in office space as committed in their approved proposal
submitted to Council". In the addendum referred to above, at page 769(;i] to 807,
a letter by Holme with attachments is contained. At no place in that letter or the
attachments is there any discussion regarding office space which Holme is
required to dedicate. Upon enquiry, it was confirmed by the office of the CEO that
no revised proposal of Holme exists - this is disturbing, as there is no recorded
commitment by Holme to provide such office space. See Annexure 9. This has
numerous implications in that either there were other meetings between Council
and/or individuals from the City of Windhoek between themselves and Holme
where certain information was exchanged or commitments made Irom Holme
which fall outside the submitted information put before Council. This clearly
prejudiced us and other applicants.

It can only be deducted that the idea of office space to Council was taken from-
our initial proposal of our letter of 5 February 2013 and our presentation to the
Councillors' Forum on 16 September 2013, together with our comprehensive
response to the additional information required by the letter of 30 January 2014
from Ms. Karimbue-Mupaine's office.

Considering the supporting document which accompanies the proposal by
Holme, we wish to highlight the following further facts:

A letter by Banca Stato C a banking institution] dated 31 July 2012 is submitted"in "
support of the application. It mentions that Holme is still to be incorporated. The
letter is dearly based on a proposal by Holme which, at the time at which it the
letter was authored, did npt emst. The only detail it provides is that real estate
will be constructed in the city of Windhoek. It goes only as far as to say that the
relationship between the bank and the holding company - Aegis Investors SA
Luxembourg' is to the bank's satisfaction. The letter is qualified by stating it is
given without any responsibility on the part of the bank. See Annexure 10.

With respect, the documents which follow in the application by Holme contain
nothing more than photographs and a list of infrastructure which were
constructed, seemingly by Aeges Investors Sa Luxembourg. ~

Following the list and photographs aforementioned appears plans for the "Rhino
Towers" without any detail pertaining to a business plan, a financial offer to the
City, proof of financial capacity, proof of ownership or shareholding details of
Holme or the founding statement for Holme and no information whatsoever
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which contractors will be used for the project [we can only presume that the
contactors will be foreign).

In a letter from the City dated 30-January 2014 addressed to Holme, an identical
copy of which was sent to us, it is stated that the matter was referred back to the
Management Committee in order for the Strategic Executive: Economic
development and Environment, to obtain all outstanding information for the
proper assessment of the application in order to make a recommendation to the
Management Committee / Council for the allocation of the properties. The letter
requests certain information in respectofthe application, such as a business
plan, a financial offer, a completion date of the project, proof of financial capacity,
ownership and shareholding details of Holme and the founding statement of the
company registration with the Ministiy of Trade and Industry. See Annexure 11.

In a letter dated 6 February 2014 Holme has responded to the letter by stating
that all of the points were addressed in its letter of 28 October 2013. See
Annexure 12. We state the obvious that none of the information requested by
the City appears In the letter by Holme dated 28 October 2013, save perhaps for
the completion date. See Annexure 8. How Council could have arrived at a
decision to award the sale of these properties without the necessary legal
requirements and criteria serby Council, is beyond my comprehension. .

Although proof of company registration and shareholding of Holme was not - ^
contained in the addendum to the minutes of the Council meeting, we have
nevertheless secured this information and wish to point out the following:

"Holme Investments Namibia [Pty] Ltd" was previously registered as Dorres
Investments Eight Two [Pty) Ltd.

Dorres Investments Eight Two [Pty) Ltd. was incorporated on 18 November
2011 under registration 2011/0716. Its directors are Nabil Robiati, Marco
Mascheroni Fagnano Olona and Roberto Crespi Agrate Brianza. There are no
Namibian Directors.

Holme has 100 ordinaiy_paryalue.shares. Ithas two shareholders, namely: ^

Holme SA, which holds 73 shares;

Khan Investments Number One Nine Nine CC, which holds 27 shares.

We have further obtained the latest Amended Founding Statement for Khan
Investments Number One Nine Nine CC, registration number CC/2012/9348. We
understand that Khan Investments Number One Nine Nine CC was registered
around 2012. It only has one member, namely Ndelitungapo Ndiitah Robiati. We
understand Mrs. Robiati to be the wife of Mr. Robiati, one of the directors of
Holme.

Based on what we have revealed above and the information that we have been
provided with, we content that the Council erred on the facts, and failed to
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properly apply its mind when deciding to sell the properties to Holme for the
following reasons:

1. It failed to take into account that without Erf 5757, the development as
proposed by Holme will fail. Even Holme accepted that without erf
5757, there will be no development. The intended sale to Holme is a
conditional one - and, as the owner of Erf 5757 supports the
development as proposed by us, a sale of Erf 5757 to Holme will never
happen.

