When | take walk around the Streets of Windhoek, next to
trafiic lights there is this conspicuous scene of street kids
begging. Notfrom them are adults sitting in shades on near
proximity. These kids walks back in numbers from town to
Katutura late hours. It's clear and its common knowledge
that these kids carry knob-kiries and other objects that
appear like scoops that they offer for sale apart from begging
o+ formoney. On estimate one will estimate the agetobeSto
»-* 7yearold and some a little bid older. The simple count givas
you a number of over 150 of these people roaming around
- . thestreets of Windhoek begging for maney, There no doubt
that these childrén are used as child labourers, . This is a
glaring example of exploitation and trafficking children to
say the least. This Council has amazing counclllors who are
doing everything they can to make the Windhoek a better place — not only for children but
for all those wha need reside here. Soon these children will grow as adults and their needs
will grow, there is also no doubt that they may resort to criminality,

Research has shown that the problem of children who are trafficked can also he used in
criminal activities {from burglary and pick-pocketing to selling drugs and other more serious
crimes), this is a thorny issve. Because there are “other” victims involved — the victims of the
crime committed —~ people are often torn between wanting to see the child punished for the
crime and trying to understand that the child is also a victim. Generally there is someone else
lurking in the background, an adult who is controlling the child and actually making the profit
from the erime. This modis operand’is the same here in Windhoek the adults are lurking in
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/'—’/

adult who is controlling the child and actually making the profit from the crime.
This modis operand] is the same here in Windhoek the adults are lurking in the
shadows. It has been observed that these children are also roaming in other towns
of Namibia. Something needs to be done and Windhoek must take the lead to
ensure that our tourist and residents are not harassed. There is also no doubt that
the number of these children are increasing significantly.

If you have travelled in Europe in the past decade, you will be very aware of the
large numbers of people begging on the streets of Europe's capital cities. The
streets around the Louvre in Paris, the railway station in Berlin and the Medici
tombs in Florence are crowded with the sad, malnourished faces of women and
children asking for money. The most frequant sight is the scarved woman sitting on
the pavement with a baby asleep in her arms, hand outstretched, It Is difficult to just
walk past without offering some help. And this is exactly what the traffickers and
exploiters count on. Look around and you may see one of them — a dark shadowy

. figure on a nearby street corner, keeping a watch on the woman to make sure she is
doing her “job". He may, at the same time, be watching a second woman on an
adjacent street. In fact, he may have a whole cohort of victims he is “handling”, like
something out of a Victorian novel, waiting for them to get the 40 or 50 Euros he
has told them to bring back, and ready to beat, kick or burn them if they do not.

So what can you do?

I wish I had an answer to this question. In some countries, certainly, you could go to
the police and they would know how to handle the situation. Sadly In other
countrigs this would probably just put the trafficking victims themselves at risk.

These kids were apparently deported back to Angola, now they seem to have
doubled in numbers. Something needs to be done to fix the plight of these people
before that put an unnecessary strain on our resources as a City. There is an
accident waiting to happen at these traffic lights and it will be our emergency
services that will ultimately attend to these children. | am calling upon the City
Police to investigate the plight of these kids at the traffic lights and the city in
general as this is a crime to loiter and to roam at traffic lights. This behavlour is not
only dangerous to these kids themselves but jt also endanger the road users whose
attention is taken away from the road.

We already have problems of our own streets kids that are growing in numbers -
around Klein Windhoek, now we have a problem that growing in size from our
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neighbour Angola. Angols is a wealthy country with mineral resources including
cheap petrol they must surely be dealing with this challenge of their destitute
nationals, Perhaps the office of the mayor may have to intervene at national leval
to resolve this issue,

L. PURPOSE

Following the meeting held on 27" August 2025. The Department of Economic
Development and Emergency Services raised further questions in relation to clause 8.1 and
8.2 of the Deed of Sale.

“8.1 The PURCHASER shall pay an amount equal to rates in respect of the PROPERTY
or any erf creaied by any subdivision thereof, from date of occupation. Provided that
no subdivision take place, the date of payment for all rates and taxes, be as from the

date of sale.”

“8.2  For the purpose of clause 8.1 and calculation of rates and for the purpose of this
Agreement, the date of occupation shall be the date on swhiclh the PURCHASER will
apply for payient of the water connection in terms of the Water Supply Regulations
GN 367 of 1996 or amendment thereof, which payment would be for the water
connection services fo the PROPERTY or fo any erf created by any subdivision
thereof. Provided that if no subdivision takes place. the of occupation. shall be as from
the date of sale” '

Furthermore, clause 24.1.1 reads as follows.

“It is a condition of this Agreement that the PURCHASER and/or its approved successor-in-
title and/or successor in -namie and or successor shareholder and/or successor member(s) and/or
its assigns whichever is applicable, shall not be entitled to iransfer the PROPERTY 1o a third
party or to any subsequent successor/s in title, without the consent of the SELLER thereto
having been had and obtained. This permission will not be granted by the SELLER until
such time the PROPERTY has been improved equal to the minimum building value as sef
out in clause 39 of the Town Planning Scheme and within the period as set out in ctause 21.9
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and the Development Agreement Section 2 to 6 of Part B of this Agreement or within the
extended period as set out in clause 24.5”

The legal opinion was requested on the relevance and applicability of clause 8.1 and 8.2 to the
transfer on the 14 erven and the rest of the subdivided erven in the development.

That the applicant be requested to transfer the erven back from Sinco Investment (Pty) Ltd to
Green building Construction or continue paying the rates and taxes as they are not complying
with clause 24.1.1

Discassion

It is clear from the from the provisions of the deed of sale that the purchaser will only be liable
to pay for the rates and taxes if there is a subdivision. The erven in question are not subject to
any subdivision and accordingly clause 8.1 does not find application.

Clause 8.2 will inherently find application as soon as there is an application for the connection
of the services by the PURCHASER. With respect to the retransfer of the properties back into
the name of the original, it was indicated originally by the Purchaser that the reason for the
transfer was only for the purpose of in internal rearrangement. There is no difficulty in my
view to retransfer the propert:es back in name of the entity that originally purchased the

properties.

It is trite that parties must utilize the agreement or the avenues that are available in the in
agreement in case of any breach. It was also earlier emphasized in the previous opinion that
the transfers can be remedied through a ratification.