2. In a letter from the CEO dated 26 September 2014, the City offered to
sell the properties to Holme for N$ 61.5 million plus VAT. See
Annexure 13. Holme wrote back on 2 October 2014 offering to pay N$
48 million, of which N$ 10 million is cash and 600m2 of offices on the
first floor for the city. Alternatively they want the properties for free in
return for 1211m2 office space for the city. See Annexure 14. This is
rather shocking to say the least, as everyone who is in construction
knows that it cost less than half N$ 48 million to build 1211m2 of office
space. One of the ludicrous suggestions in the letter by Holme is for the
City to apparently to expropriate Erf 5757. It shows clearly that Holme
has no proper finances, in place to purchase these erven hence its failure
to submit all the requirements as demanded by the city.

3. The Council based its decision on Holme's application that was in many
respects incomplete, with unverifiable information and documentation,
as has been highlighted above. To restate. Holme provided no or
inadequate details pertaining to;

A. a business plan
B. a Financial offer to Council

C. adequate proof of financial capacity
D. proof of ownership or shareholding details of Holme or the founding

statement for Holme and particulars of the alleged "previously
disadvantaged black Namibian woman holding 27% in Holme

E. particulars of any^local^consultants it intends to use for the project.

4. Given the inadequate particulars provided in Holme's application and
Holme's lack of complying with the criteria set by Council to be able to
take an informed decision, it becomes apparent that Council, when it
took the decision at its meeting of 30 April 2014, erred on the facts
and/or failed to apply its mind properly.

The properties were; pending your consideration of our application, never
officiall}'^ on the market for sale. The fact that Holme was able to introduce and
submit a development for the exact same erven we wanted to acquire, is suspect
and clear indication that information of our application for the development was
conveyed ("leaked"] to our competitors by members of the Council or employees
of the City of Windhoek.

7
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Our application was, we submit, in most respects complete, and the information
provided verifiable. The proposed development is realistic, and feasible,
especially in view of the owner of Erf 5757 having agreed to participate in the
project and to make available erf 5757 for this purpose. We cannot comprehend
the fact that as a Swapo Party dominated Council, you opted to reject a proposal
from a 100% owned Namibian entity,that will honor the Founder of our
Republic with a permanent structure in the heart of our Capital, and instead opt
to grant what we have so bitterly fought for, to Foreigners whose background is
questionable. Will we as Namibians ever going to get the same piece of land in
Italy? I am sure not in a thousand years.

In so far as our objection is concerned, we noted that the advertisement for the
intended sale of the properties in terms of Section 63[2] of the Local Authorities
Act 3 of 1992, were placed in the local papers on 12 September 2014. The closing
date for Objections was 03 October 2014. We lodged our objection on the closing
day of 03 October 2014.

It has come to our attention that Council at its meeting on 25^^ November 2014
has taken a decision in terms of which Council resolved to proceed with the
intended sale of the erven" to-HoIme Investments Namibia (Pty) Ltd, despite our
Objection.

We have now established that on Page 178 of Council's minutes of 25
November2014, the minutes state something in the followinglines:

"It is worth noting that the City also received an objection letter dated
October 2014 from Etzold-Duvenage Attorneys, also acting on behalf of
NDl Holdings (Pty) Ltd. It therefore appears as if two law firms, Etzold-
Duvenage and Koep and Partners, were acting for the same client being

We have furthermore established that the minutes do not deal with our objection
lodged on our behalf by our attorneys Etzold-Duvenage, despite Council
confirming that it has recoived.our objection. Instead only "two other objections"
were considered.

We would like to refer Your Worship to the Introductory paragraph of our ■
objection by our attorneys Etzold-Duvenage, and quote as follows:

"We refer to the above matter and confirm that we now represent NDI
Holdings (Pty) Ltd ( NDI /^'our clien^'). It's previons attorneys of record,
had to withdraw fi-om this matter due to a conflict of interest".

Your minutes seem to support the view that our objection has not even been
read, otherwise Council would have noted that there are not 2 law firms
representing NDI, but one.
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We find it disturbing and alarming that our objection, consisting of the objection
letter in a lever arch file, has not been considered - despite having been lodged
in time as is evident from the attached "acknov/ledgement receipt." See
Annexure 15. We are very much aware that our submission and initial proposal
threatened to derail some people's, (within Council and StafQ, hidden vested
interests in these properties. We are also aware of a business associate of a
former employee of Council now making frantic calls to those within Council to
have the land transferred to Holme. Although they are nowhere listed as
Shareholders of Holme. They even went to complain to the Former Hon. Minister
of the now renamed Ministry of Urban and Rural Development that the process
is taking long. It begs the question as to why they were not visible during the
whole process?

When considering our grounds for objection, it is unfortunate that the process
leading up to Council's decision to sell the properties to Holme, seems to have .
been tainted with favoritism and undue preference.

Your Worship, we are urging Council to consider review proceedings of the
decision making process, and in this regard, we kindly requestyour good offices
to provide us with the following:

The Notice in terms of which NDI or its legal representative (Etzold-
Duvenage] is informed of Council's decision;

Council's Minutes/Resolution of the meeting of 25^ November 2014

Copies of all documentation:

Submitted to the Minister By Council for consideration as contemplated in
Section 63(3](b}(i3 ofLocal Authorities Act, if any;

And

The Minister's recommendation/approval iro the intended sale as
required in terms of section 63(3}(b](i] of the Local Authorities Act, if
any.

In the event our objection was not submitted to the line Minister, please
advise accordingly.

We reserve our right to amplify these submissions and to make such
representations as may be required;

In so far as the submissions contained in this objection refers to factual
matter, confirmatory affidavits from those individuals who are able to
confirm the correctness of such factual matter, can be obtained upon your
request.

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Progress report

Following the abbvementioned resolution, several consultations have taken
place with internal departments, in order to formulate a strategy for the
development of this group of erven. To this end, the draft Terms of
Reference (ToR) for the development of these erven were also developed,
which proposed a Public Private Partnership (PPP) approach through the
application of the Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) model.

Key points for consideration

1  Alienation of all Council properties

One of the key issues for consideration is whether Council should
alienate all these properties, as per Coimcil Resolution 308/10/2011, or
just some of these properties.

It is not considered in the best interest of Council to alienate all these
erven, especially given also their strategic location and tlie need for
Council to retain some leverage as the City continues to expand, and
the needs of the growing city, accordingly, change over time. Another
-aspect to take into consideration is how the-indiscriminate alienation of
Imd will influence Council's asset base and ability to source financing
in future.

Unless the alienation of these properties are determined by a long term
luban development strategy. Council will" approve the alienation of
erven for short term financial gains and may find itself in the precarious
position of having to purchase back these erven at high costs in
twenty (20) years' time due to the changing developmental needs of the
City. This has been the experience of many City Councils worldwide
that have found themselves at loggerheads with private land owners
who does not have the same interests as Coxmcil, and subsequently are
unwilling to develop properties to serve the needs of the City.

The park is not enough, in number or size, to serve the
residents and visitors and sometimes people can't even find a spot to sit
during lunch hour. The Zoopark is often booked for awareness
campaigns and events which further reduce the space-available for

" residents to utilise during that specific day. As part of the proposed
development conditions of the remaining erven, the developer may then
be requested to develop the park on Erf 3439. The City will then take
over the maintenance upon completion of the park. Instead of alienating
the property, it was recommended that the property be retained by
CounciTbut still developed into a bus depot, tourism info ceiitre and
parking by the successful tender as part of the conditions of the tender.

Sun screening around the building facade

Given the harshness of the Namibian sun for most of the year one of the most expensive

operationai cost within a development is cooling and air-conditioning. The provision of this sun
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screening has a functional purpose of ensuring restricted direct sunlight into the building
interior, keeping it cool and sheltered from the sun.

The screening also adds to the aesthetic appearance of the building giving it a distinctive
appearance from any other building in Windhoek.

As a design measure to restrict direct sunlight from penetrating Into the interior of the
buildings, which increases cooling costs, enlarged glass facades are orientated north and south
to minimize direct exposure to sunlight.

The planting of trees around the perimeter of the building is a further effort to contribute to the
aesthetics of the building while reducing the carbon footprint of the building. This becomes
especially important with a building of this size and bulk. It is envisioned that indigenous trees
will be planted all around the perimeter of the block to also minimize the occurrence of urban
noises emanating from the busy streets.

*  Provision of a public vertical-garden

A public vertical-garden is planned to create a green space within the heart of the city. This area
is especially envisioned to become an entertainment area for restaurants and coffee shop
esta'blishments planned for the square. This becomes of particular value in establishing the
development as a place where residents, tourists, professionals or other workers in the CBD
area can meet and socialize, providing a vibrant space within the heart of the city. This is a

That implies a bone fide

engagement in order to seek to conclude some agreement with respect to the

proposed sale and development of the properties.

You will have to agree that it will be easy enough to establish if the Council is not

bone fide in their engagement and then action can be taken by my client against

the Council for not complying with the Minister's decision.

A summary of fifty (50) concerns and comments raised during the Public Consultation process was
thoroughiy reviewed by the technical team to assess their impiications for potentiai amendments to
the Windhoek Urban Structure Pian. Each submission was carefuiiy evaiuated on its merit, considering
technical feasibility, policy alignment, and overall consistency with the strategic objectives of the Plan.

Based on this assessment, amendments were incorporated where deemed necessary and
appropriate. The details of ail accepted changes and inclusions are presented in the table below.

Where
definitive actions emanate from the WUSP these will be
quantified and detailed for implementation taking into due
consideration budget availability, amongst other critical
resources.

The emphasis placed on the nodes was confirmed and
correct and intentional for the foreseeable future as
adequate planning has to support the future
establishment of Public Transport. In this regard, four
main corridors (Independence, Peter Nanyemba, Eveline
and Green Mountain Dam Corridors) were identified
which were Included in Figure 118 of the WUSP.
Considering the extent of the plan and existing
development, more emphasis has been placed on the
former Haloid Industrial area where Ramatex use to be
and where development is likely to take off as well as the
Brakwater area. Green industry in the Peri-Urban areas
is also encouraged and is already targeted under the
relevant projects and initiatives by the Department of
Economic Development and Community Service.
This was considered and part of it has now been included
in the CBD development policy area where it was
possible to take access from the rear due to the arterial
nature of Hosea Kutako drive.
The WUSP policy frameworks (such as WC 8) has made
provisions for cycling. Furthermore, the proposals
contained in the NMT Master Plan for the city has been
brought forward in the WUSP. In this regard, the
necessary policy statements and requirements are
included for all new development - please also refer to
Appendix 2 covering specific design guidelines.
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15. Consider including the location or"
"hubs" at each end of the extended

CBD Precinct.

The development intensity in the entire CBD is high
enough, in particular at the top and bottom end and does
not need additional hubs. The intention is to expand and
enhance existing development in all areas along the
corridors to form a continuous

16. Consider making changes to the
boundary and zoning of the Olympia
Node;

The proposal was discussed, and it was resolved that the
policy area has been carefully considered developed
through an intense consultation process with land owners
in the area and agreed as a result of the outcome of this
process (outside of the structure plan preparation
process). It was confirmed that due process was followed
and the area should remain as proposed.

17. Consider a statement on future

interventions in Groot Aub

A dedicated addendum to the urban structure plan will be
prepared for Groot Aub, which will have comprehensive
interventions for Groot Aub,

Density, Mixed Use

inclusive Housing

18. Consider a policy placing emphasis on
the advantages of developing
affordable housing for workers within
new estates and townships.

The WUSP has made provision for the Inclusionary
Housing Policy as demonstrated by Appendix 1
(Inclusionary Housing Policy Framework).

19. Consider the removal of the small

higher density residential zone located
in the middle of Nubuamis

Confirmed and corrected in the document.

20. Consider a review of the density levels
proposed for the properties located
along Dr Kenneth Kaunda Street within
the Klein Windhoek Node.

This proposal was discussed, and it was resolved that
the proposed densities are indeed too high and should be
lowered to 1:250. The WUSP was amended accordingly.

21. Revisit the policy on how low-income
and employee housing could be
introduced into metropolitan nodes

The proposal was discussed, and It was resolved that
this is covered adequately in the prevailing policies for
the Aris and Kapps Farm nodes. Please also refer to
Appendix 1: Inclusionary Housing Policy Framework.

Vision Policy

Standards

22. Consider a statement on the need for

. cooperation with .government for the
shared development and use of sport
and recreation facilities

This approach was considered and is already included -
Page 312 of the WUSP document makes provisions for'
the clustering of recreation and public facilities to support
the sharing of resources and optimization of space.
Areas for future development of sporting facilities, in
particular in the southern and north western areas are
included.

23. Consider making a commitment to a
policy calculating Betterment based on
actual cost estimates for infrastructure,
rather than on increased land value;

This was discussed and it was resolved to work this into

the policy tables based on already existing policy
established by the Council. Furthermore, the WUSP
makes provision in more detail for the Development
Contributions Policy Framework as shown by Appendix
8. The WUSP is therefore already structured
accordingly.

24. Consider whether there Is an

alternative to Bulk which could deliver

rights more flexibly

It was discussed and resolved to retain the concept of
Bulk since there Is no other known measure to deliver

rights more "flexibly". The heightened bulk is designed to
increase flexibility by allowing higher development rights.
Together with mixed land use, it most certainly improves
land use flexibility and integration

25. Consider whether the question of air
rights is sufficiently covered in the USP.

Air rights were not covered, and new policy statements
were added to enable air rights under certain conditions
as shown by Policy P1.3 of the WUSP. However, air
rights are typically found in town planning schemes, and
it must be Included in the zoning scheme in detail for
operational purposes.

26. Greater clarification is needed on the

subdivision of farmland outside the two

designated nodes within the
meb'opolitan periphery of the city,
especially for subdivisions not smaller

This has generally been amended and clarified to ensure
a tiered density around the metropolitan nodes and limit
subdivisions of farms far away from infrastructure and
limited or difficult access. The requirement for
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than 25Ha. This would include a

statement on the need for strict

development agreements for servicing
which the municipality would require

Development agreements are already In place. Beyond a
density of 1:25 ha, centralised services are required.

27. Introducing a policy statement on
gambling houses.

The matter was discussed, and it was resolved that this
at a level of detail which is not within the ambit of a
structure plan but rather something to be addressed in
the zoning scheme, linked to a defined policy.

28. Include a statement in the USP on a

very long-term vision for the city's
growth and development.

The matter was discussed, and it was resolved that the
planning horizon of 20 years is sufficient for the purpose
of a long-term spatial plan of this nature. Any planning
beyond the proposed term is likely to deteriorate fast in
terms of accuracy as the timeline is increased.

29, Consider the possible impact of NDP6
on the policies contained in the Draft
USP

The consideration of National Documents and the

alignment thereto has been updated and previous NDP 5
guidance were replaced with NDP6, please refer to the
relevant section on strategic guidance and National
Development Plans of the WUSP.

30. Check policy statements to ensure that
walkabllity is sufficiently emphasised as
an obiective for urban design

The matter was reviewed, and it was agreed that this is
sufficiently covered in the WUSP. Please refer to Section
10 in the WUSP on key urban design principles.

31. Consider a statement on how new

services coming to Groot Aub might
benefit nearby residents.

This w/ill be looked at in greater detail in the work to be
executed under the Groot Aub Development Plan project,
which will be incorporated as a policy under the WUSP.

32. The impact of government subsidies
applied to bulk infrastructure could be
investigated in terms of its effect on
affordabiiity.

This is covered under the Appendix 1: Inclusionary
Housing Policy Framework, which is aimed at providing
affordable housing opportunities in all areas of the City
and promotes partnerships between the private sector
and the public sector on achieving this.

33. Consider including wider policies on the
use of water and the promotion of solar

- energy

This is covered under Appendix 10: Green Building
Guidelines. Further detailed and appropriate policy
instruments should be developed by the respecfve
departments responsible.

Economic Activity

dealt with sufficiently in the USP.

This matter was discussed and policy frameworks
included in the structure plan. Reference is also made to
the City's dedicated Local Economic Development
Strategy and Investment Incentives and Promotion
Strategy where this Is already covered in further detail..

Further, the details are not
considered fit for Inclusion in a high level strategy
document such as the structure plan, however the
Council has a specific housing policies including all
typologies and alignment with this policy is ensured.

41. Consider including a development

Christo

This request was reviewed and not supported from a
planning perspective as it encourages fragmentation of
suburbs, while the WUSP encourages the integration of
areas to address the post-apartheid planning. As a result,
no changes were effected.

strategic importance of state owned
land to the future growth of the city

The WUSP makes provision for acquiring strategic land,
as demonstrated by Policy CW 6 of the WUSP, which
states that Council shall Identify suitable privately owned
land and acquire such land for COW led development.
The same extent to strategically located school land and
the Windhoek Showgrounds. This however more a land
acquisition and development issue.

This matter was discussed, and It was agreed that It is
not within the ambit of a structure plan. Funding
mechanisms and the structuring and use of various
municipal funds as directed In terms of financial controls
as established.

This was discussed and it was resolved to emphasise the
importance of TransNamlb land for future public transport
and transit purposes. Statement included in WUSP
accordingly (see P 23.3 of the WUSP). Please also see
considerations under point 42 above.

This was discussed and It was agreed that this should be
Included.

49. Check the boundary of Nubuamis and
make corrections if necessary

This was considered and found to require adjustments. It
was agreed to amend where necessary. Amendments
were made accordingly.

50. Ensure that the USP base map is

Discussed and agreed to augment with new Information.
New B1 information was inciuded in all maps.
